Political Ideologies & Governments

Ideology: belief

Form of Government: beliefs in action

Ideologies 

Liberalism

· protection and promotion of personal rights and freedoms & social progress

· individual rights over collective rights

· opposes state controlled economics, militarism, church or gov interference 

· gov assistance to ensure equality

Rule of Law:

· laws limit gov power & protect individual rights from gov interference

Majority Rule & Popular Sovereignty:
· gov authority flows from the people; decisions are made by majority

Civil Liberties & Constitutionalism

· protection of rights & liberties entrenched in a written charter

International Cooperation

· no economic & political barriers between countries brings peace & prosperity

· spread liberalism = peace

· UN based on liberalism

Communism/Marxism
· large state presence in economic matters

· production based on public need, not profit

· share work equally according to ability & benefit according to needs

· abolition of private property, class system

Historical Inevitability:

· economic systems evolve into others to final stage of human development

· slavery – feudalism – capitalism – socialism – communism 

· Karl Marx created communism (Communist Manifesto) 

· history: oppressed revolted (slavery, industrial revolution, feudalism in 18th century Europe

· people inevitably became dissatisfied & brought change

· capitalism is another example

Alienation & Class Struggle

· workers under capitalism lose control of the world around them – overworked, underpaid, no say, cogs in a big machine

· over time, class consciousness, organization, class conflict (REVOLUTION)


Labour Theory of Value 

· workers (proletariat) are overworked, mistreated, underpaid

· capitalists (bourgeoisie) profit from labour of workers, but workers not compensated for value produced- waste- could be used to benefit society as a whole

Dictatorship of the Proletariat
· with end of capitalism, state run by proletariat

· workers temporarily ruling class (state/gov) to create classless society

· ex. in Russia, Vladimir Lenin led a group of people to revolt against capitalist gov

· Bolshevik party in 1917, power-hungry

· created state of power

· secret police (KGB) 

· Joseph Stalin took over

· * real communism does not exist in the world

Socialism 

· state ownership and control/regulation of all sectors of economy = benefit collective good

· change achieved through peaceful, moderate, democratic means

· collective rights over individual rights & freedoms

· classless society

· less extreme than communism

· heavy gov. role 

Individual Freedom & Social Equality

· state control of economy prevents concentration of wealth among few at expense of many- no social hierarchy

Unity

· state institutions unite common identities

· rich help the poor

· heavy taxation & gov presence

· eurasia may be legal

· goal is not to eradicate differences, but minimize them

· multiculturalism is promoted

· Finland, Norway, Sweden, Canada (to varying degrees)

· Free (as free as possible) health care & education

Nationalism

· loyalty to state, strong sense of pride & belonging 

· good of state = good of people

· willing to fight and die for country
· gov’s role to promote & protect state and citizens, at any cost

Nationhood & Loyalty to State

· common language, history, customs, cultural & religious identity, loyalty to the homeland, national self-determination & independence

· France, Belgium, Austria, Italy (Xenophobia-fear/hatred of foreigners) 

Fascism

· conflicting views/interests suppressed by state

· emphasis of nationalism, loyalty to state/leader

· minimal state interference permitted into economic matters

· make state strong

· protect state interests

· censorship, government oppression, propaganda, racial superiority

Anarchism

· complete freedom for individual citizens 

· no gov influence

· individual acts in his/her best interest 

Individual over State:

· humans good, no need for governmental constraints

Social Justice:

· the right to live as each individual wants

Religious Fundamentalism

· anyone who interferes will be eradicated through violence if necessary

Origins

· originally Christianity- early 20th century America: extend religion into social & political life and to other religions from 1978-79 (Iranian Revolution)

Today

· Evangelical Christians

· Iranian revolutionaries

· Ultra-orthodox Jews

· Militant Sikhs

· Buddhist resistance fighters

· Ex: anti-abortion Christians, Waco Texas Branch Dividians (1993), Oklahoma City Bombing (1995) 

· saviours of society justify any action (however violent) & any sacrifice (however great) for the cause

· most dangerous ideology

· see the world in black and white terms (us vs. them)

Islamic Fundamentalism (1875 to today)

· 18th century European powers controlled economic & military power in the region – devastated Muslim world

· sought a return to reform of Islamic law & violent resistance to Westerners 

Feminism

Liberal Feminism

· equality within existing system 

· men = women in every way

Marxist Feminism

· capitalism oppresses women (women = proletariat, men = bourgeoisie) 

· want to overthrow men, temporary revolution

Radical Feminism

· woman-centred society

· revolution = women in power

Sexual Equality, Political Power

· equate women’s inferior position in society with male supremacy in the family and other social & political institutions

Dissident Feminists (1990’s +)

· equal treatment for men & women

· women not victims of male domination 

· sexes should not be polarized into two separate camps

· people think we’re equal but true equality has not been achieved

· women’s progress created obstacles to future progress – “woman problem” not solved

Conservatism

· opposes rapid change and extremism of any kind

· preserving status quo most important = class based

· balance & order

· collectivity over individualism

· whole community has a say, profits devoted to general good

Political Spectrum

· High/low: degree of political and economic freedom
Left Wing:

· government very important

· help disadvantaged

· provide health care, education

· unemployment insurance

· gov = collective

· social responsibility 

· society as a whole

Right Wing:

· individual is most important

· govt’s role is to protect indv. rights

· govt’s role = min

· no free education, health care, low taxes

· not welfare state

· every many for himself, on your own

Types of Government

Authoritarian/Autocracy

· absolute power in hands of a ruler not accountable to anyone else 

· King Louis the 14th- Absolute Monarchy

· Dictatorial decision making

· Personalistic ideology- state run economy, political system, military

· Human rights & civil liberties non existent or not protected

· Limited political participation

· Controlled political competition

Dictatorship

· rule by a single individual, by force

· North Korea

· give to son

Absolute Monarchy

· King or Queen rules by God-granted absolute power

· Jordan, Saudi Arabia

Oligarchy

· rule by the few (those who may be wise or wealthy); power concentrated in their hands only

Non-Autocratic Governments

Aristocracy

· rule by the privileged few who belong to a higher or wealthier class in society

· selected by wealth

Meritocracy

· rule by the virtuous, brave, etc – those “deserving” of power are decision – makers

· selected by merit

Theocracy

· rule by religious leaders

Democratic Governments

· popular sovereignty

· constitutionalism

· human rights & civil liberties

· majority rules & minority rights

· individualism

· political competition

· rule of law

Democracy

· Rule by the majority through power given to elected officials
Direct Democracy

· every citizen has a direct say in all decisions made

Representative Democracy

· citizens vote for those they wish to represent them in government 

· Canada

Parliamentary Democracy

· power is shared between Prime Minister and Legislature, but legislative (law-making) body of government is supreme

· Canada

Presidential Democracy

· power is divided between three branches of government (executive, legislative, judicial); no power can rule over any other

· U.S.A. 

Totalitarian
· dictatorial decision making

· official state sanctioned ideology 

· secret police, state control of media, political system

· mass punishments of “enemies of the state”

· no political competition

Political Ideologies

Idealism
· humans are naturally good
· seek to form alliances

· current situation is result of WWI

· comes from liberalism

· every problem stems from war – eliminate it to get world peace

· international organizations prevent war

· alliances play important role
· every country attack the one that starts a war (collective security)

· UN, NATO, Warsaw Pact, League of Nations

Realism

· humans evil, selfish, self-serving, power hungry

· corrupted further by political power – desire for power cannot be eliminated

· military power most important

· threat and use of force

· power & self interest 

· international politics is struggle for power

· power = territory, population, geography, GDP

· hard power & soft power

· states make decisions based on self interest

· international system is anarchic as no central authority exists

· flexible alliance systems for own benefit

· balance of power = need alliances to balance out those of enemies

· ends justify the means

· U.S. (Bush) government, Iraq, Afghanistan, Africa

Neo-Marxism 
· country’s worth is from its exporting

· exploits weaker states, which are dependant on rich state

· cheap labour forced on poor countries

· colonial power takes other countries under its influence 

· invade weaker countries because of resources, weaker power has no choice since they have no other method of income

· ensure poor countries are always dependant on them

· revolution the only way for dependant state

· concepts of North (rich and South (poor)

· promotes being rich as goal

· Western World, Eastern clothes

· USA exploiting China

Cold War, the Fall of the Soviet Union & Weapons of Mass Destruction

The Cold War

· liberalism vs. communism

· democracy vs. dictatorship

· 50 years

· Linked to existence of a sole superpower (U.S.) that dominates today

· & the spread of chemical, biological, nuclear weapons to “rogue states”

· & war between the West and religious fundamentalism (Sept 11)

Main Principles: MAD, Balance of Power, Spheres of Influence, Collective Security

MAD

· arms race linked to concept of Mutually Assured Destruction

· threat of nuclear destruction was so great that no nation would launch a nuclear strike against the other, knowing it would mark its own doom

· had enough weapons to blow up the world 17 times

Marshall Plan 
· George Marshall- secretary of state

· U.S. gave money & goods to countries destructed by war so that they would protect them in time of nee (allies)

· Europeans self-help program financed by U.S.

The Iron Curtain Speech

· Churchill went to U.S. to warn them of Soviet threat & need for “association of the English speaking peoples” acting outside of UN to reorder the world

· had great impact on American public opinion

· convinced many that Truman’s “get tough” approach was right

· Stalin angry, accused Churchill of racial theories

The Truman Doctrine 

· “policy of fighting communism around the world”

· March 12, 1947

· Speech to gain support for American pledge of millions of dollars to prevent spread of communism in Europe
· Threat had to appear overwhelming to get $400 million in aid

Policy of Containment

· formed by ideas of George Kennan (American diplomat, expert on Soviet affairs)

· warned Washington in 1946

· if U.S. could contain spread of communism, Soviet system would eventually crumble

· did not advocate military confrontation (defensive strategy)

· people incorporated Kennan’s “firm” containment with Truman’s “get tough” policy = lost defensive character

· replaced with aggressive anticommunist policy, that called for reducing Soviet influence 

North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO)

· established April 4, 1949

· brought together 12 countries: U.S.A., Canada, Britain, France, Belgium, the Netherlands, Denmark, Norway, Iceland, Italy, Portugal and Luxembourg (Greece & Turkey joined in 1952, Spain in 1982) 

· to counter perceived military threat from Soviet bloc countries 

· collective resistance and defence

· U.S. would rearms Western Europe and defend it

· Unprecedented U.S. involvement in international community - never before had the Americans joined an alliance in peacetime

· did not believe UN was going to guarantee peace
· defensive collective security alliance: an attack on a member state considered an attack on all member states

· intensified Cold War tensions by provoking Warsaw Pact to preserve balance of power and solidify spheres of influence 

Warsaw Pact

· created five days after West Germany joined NATO

· Soviet Union & 7 Soviet satellites (Albania, Bulgaria, Czechoslovakia, East Germany, Hungary, Poland, Romania)

· military alliance – members pledged to assist each other in event of attack

The Arms Race

· Competition for supremacy in nuclear warfare between the U.S. and the U.S.S.R, and their respective allies

· Central to the cold war and promoted the belief that the more nuclear weapons you had, the more powerful you were

· Both the US and USSR stockpiled weapons

· Significant because: 

· Why cold war did not become nuclear war

· Greatest threat in the cold war, the beginning of which was marked by the USSR’s explosion of their first atomic bomb in Aug 1949

· Led to Truman ordering the development of a new weapon- the hydrogen bomb 

· Led to the production of nuclear weapons in other countries

· Believed to have led to the destruction of the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki by the US’ atomic bombs

· After the cold war, economic problems caused by the arms race led to negotiations regarding arms control agreements during détente 

Cuban Missile Crisis

· Fidel Castro took over in 1959

· Wanted to nationalize most of the American-own businesses 

· America was outraged but Soviet Union saw opportunity to gain an outpost near American soil

· October 1962, Soviets installed nuclear missiles in Cuba

· Kennedy ordered a naval blockade of Cuba

· Missiles were removed on ultimatum made by Kennedy’s brother: remove missiles or US would remove by force, in return US would not invade Cuba and remove their missiles from Turkey. 

· Significant because: 

· closest the world has come to nuclear war; first and only nuclear confrontation between US and USSR

· showed the perils of courting catastrophe

Periods of Détente 

· following Cuban Missile Crisis, leaders of US and USSR realized how close they came to complete annihilation

· a period of cooperation followed

· treaties signed around weapons & stockpiling

End of Cold War brought:

· revolutions against Communist rule in Eastern Europe

· reunification of Germany

· collapse of Soviet Union

Mikhail Gorbachev

· came to power in 1985

· hoped to “revitalize” Soviet’s economy while remaining communist

· improve relations with west to get aid to divert resources from military to civilian economy 

· withdrew forces from Afghan

· marked beg of end of Cold War

· his plan backfired, living standard decreased

· 1991, USSR collapsed
Perestroika & Glasnost

· Perestroika: (restructuring) = reorganize old economic system by introducing limited market incentives 

· Glasnost: (openness) = broaden boundaries of acceptable political discussion 

· Gorbachev’s solution

· Significant because: 

· Played big role in fall of Soviet Union; glasnost allowed citizens to change views towards government 

· Began to undermine the faith of the public in the Soviet System because media was shedding light on negative aspects of life in USSR

Rose Revolution- Georgia

· displaced Pres Eduard Shevardnadze

· November 2003

· Parliamentary elections denounced as rigged

· Opposition supporters, led by Saakashvili, with roses in hands, seized parliament, interrupting speech of Pres and forcing him to escape with bodyguards

· He declared state of emergency & mobilized troops and police, sending out people to fight civilians

· After a meeting on Nov 23 between Eduard and opposition leaders, he resigned

· Significant because: 

· Inspired revolution in Ukraine and Kyrgyzstan 
· Triumph of democracy and Western influence
Beslan School Siege 

· three day hostage-taking of over 1,100 children and parents, of which over 300 died, over half of these were children

· Ingush and Chechen militants took over school on Sept 1 2004

· Demanded withdrawal of Russian troops from Chechnya and recognition of its independence

· On 3rd day, Russian security forces stormed the building, gym caught fire, collapsed

· Significant because: 

· Led to security and political repercussions in Russia; consolidating powers in Kremlin and strengthening powers of Pres.
· Questionable excessive force of government 
· Beslan’s government proceeded to toughen laws on terrorism and expand powers of law enforcement agencies
August 1991 coup

· timed to prevent signing of new Union Treaty, which would have weakened the power of the centre 

· demands for power for constituent republics 

· while Gorbachev was away on vacation

· Eight-person council took power- were pro-communism and wanted to stop reform

· Coup failed; key elements of internal security apparatus and military refused to support it

· Many backed Boris Yeltsin instead, Pres of Russian Republic

· Significant because: 

· Central government became less powerful as other republics gained power

· Final blow fell with Ukrainian vote for independence Dec 1- scuttled attempts to revive Union Treaty

· Declarations of independence from other states followed

· Contributed to USSR’s downfall

· Boris Yeltsin took over government

START Treaty

· Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty

· Bilateral treaty between US and USSR on reduction and limitation of strategic offensive arms

· Proposed by Ronal Reagan

· Signed on July 31, 1991, entered into force Dec 5 1994

· Significant because:

· Negotiated most complex and largest arms control treaty in history

· Final implementation in 2001 resulted in removal of about 80% of all strategic nuclear weapons in existence
· Force international pressure on Iran to reduce nuclear weapons 
Orange Revolution

· November 2004, Ukraine

· 500,000 people protested election rigging on streets

· wanted to pull away from corrupt Moscow backed oligarchs that had ruled since fall of communism

· wanted to give power to pro-democratic leader

· Yushchenko head of Our Ukraine Party- orange was their colour

· mass protest – coup

· largely financed by American money

· end political stalemate 

· got second runoff election, reforms to reduce electoral fraud, transfer some presidential powers to parliament

· triumph of democracy & western influence

Tulip Revolution

· Kyrgyzstan (March 2005)

· overthrow of president Askar Akayev & his govt 

· after parliamentary elections of Feb 27 & March 12, 2005

· Akayev became more corrupt & authoritarian

· “Tulip” term used in Akayev’s speech that no such colour revolution shall occur

· More violent than other revolutions- many died in first 24 hours in capital

· Blamed Akayev for electoral fraud

NORAD
· North American Air Defence Command 

· created in 1957 by Canada and U.S. 

· established nuclear tracking, warning and control stations across northern Arctic

· surface-to-air missiles with nuclear warheads were introduced

· missiles would come through Canada

· in 1981 changed its name to North American Aerospace Defense Command (NAADC) 

The Spread of Weapons of Mass Destruction

Nuclear Weapons: 

· deterrent, security reasons 

· brings prestige to country = modernization & development

· autonomy/independence

· high level of destruction

· emits dangerous radiation having long-term effects

Biological & Chemical: 

· use on battlefield if opponent not equipped with protective clothing/gear

· relatively inexpensive

· technology and materials needed to produce it are easy to access

· transmitted through atmosphere, water and surface contact

Conventional Weapons: 

· bring in money when sold (good export) 

· provide jobs

· main cause of casualties in war

· spread of ballistic missile capabilities

· stockpiling weapons and selling on black markets

· easier to obtain as individuals

1963 Test Ban Treaty (limited) - LTBT

· after Cuban Missile Crisis, Kennedy & Khrushchev established telephone hotline and in 1963 signed LTBT

· U.S.A., Soviet Union and United Kingdom

· banned all tests of nuclear weapons except those conducted underground (atmosphere, outer space and underwater) 

Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty (SALT I and II) 

· negotiations/talks began in Nov 1969

· signed on May 26, 1972 between U.S. and U.S.S.R. 

· consisted of ABM treaty & Interim Agreement on Strategic Offensive Arms

· place limits/restraints on some of their central armaments

· five-year duration, froze number of strategic ballistic missiles at 1972 levels

· many loopholes, will not save much money 

· was supposed to freeze development of weapons on Soviet side but really permitted growth

· SALT II signed in Vienna on June 18 1979 by new leaders Pres. Carter and Brezhnev 

The Threat of WMD in the New World Order 

North America & Europe

Evil Empire Speech 

· Delivered by Ronald Reagan in 1983

· USSR = evil empire

· Communism = “the focus of evil in the modern world”

Strategic Defense Initiative (Star Wars)
· First initiated on March 23, 1983 under Reagan 

· Develop an anti-ballistic missile system to prevent missile attacks from other countries (USSR)

· Intercept intercontinental ballistic missiles while they flew high above the earth 

· Large power requirement = nuclear power used

· Concerns that it contravened with ABM treaty and SALT talks- USSR mad

· Abandoned after time – political pressure & budget conflicts

· 90% of tests failed

National Missile Defense (Star Wars II)

· Bush took up new program and spent millions on it

· Clinton abandoned it

· Obama is abandoning it

· Russians view it as a threat and try to stop it

· Defense system from attacks from rogue states

· Russia’s reaction = pulled out of START 2 & decided to not sign START 3, created Topol M and Bulava Missiles, became very friendly with China (who also saw NMD as threat)

“Rogue States”

· Unpredictable countries/threats to U.S. 

· Korea, Iran, Iraq, Syria, Cuba

· Notion came about again after Sept 11

· Authoritarian regimes, restrict human rights, proliferate WMDs

· Replaced by Bush’s “axis of evil” (Iraq, Iran & N. Korea)

Anti Ballistic Missile Treaty (ABM)

· Between U.S. and U.S.S.R. 

· Limitation of defensive missile programs

· Signed in Moscow in 1972

· In force for 30 years until U.S. withdrew in 2002

· Russia said NMD violated ABM 

Topol M and Bulava Missiles

· Russia’s reaction to NMD

· Created to circumvent NMD 

· Releases into multiple warheads (Topol M)

“Decoupling”

· Europe’s reaction to NMD (NMD = for America only)

· Felt abandoned & attacked

· Led to “decoupling” of relationship between America and Europe

· Tried to get in on NMD

· Some countries agreed to be part of umbrella of NMD (radar bases) = mutually beneficial

· Like another arms race as a result of NMD

· Mini NMD = Theatre Missile Defense 

Iran (Middle East)

Mahmoud Ahmadinejad 

· President of Iran

· Vocal supporter of Iran’s nuclear program & insists it’s for peaceful purposes

· Hatred towards U.S. and Israel 

Shehab Missile

· Medium-range ballistic missile

· Why Iran is under international pressure 

· Failed test in 1998, succeeded in 2003

· Shehab-3 has great range and higher accuracy than previous models

· Can easily target Israel

· believed to be based on N. Korea’s No-dong Missile

· range of 1,280 km

START

· new START treaty forces stronger sanctions on Iran (Russia in favour) = tension

· Iran will not declare nuclear arms

· USA wants sanctions on countries who have failed to follow international laws

· Not good sign for Iran & N. Korea in their quest

China (Asia)

Theatre Missile Defense

· Defend territory/military forces by tracking incoming ballistic missiles with radar and launching missiles to destroy them

· U.S. used TMD to protect allies in Asia from threat of missile proliferation

· U.S. supplies (sells to) Taiwan (and Japan) with this system to defend itself against China

· China is threatened & sees this as method to undermine its defence strategy and believes Taiwan will use TMD for offensive purposes and to gain independence 

Space Arms Race

· Jan 11, 2007 China destroyed weather satellite by anti-satellite system

· Raised fears of new space arms race- testing weapons in space

· China claims never to have engaged (and never to engage) in space arms race

· Taiwan viewed it as threat to safety

Russia & NMD

· 2000- Russia and China put in writing mutual antipathy to US plans of NMD

· Recently signed an energy deal- agreed on sharing renewable energy, gas supplies & nuclear power = “New Era” in cooperation between both sides

· Russia runs 1000 KM oil pipeline directly to China

· Supply energy & electricity to each other

North Korea (Asia) 

Kim Jong Il

· Communist leader of N. Korea

· Government is secretive = little known about Kim Jong-il even after his many years in power

· Seen as “unpredictable” and manipulative by China and other nations

Missile Tests

· July 2006- launched 7 missile tests (including 2 Taepodongs)

· Oct 2006- conducted 1st nuclear test (failure)

· May 25 2009- exploded 2nd nuclear bomb (more powerful) = provoked new wave of international condemnation & calls for tougher sanctions

· Test added to fears that N. Korea was moving closer to possessing ability to mount nuclear warhead on long-range missiles 

Taepodong Missile

· 1998 N. Korea test-fired a two-stage medium-range Taepodong Missile that flew over Japan & landed in Pacific = strained relationship between Japan and NK

· Missiles powered by rockets for early part of flight and then move as free falling projectiles 

· April 5, 2009, NK defied UN Security Council resolution & warnings by firing Taepodong-2 missile over Sea of Japan

· NK media claimed rocket placed a satellite into orbit

· NORAD & other global tracking organizations assert it failed and fell into Pacific 

· Capacity to wipe out a large city

· More threatening than regular missiles

· Estimated range: 9,000 km, could possibly hit Alaska & West Coast of U.S. 

· Advances NK towards capability to launch nuclear weapons

Six Party Talks

· designed to negotiate an end to N. Korea’s missile & nuclear programs

· China, Japan, Russia, S. Korea, N. Korea & U.S.A.

· In protest to UN Security Council’s condemnation of April 2009 missile launch, N. Korea officials pledges to permanently withdraw from stalled six-party talks

· Began talks in Aug 2003

· Shown little sign of success
Relationship with South Korea & Japan

· Tensions between South Korea and North Korea are rising because of the sunken South Korean naval vessel by the North Korean missile. 

· Relationship with Japan has been very strained over the years because of the missile testing over the Sea of Japan. 

South East Asia – India & Pakistan

The Battle over Kashmir 

· Parties to the dispute: India, Pakistan, China and people of Kashmir

· Fought three wars over Kashmir

· Kashmir mostly Muslim: thus Pakistan claims power

· Previous Taliban members have fled to Kashmir to help settle dispute – led to terrorist attacks on India

· Started as a religious dispute, now more fighting for resources

Missile Program (Ghauri Missile) – 1998 tests

· May 1998, India tested nuclear weapons- 2 weeks later Pakistan followed

· Ghauri medium-range ballistic missile developed by Pakistan

· Pakistan successfully tested Ghauri in April 1998 

· May be based on N. Korean technology (No-dong missile)

US-India Agreement- Civilian Nuclear Program (Under Bush)

· Agreement on civil nuclear cooperation between US and India

· Introduced in July 2005

· Approved finally on Oct 1, 2008

· US provides assistance to India’s civilian nuclear energy program

· Expands US-India cooperation in energy & satellite technology

· Critics in the United States say the deal fundamentally reverses half a century of U.S. non-proliferation efforts, undermines attempts to prevent states like Iran and North Korea from acquiring nuclear weapons, and potentially contributes to a nuclear arms race in Asia.

· India agrees to allow International Atomic Energy Association (IAEA) to inspect & access its civilian nuclear program & place power reactors under IAEA safeguards

· Continue moratorium on nuclear weapons testing

· US companies allowed to build nuclear reactors in India

Dr. Abdul Khan- Nuclear Weapons Ring

· Pakistani nuclear scientist 

· Sold/smuggled nuclear weapons & blueprints to Iran, Libya, North Korea and other countries

· “so that other Muslim countries could enhance their security”

Pakistan’s Importance to the US “War on Terror”

· “war on terrorism”

· Campaign launched in 2001

· Pakistan joined war on terror as US ally after 9/11- provided military airports and bases for its attacks on Afghanistan 

· Arrested Al-Qaeda members and handed them over to US

Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT) 

· Limit spread of nuclear weapons

· Came into force March 1970

· Currently 189 states party to the treaty

· Including USA, Russia, United Kingdom, France and China

· N. Korea acceded to treaty, violated it, then withdrew in 2003

· Treaty proposed by Ireland & Finland (first to sign)

· 3 pillars: non-proliferation, disarmament, peaceful use of nuclear technology

An Emerging New World Order

· began with Gulf War and Bush’s “New World Order” speech

Global Village: we live in an interconnected and interdependent world; world events affect us all

Pax Americana: one nation’s vision of the world would dominate & shape world events
Collective Security: nations must pledge to support each other when attacked

Peace through Democracy: nations that share similar political systems (democracies) will not be aggressive towards one another, but will seek to build mutually beneficial & cooperative relationships 

Unipolar: one superpower controls rest of the world

Causes of War:

Individual: 

· people are the problem- individual aggressiveness

· naturally aggressive and prone to violence

· desire to destroy and kill

State/Group:

· internal character of states/groups is the problem

· cause of war in social & political characteristics of states/groups

· some are more prone to war than others

· today, states with authoritarian internal structures are more warlike

· authoritarian states: “bad states” or “rogue states”

· authoritarian leaders called “warlords”

· in the past, monarchies = stable, republics = aggressive

System

· problem is nature of international politics (view of structural realists)

· principal source of war is anarchy (absence of central authority) and distribution of power (number of poles in the system)

· wars arise because there is nothing to prevent them

· rise and decline of hegemonic powers

· outside circle, Canada as colony of Great Britain

· ex. WWI, WWII

Middle Power

· in between: ex. Suez Crisis 

· multilateralism

· UN Commonwealth

Principal Power

· powerful role/nation

· ex. superpower status

· unilateralism

Matthew Coon Come: global activist 

· defend & advance rights of Aboriginal people

· served as chief of Mistissini Cree and then grand chief of Northern Quebec Cree

· national chief for Assembly of First Nations

· led fight against $13 billion Great Whale hydro-electric power project that threatened to flood much of Cree’s traditional territory in northern Quebec

· organized trip to draw attention to plight of James Bay Cree

Maurice Strong: Custodian of the Planet 

· one of Canada’s most powerful and influential figures
· business leader, environmentalist, diplomat

· president of Montreal based Power Corporation

· head of Canadian International Development Agency

· secretary general of UN Conference on the Human Environment in Sweden

· first executive director of UN Environment Programme (UNEP)
· introduced creation of the Earth Council

· introduced Kyoto Protocol in 1997

· one of world’s most controversial citizens

· 1997 appointed special senior adviser to UN Kofi Annan & given wide-ranging responsibility for reforming UN

· Advocated need to place global cooperation ahead of national sovereignty to protect environment

David Suzuki: International Scientist & Environmentalist 

· doctorate degree in zoology

· taught at University of British Columbia

· dedication to preservation of environment through television series “The Nature of Things”

· helped raise public awareness of concept of sustainability

· “A Planet for the Taking” earned him a UN Environment Programme medal-1998

· written more than 30 books on environment

· David Suzuki Foundation 

Louise Fréchette: UN Deputy Secretary-General 

· highest ranking woman in UN history, one of the most powerful in the world

· member of Canadian delegation to the UN General Assembly

· served in Canadian embassy in Greece

· ambassador to Argentina

· assistant deputy minister for Latin America & Caribbean
· directed review of Canada’s relations with Latin America, which led to Canada’s entry into the Organization of American States (OAS) in 1990

· 1992 became Canadian ambassador to the UN

· deputy minister of national defence 

· speaks about global issues: achieve sustainable development, reduce poverty, eliminate global conflicts & promote human rights

Stephen Lewis: AIDS Activist

· varied career in public service: politician & diplomat, international envoy for humanitarian aid

· 2003 Maclean’s Canadian of the Year

· work on behalf of people living with HIV/AIDS in Africa

· elected to Ontario legislature, served for 15 years, including 8 as leader of NDP

· Canada’s ambassador to UN 1984-1988
· special representative to UNICEF- deputy executive

· passionate advocate for needs and rights of children

· appointed special envoy for HIV/AIDS in Africa in 2001 by Kofi Annan

Louise Arbour: Changing International Law

· UN High Commissioner for Human Rights

· protecting and advocating human rights law

· trying violations of these laws at ICC

· particularly concerned with impact the war on terror is having on human rights and rule of law

· 1996 appointed chief prosecutor of war crimes at the International Criminal Tribunal in The Hague (Nuremberg) 

· prosecuted people responsible for Rwandan genocide

· issued arrest warrant for Slobodan Milosevic

· advocate for human rights & civil liberties

· headed landmark inquiry charged with investigating abuse of inmates in prisons

· appointed to Supreme Court of Canada in 1999
