Realism – competition, states want to compete with others to get better, protection, three ‘s’s - security-no centralized power in the world to protect them, states-must protect themselves, self-help-looking after themselves
Neo-realist - no order like the domestic sphere, international relations is marked as anarchy, the states must protect themselves, principle of self-help
Cosmopolitism – help the rest. Obligation to helping all humans, each thing that is done in the state is related to humans, duty to go beyond our borders, to help create the new 
Sovereigntism –that the pursuit of national self-interest be constrained by an ethical obligation to respect the sovereignty of other states
State Internationalism – that many highly desirable state objectives can only be pursued jointly with other states, obligation of states to refrain from intervening in the affairs of other states – to cooperate fairly and equitably in the promotion of objectives that they share with those states
Cosmopolitanism – breaks free of the state centred focus of both these ethical positions to argue that foreign policy must acknowledge the compelling force of obligations that we owe to those beyond our borders

Traditional security
· State based, protection of themselves, only helping the state further itself through competition/cooperation, can include policies on international development 
Canadian policies until 1987 
· Concrete list of human rights
· people must be free arbitrary arrest – stop helping that country (government to government)
· people are under torture or other forms of cruel treatment
· people are free from judicial judgement
· people are free from the means of sustaining life
· Canada wants to give to countries who aren’t expansionists, who respect the rights on individuals 
· Canada wants to give but needs to look after themselves (Humanitarian, but Realist/Liberalist first)
