Embodiment Class Notes
Each slide: Crosby, Black Swan etc.… They all involve bodies.  Bodies can be extended, beyond their limits.  
Bodies can be modified, marked, scribed, altered etc.…
When we study communications we are primarily concerned with what goes on in the mind and not particularly the ‘body’.
We watch everything through media platforms, rather then taking to the streets and looking for change we instead, tweet it etc.…

Bodies or Texts, our focus in communications is almost always on texts, 
how are things represented.  In communication the emphasis is concerned primarily of texts, this is because communications cannot take place without bodies (our bodies communicate also)
No thought can take place without bodies and that out bodies are a medium of experience.
Yet, our emphasis is almost always on texts.
The act of giving something a body, or “putting a body” on something
Embodiment gives “bodies” their place in society 
Mediation gets between us and the world (only some of them have to do with the media)
[bookmark: _GoBack]We experience the world in a number of different ways and not just what we “see”…. We experience the world through our bodies (and that refers to the act of giving something a body)
EMBODIMENT
1. Occurs when a social actor embraces a set of dispositions, practices and habitus
2. Occurs through the production of a “sensing being”
3. Is profoundly a social product
MAT x (R + SE + MED + PR) = C – DIA – TRANS

materiality x (rituals +senses+ mediation + practice,) = communication – dialog - transmission
Understanding what our senses do and how they worked.  How we react to sound, smells, touches sights etc.… 
Obvious point:
Embodiment points us in the direction of considering how bodies “live” in space and time and point us away from how representations of bodies can be read in a given space and time. 


How did minds get separated from bodies?
Descartes: it is in the mind were all the work is done, the mind is the active generator of emotion, thinking etc.… and the body is just passive, and there for perceiving. “I think therefore I am” – Descartes
MIND/BODY/DUALISM
What does this mean?
“COMMUNICATION BETWEEN MINDS” ( TRANSMISSION MODEL)
Abstraction (my mind talking to your mind, and being respective of my body)

FREUD (UNCONSCIOUS): says that there is a part of who we are which is not located in the mind.
Foucault: begins to see that the game of life is the struggles between people for power.
- The technology of the self – how do people learn to conduct themselves? 
- How do we live in a society with others
- how do we learnt o be social, citizens, sit in rows etc. (where do we get are norms from)
Change of terminology is important… because it shows how society and social values change.  (e.g. impotence  to erectile dysfunction).
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
