4. The Enlightenment
i. Begins in the early 18th century, reaches the climax in the second half of the century
ii. Influenced by renaissance development.
iii. Not limited to one specific country, ranged across Europe, focused in London, Paris, and Amsterdam.

a. Sought to find the natural rights of man
b. Considered the father of modern Philosophy
