Section 21 of CC
Party to the Offense
3 ways to become a party to the offense:
· Committing the offense;
· By doing or omitting to do anything for the purpose of aiding someone to commit the offense;
· Aiding/abetting someone to commit the offense.

Defense to S.21
· Mere presence- just there, did not participate, encourage, aid or abet the commissioner at the time of the offense. Merely present at the scene.
R. V. Kulbacky
· Accused charged with reckless driving
· Was not the driver, 16-year-old girl who he was friends with was
· Defense argued that he was not the driver
· S. 21: Although he was a passenger, he was an owner of the vehicle and had full control over the people inside of it. The car was speeding, and he did nothing to stop it even though it was in his control.
R. V. Chulachko (46-47)
· 15 men raped a woman, 3 was identified, one only had his pants down but did not rape her.
· Defense: no evidence of aiding or abiding the act

There is a different level of moral blameworthiness.
