MACROECONOMICS 

· GDP (gross domestic product) total value of all products sold within a time frame. Want a positive number. +3-4% = good growth rate.  The plus means you are comparing time periods.  1-2% = slow growth rate. 0%= no growth 
· Unemployment – total number of people looking for work divided by number of eligible workers. 7.4% . data published monthly. The true number of unemployment is actually higher because people that were not looking 
· Inflation – refers to  net change in price to a fixed basket of goods over a period on time. Right now in Canada probably around 1.8%  which is very low.  Deflation is negative inflation 
· 
2 quarters of negative GDP= a recession 


 2 types of policy:  monetary policy , and fiscal 

monetary policy  Bank of Canada  (monitor inflation)  management of interest rates (mark carny- manager)   
Bank controls : interest rates and money supply 
prime lending rate-  done by 6 major banks decide to charge 

Regulating inflation- Increase the interest rates will slow down borrowing of money which will slow down consumption. 

Fiscal policy  government of canada- they can control : program spending and taxation 

Injections  $ up – government will do something to stimulate growth 
-governments that creates new programs is injecting money into the economy 
eg. canadas economic action plan- put money into infrastructure 
eg. decreasing taxation is injection 
eg. printing money = injection 
 
Leakages $ down –  government trying to contain growth 
- decrease money 
-increase on tax is a leakage 

governor of the bank of Canada is appointed by finance minister 

DEFICIT VS SURPLUS : if we bring in more money then spent we have a surplus . if less we have deficit 

National debt- accumulation of deficit 
Deficit spending- create bonds – you buy some of the debt and get interest rate 

Ben bernakey- US equivalent of jim flerty 

Left wing parties- strive for full employment. Government owning business which allows them to control wages.  Which mean increase in program spending.  The desire is to create jobs and redistribute wealth. Increase taxation as well. Not as concerned with inflations.

*downside to leftwing thinking- not being able to deal with productivity and efficiency 
full employment is distortion in marketplace  

Conservative mind set- reduce program spending, decrease taxation, small government 
downside to the right – wealthy get wealthier and poor get nowhere 

If economy is growing quickly and concerned about inflation rates you should rise interest rates 
But the opposite does not hold. You cant create demand by lowering interest rate. 

Marcro study- Johnston- Macroeconomic attitudes and perceptions : “ a political business cycle” 

different theories exist and are tested:
· Norhouse theory- people in theory are more scared of not having employment
· Hbbs- both parties stand for something ‘ right stands for price stability- left stands for employment 
· Mosley model- governments act against whichever indicator is drawing the most public attention. 

Rank order questions- Most importnant problem facing the country 

People who said inflation: 
36% 1981 
9% 1983 

saying unemployment :
49% 1983 
8% 1981 

we got inflation under control then unemployment shot up

BACK TO USA POLICITICAL SYSYEM 

IRON TRINAGLE ^ 
-because power is so diffused power cannot be changed. 
-of interest to us is how each player in the triangle attempt to manipulate public opinion 

President communicates to :

1. directly to US people
2. Congress – > president can influence congress by convincing Americans who vote for the congress 

logrolling- accommodating other peoples interest. (Interest based) 

cabinet plus back benchers - = caucus 
all major institutions and head of bureaucracies  are appointed my Prime minister 

Canadian system allows for radical change due to centralization of power. Need not be very good at being representative 

QUEBEC
CAQ- seats 

Montreal was the power center for Canada when Canada was becoming a nation. Needed quebec 
BNA act- federal government had power but provincial power was key 

Since confederation Quebec power has reduced. 
Maurice Duplesis was premier of Quebec from 1944-1959. Founded Unionist National. He recognized there were 2 main strata- rural French catholic, wealthy English business community.. keep both relationships would keep him in power. 
How did he do this?? Very anti jehovah witness,anti union, gained support by Roman Catholics that were a major power. Aligned social policy with the church. Let the church have power over healthcare still.. eg. You support me Ill support you. 
Kept wealthy business class happy by – keeping taxes low, much less beurocracy. 
His reign is now seen as a dark era. – re ruited electricity around ridings that did not vote for him. And didn’t paved roads of ridings that didn’t vote. Extreme patronage. 
He represented Quebec of the day. socially conservative. Very catholic, anti union. 


Parti Quebecois – provincial party  (1968) 
Bloc Quebecois – federal party- only competed in 75 ridings in Quebec.  (1990) 
--- Both are fairly classically left wing – pro union, nationalistic, fairly interventionist economically, redistribution of wealth- creation of equal condition, large state, closest to socialism 

Paul sovet-  was supposed to replace Duplice but he died before election. 
1960- Lesage government- Quiet revolution- 
- take administrations rolls away from the church  
-religion no longer has its dominant roll in society 
- masters of our own house---
- politicization of language- became an issue parties were willing to deal with. French became defensive of language. 
Transformation of values- began to create kids that didn’t get married, sought divorce, urban seekers, montreal and quebec city grew!! 

Rene Leveque- he became an agitator in Lesage government that language is key to Quebec. Offers good government – leader and founder of PQ. Produced bill 101.  Brought party to power 

1980 – referendum on sovereignty association . 

Valliers- “white nigers in America”  book says the bourgeois are exploiting the proletariat. Marixst analysis which linguistic challenge 
Sovereignty association – solution to Quebec problem 

FLQ crisis- blow up montreal sotck exchange, kidnap james cross who is british diplomat, kidnap minister of government. 

Birth rate plumits in quebec** after distancing from the church. – looked for French immigrants 

Amending formula – 7 prov/ 50% 
Not withstanding cluse---- 
9/75- signed off the charter. Quebec only province that didn’t sign. 
The night of long knives- when the deal was concocted without rene Leveque. 

Because quebec doesn’t sign --- 
Mulroney campaign in quebec  1984 election - saying night of long knives should not of happened- says quebec can sign the constitution with “honor and dignity”  won 55-80 seats

Bourassa- comes back to power in quebec.
Quebec asks for 5 things
1) full power of emigration (because birth rate continued to decline) 
2) full authority over federal cost shared programs (eg. job training programs) 
3) wanted its own Vito- (quebec can stop things- direct linkage to 1982 when quebec was ganged up on
4) wanted to be called a distinct society- 
5) quebec government wanted to put forth names to prime minister for supreme court selections 

5 demands became known as Meech Lake Accord (1987) 
- offers all demands to all provinces 
-all premiers  of time agree to sign  
- within 3 years election took place and some replacements did not support. 
-nesfoundland, new Brunswick, Manitoba.. all fight it. 
Meech Lake Accord dies.  And then QUEBECOIS IS BORN !!
 Lucian Bourchard leave conservative caucus and become independent 

main factors for rise of BLOC
1. failure to sign constitution 
2. rejection of meech lake record 



The reform party- Alberta based protest party 
· a federal party
· formation starts mid 1980’s
· 1984- Mulroney was in power with large majority 

Things that made ALBERTA HAPPY! 
> they stand for things that should stand good for Alberts national energy program (NEP)  liberal creation. was supposed to subsidies alberta oil.  Government was going to buy oil at set price which obviously pissed off alberta!  Did not want federal interference 
· Mulroney got rid of NEP which should make alberta happy 
· Crietein also came up with Petro Canada. Old gas stations being bought by petro. Large intervention but did shield high prices but did not help nation wealth. 
· Mulroney government also got rid of Petro and privatized it to get government out
· Foreign investmenr review  revilement policy (FERA) - another Creitien invention. FERA could reject any foreign investment… pummeled development in oil in alberta . replacement by investment Canada 
· 3 big energy products created by liberals… trudeau or creitien? Dismantelled by Mulroony 
· 

ALBERTA WANTS! AND DISLIKES 
--1.  national debt to tackled immediately. Doesn’t reduce deficit enough 
--2. lack of social conservatism in social policy
-mulrooney – official multiculturalism policy. extended billigilism and program funding..viewed as social engineering in Alberta 
--3. Too much pandering to Quebec 

areas of discontent leads to new party- REFORM PARTY 
-grassroots socially conservative, fiscally very conservative (15% flat tax) 

1988 federal election- referendum on free trade 
- conservatives won again.. most Canadians believed free trade with USA was a good idea 

Lib, NDP, Con all support meech lake accord at this time. 

Preston manning “what makes quebec distinct from the rest of us?” distinct society clause 
2 provinces don’t support newfoundland and Manitoba. Because Meech lake would change amending formula. Every province would have a Vito 

Mulroney- reopened constitutional discussion……………. 

Charletown accord- package offered to get Quebec. – very vague 

Reform party wanted - Triple E senate- elected, equal, effective ( means they would have power) 

-wanted senators elected, wanted 10 seats for each province 

-elite support charrletown except manning 
beginning on rolling thunder polling. 
-as soon as liberal leader Trudeau spoke out against it public opinion shifted against it 

reform party wanted more inclusion in the west
-break party discipline- making people representative of their riding rather than federal government
-more American system- more representative 


failed constitution amendment lead to the party creations

the poll- survey says that 66% of Quebec respondents say that the Canadian flag is either very important or somewhat important.- Leger marketing.  99% of respondents outside Quebec say flag is important

· Last line of article says –does not contain margin of error because it is impossible to do so like in telephone polls. perhaps globe and mail got hand slapped for not articulating if data was generalizable 


REGIONAL FRUSTRATIONS : QUEBEC AND ALBERTA
Main themes- enough people in Quebec want to separate. Quebec separatism is NOT dead 
Alberta and Quebec- both want more power and representation but for different reasons. 
Alberta want- resource preservation 
Quebec want- cultural preservation 

TREND DATA***  refer to course slides 
Q: asking about sovereignty association.  Ambiguous question. Doesn’t outright say separation from Canada. 
A:  failed meech lake accord 1990. Failed Charleton 1992. Creation of block. 
-represents the high number of support. 
Jock Periseau – wants separatism !! . 
1993- block is official opposition. 


Angus Reid – Split Ballot method ( shuman and pressor) 
If you cloud the question with words about sovereignty about 50 50 agree should separate. 
Outright say Quebec should separate 30% agree 
Clarity act says can reject referendum act if not clear questions wording is used. 
Stefan dion- created clarity act. 


New Quebec provincial party formed around 2011. 
CAQ- newly formed party- right wing on economic issues. And sovereignty debate on hold for 10 years. 
Leger study in 2010 . – highlights : lots of fiscally conservative ideas 
 -found things about balancing the budget 
- governments should reduce expenses 
- too many civil servants 
- indications of making government smaller
* maybe right wing party is not right wing enough for modern Quebecer’s

· firewall around Alberta- never wanting federal government invading natural resources. 

Reform party quotes “ immigrants are taking away jobs from white gentile people, natives are messed up and that’s what happening to us and we are going to end up just like the Indians.”
“predominately Jews running the country”
a citation from Hitler  “what luck for leaders that men do not think”
“owner of stores should be free to move gays and ethnics to back of the store” 

danille Smith – PC party was trailing wildrose 7%  points week before. Gap closes to 2 % 

Rogue poll - published day before says “ wild rose prepares for sweeping majority” 

April 15th – candidate for wildrose party blogged – gays would spend eternity in lake of fire. 
Couple days later another man says “he could do a better job in his riding because hes white.” 

Danielle Smith - hold press conference that she defends their right to freedom of speech instead of distancing themselves

Susan eliot- nightly tracking by PC revealed that ground swell of support moving back to PC over the weekend. Publication a week before is already out of date. Theme of course- how quickly data become stale .
· final vote- 36 for wildrose 44 for PC 

main causes for defeat- 2 comments from candidates- Calgary and Edmonton not happy 

** Consociationalism- model of elite accommodation . (elite=politicians) 

regional differences are very strong. 
Question how do you govern a nation with different group with completely different views. 
Quesbec vs Alberta
Consociationalism – suggests country hangs together because a few politicians willing to accommodate. What happens in Canada is everyone gets a little bit but no one gets everything they want.  Balancing public opinion and backyard interest with federal interest.
