· Introduction
· Debate surrounding reason for integration/ unification:
· economic political exercise in the Cold War that serves to resist communist expansion into central/ Western EU
· a manner in which certain nations sought to revive the nation state (France) 
·  part of a general dream to avoid future EU conflict

· The first efforts – Western European integration via the ECSC
· WWII the latest conflict in a long string of conflicts involving Prussia/Germany and France (two major wars)
· Some argued that there would always be a conflict between France and Germany/ because of geopolitical reasons 
· Churchill was thinking a Federal Europe would be the way to mitigate against the prospect of a future war
· Idea of EU federalism goes back to the interwar period: Richard Coudenhove-Kalergi and French PM Aristide Briand
· Paneuropa movement fails
· EU remains devided and goes to WWII
· In the postwar period Robert Schuman sought to find a solution to the recurring antagonism between France and Germany
· Jean Monnet came up with the idea to pool resources with West Germany: coal and steel
· 1950 European Coal and Steel Community
· the combination of French and West German coal and steel production and overseen by a supranational body
· joining the ECSC meant Germany could reclaim certain contested coal and steel production areas/ also meant access of industry and employment
· France was adamant because they could easily oversee the German production of coal and steel
· May 1950 declaration; after invite other European states to join the enterprise – Belgium, the Netherlands, Luxemburg, and Italy agree to join
· Presented a means for all these countries to be included into a larger European community
· Britain was not interested in joining the pact:
· Ties with the commonwealth were still very important for Britain
· Britain felt they had a special relationship with the US; to move towards Europe made it seem like you were abandoning the relationship with the US
· Stimulated a longstanding debate in Britain about Britain and its connection to Europe
· April 1951 Treaty of Paris: ECSC is signed (original six)
· Comes into force 1952
· The arrangement means that there is a common market for coal and steel
· The coordination of its production; it’s a successful structure to monitor each state’s use of C and S
· Three main structures
· A high authority – the Commission: oversees all production
· A parliament – representatives from across the countries to discuss isseues: are appointed at first but later not
· A court of justice: could decide on any disagreement between member states; were appointed 
· Some historians have viewed this move as part of the Cold War narrative as a way for all these countries to protect their own interests; however and federalist action like this is bound to erode national sovereignty –war becomes difficult because people start identifying with each other on party affiliations rather than nationalist identities
· (for the French at least) Was intended for a first step towards a Federal Europe 
· The Growth of Integration – the EEC
· A) continued evolution of the EU integration –in overview 
· the ECSC is sufficiently successful to lead to the view that further integration was possible and beneficial
· there was an attempt to create a European Defense Community (EDC); did not pass through parliament
· June 1955 – Messina Conference: representatives from the original six countries of the ECSC come together for greater economic integration; Britain is invited  but still refuses to participate
· Paul-Henri Spaak (1899-1792); the Spaak report calls for the creation of a customs union - 
· EURATOM – EU atomic energy community
· March 25 1957 – Treaty of Rome – representatives from across Europe meet to sign agreements regarding the EEC
· Called for 3 institutions to manage economic affairs
· 1) the European Commission: appointed/ theoretically it has no national affiliation—to represent the interests of Europe only
· 2) European Parliament: elected politicians who represent political ideologies (were not national per se, but often acted in support of national motivations)/ was a weak institution until the 1970s
· 3) Council of Ministers: strictly national representatives/ vote in majority (1961 De Gualle establishing the European Council) 
· European Court of Justice: oversees the EEC and the other agencies of European integration 
· 1960: first attempted expansion of the EEC—fails—Demark, Ireland, Norway, and the UK attempt to join; UK is not in good relations with the US after the Suez Crisis
· President of France, De Gaulle, vetoes 
· Addition of Britain would destabilize the EEC’s guiding goal (away from France)
· The UK entry was a “Trojan horse” which would increase US interest in EU 
· UK establishes EFTA (European Free trade Association); a loose trading Block with non-EEC countries
· 1962 agriculture is brought to the table for the EEC
· common price levels for agriculture
· Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) within the EEC 
· 1967 the merger treaty is passed
· subsumes all the different agencies of European integration under the European Community
· all the political structures come to oversee everything
· 1968 further tariffs are removed
· 1969 De Gaulle resigns; integration efforts pick up
· 1973 Demark, Ireland, and the UK join 
· 1970s EC – transitions; tried to create a fixed exchange rate for currencies – fails
· Acquis Communautaire: when you join you agree to follow all of the past agreements and the “spirit” of the insitution
· B) Federalists
· 1) legal 
· two cases that defined the strength of European law
· a) Van Gend en Loos (1963) [direct effect]; 
· case/ common law
· Dutch company that protested against the reclassification of a certain chemical, which would means higher customs duties
· Goes to lower court who appeal to the European Court of Justice; ECJ that the increase in customs duties ran counter to principle of reducing economic barriers in the EEC – individuals could appeal directly to the European courts if there’s a violation of this principle
· In this case, the ECJ  rules that the nation-state can impose the tariff in theory but the lower courts can go beyond national courts to appeal 
· b) Costa v. ENEL (1964) [supremecy]
· Costa is unsatisfied with the Italian National electric company
· Lower courts go to the ECJ
· The nationalization of the company is legal; but ECJ established supremacy of European law
· At the beginning the ECJ had minimal power, but these two cases established precedents that opened to the door to the dominance of the ECJ 
· federalists lawyers and judges employed certain methods to make European law more important/ relevant 
· Eurovision Song Contest
· Europe develops a tv channel but have no content
· 1956 a song contest is developed; national competitors 
· creates a common dialogue/ spaces for EU culture
· helps to foster a sense of European identity and culture
· A Europe of Nation States.. and the Empty Chair Crisis… and De Gaulle’s Demise
· De Gaulle sought EU integration from a French nationalist perspectives
· Establishes the Fifth French Republic (1962): obsessed with creating a strong France that runs an independent course
· Develops an atomic weapons program
· Removes France from the NATO leadership structure\
· France had lost its colonial possessions overseas, De Gaulle had to pursue integration
· De Gaulle felt France needed their own nuclear system to run an independent course outside of the US and USSR
· De Gaulle wanted a strong Europe with France at the front
· 1965 Hallstein puts forth a new proposal to refinance the common agriculture policy; 
· De Gaulle didn’t like this
· 1) ECC would direct the agriculture policy; France had one of the largest agriculture industries
· 30 June 1965 there’s no progress made; De Gaulle pulls French representatives out of ECC
· Empty Chair Crisis: European representatives put in arrangement that if a country thinks its sovereignty is at risk it can veto 
· This is known as the Luxemburg Compromise: the convention is that it should not be used because it disrupts whole system
· Restructured the CAP; De Gaulle wins 
· May 1968 a series of student protests in Paris
· Youth who don’t like the direction that France had been taking with De Gaulle 
· Millions on strike
· 1969 De Gaulle resigns
· the nationalist EU plan falls away and common action becomes the norm

· East-West German Relations
· A) division of Germany and Inner-German Border
· Division was not seamless 
· Berlin was divided, but was not very tightly controlled border
· East Germany had a lot of emigrants going to West Berlin and then to other regions
· 1949-1961 2 million East Germans move to the West
· B) the Berlin Wall
· Construction of the Berlin Wall in 1961; to prevent East Berliners from emigrating to the West
· Begins August 1961 and is continued to be fortified thereafter
· Protests against the East German government; JFK visits in 1963 etc
· 
· C) East/West German relations: From the Hallstein Doctrine to Ostpolitik
· Not all about division
· Hallstein served as foreign secretary for West German government
· West Germany recognizes only itself as the only legitimate representative of the German people; legitimacy was based on an attempt to unify the country West and East
· Christian Democrats that ruled Germany had democratic reservations about East Germany but also as Communism as anti-Christian 
· By 1955 the Hallstein doctrine is developed: a policy that held that West Germany would not have diplomatic relations with any other country that recognized the legitimacy of East Germany
· Helped to isolate East Germany
· Significantly reduced the quality of life for East Germans
· 1956 Willy Brandt 
· Doctrine is antagonizing the relations b/w West/ East
· Ostpolitik is an attempt to establish a new type of relationship with East Germany and the countries that recognize the East
· A reevalution of the negative impact on the East; more humanitarian
· A sense that the West should represent a higher moral standard; to recapture a moral high ground for Europe that had been lost during WWI/WWII
· Reaching out to the East
· 1960s the East is suffering while the West is thriving
· January 1967 Ostpolitik
· Diplomatic relations with East European countries
· 1968
· August 1970
· Nonaggression pact signed with Soviet Union 
· Confirms the contested boundaries of Eastern Europe
· Decemer 1970
· Nonaggression pact with Poland; confirms the contested boundaries of Poland
· September 1971
· Four power agreement over rights in Berlin; how Berlin would be officially divided
· December 1972
· Basic treaty is signed b/w West and East Germany
· While two states existed in Germany, they are not foreign countries to one another
· West and East recognized each other as states/ legal entities
· Had ambassadors and diplomats that exchanged but were called “permanent representatives”
· Was in place until 1989
· Was the test for détente 
· OStpolitik represents another version of common European dialogue; continental integration 
· Conclusions
· 1) European integration is a movement that can be understood in a number of ways:
· a means of waging the Cold War
· a means of strengthening the state; nationalist (De Gaulle)  
· a means of establishing a moral high ground; Federalist 
· all three reasons played different and significant parts;  all the ideas appealed to many different people
· 2) Geopolitical level
· division of berlin as a reality: 
· does reinforce the idea of an Iron Curtain across Europe
· does break Germany in the communist and anticommunist camps; the antagonism is not sustained
· Ostpolitik is a successful attempt to not marginalize East Germans;  many Eastern Europeans look to the West as the future 
· Ostpolitik  as a test for détente
· Forms a bridge b/w East and West
