· 1) Introduction
· Yugoslavia not a member of the Warsaw pact
· 2) Revolution, repression, and Normalization (1956-70s): A foreshadowing of the Warsaw Pact’s Collapse?
· Dubcek and the Prague Spring, 1968; leader of the communist party in Czechoslovakia 
· Recognizes the economic decline/ social frustrations of population
· Begins to try to implement reforms which would liberalize the country and economy whilst maintaining communism 
· The favoured economic model across the Warsaw pact was not doing well in the Czech setting; Dubcek decides to implement measures to reform Czech economy etc.
· 1) increase freedoms in press, speech, and movement
· 2) greater emphasis on the creation of consumer markets
· 3) limiting the power of the secret police 
· 4) federalization of Czechoslovakia into two equal nations 
· 5) Discussion of the possibility of multi-party elections
· “Socialism with a human face” 
· Growing amount of anti-Soviet rhetoric 
· There will not be any movement away from communism 
· Assurances do little to placate Moscow 
· Armies from the Soviet Union, Poland, Bulgaria, and Hungary invade August 21, 1968; 200,000 troops deployed; Dubcek calls on people to not resist the invasion; fewer than 100 Czechs and Slovaks die; soldiers converse with citizens and begin to join them
· Second wave of troops are deployed from areas of the USSR that do not speak Russia (as well) 
· Dubcek is ousted from power and replaced by ….Husak
· Brezhnev doctrine formalized by July 1968 
· Anti-socialist/ communist forces will be dealt with
· 3) The Collapse of Eastern Europe and the Warsaw Pact
· a) Channels of dissent and protest
· artists: since the 1950s there had been a number of artists who wished to establish freedom etc
· Samizdat (self-publishing); 
· Use of outdated modes of composition in Poland and elsewhere that predated the rise of communism; as part of a national culture
· Kieslowski  - created personal narratives that could be delivered; pointing out the short comings of the communist system ; “Decalogue” (1988) - 
· b) A tour around  Europe un a time of great change:
· i. Poland
· 2 waves of protest
· 1) Solidarity: Walesa
· 2) Catholic Church: Pope John Paul II – lead against communism; communism antithetical to religion/ human rights etc
· Jan 1989, leader of Poland, Jaruzelski
· Spring 1990, ban on Solidarity as a political party is lifted
· August 1990, democratic election in Poland; Solidarity wins
· Walesa becomes Polish president 1990-95
· Solidarity begins to dismantle the communist system in 1990
· Fairly peaceful transition from communism to democracy
· ii. Hungary
· Hungary’s border with Austria is open; no exit-visas are required; Hungarians feared that the transition to democracy may be a temporary measure 
· Border was also used by other Eastern Europeans
· Jan 1990, Hungarian gov’t asks Moscow to remove all soviet troops from Hungary; Soviets agree
· iii. Czech
· Fall 1989, regime allows noncommunist parties to participate because of fear of nation-wide strike
· Dec 1989, Havel replaces Husak
· Education system reformed; histories corrected etc
· Velvet Revolution (Summer 1991) 
· iv. Romania and GDR
· Caucescu refuses to change; tries to maintain control
· Overwhelmed by population/ police
· Attempts to flee dec 1989, is captured and executed
· GDR: Sept 1989 – east Germans try to flee to the West through Hungary
· Oct 1989 – communist party chairman resigns
· Nov 1989 – all travel restrictions to the West are lifted; Berlin wall is broken
· Jan 1990 – first free elections
· Oct 1990 – Germany is reunited 
· Warsaw Pact is officially dissolved in dec 1990 
· No more support for communism 
· 4) Renewed European Integration
· a) The Crocodile Club and the road to the Single European Act
· by the late 1970s a new set of attempts by EU federalist to deepen integration 
· 1979: first year that direct elections to the EU parliament took place w/ universal suffrage
· Crocodile Club – a restaurant that Spinelli and others would go to discuss integration/ federalism 
· Crocodile Club is established 1980 – a group of more than 100 representatives which leads to a draft treaty establishing a European Union; draft is ratified by the EU parliament in 1984; ends up becoming the basis for the single European act 1986, which set a goal for completing a single market by 1992
· b) the Delors Commission: symbols and realities
· Jacques Delors (1985-85) – Commission President; Euro sclerosis 
· 1986/7 Single European Act; overcomes a defacto illicit to truly free trade that had existed
· 1988 Delors commission created a report on economic and monetary union – common currency 
· Treaty of Maastricht: EU and its Pillars (1993) 
· Changes the language of what Europe was, becomes the EU
· Pillar subjects needed unanimity not majority vote
· Delors commission was very pro-EU; many initiatives to establish a sense of community amongst EU citizens (Erasmus/ EUFA Champions League/ Captain EURO) 
· 5) An Uncertain European Future?
· A) the Rise of Sectarian Violence and the Violent Breakup of Yugoslavia
· For decades nationalisms were suppressed under the umbrella of communism; 
· Yugoslavia, Tito (1945-80); ethnic tensions emerge after 1980
· Summer 1991; the two most Westernized (catholic) territories of Yugoslavia, Slovenia and Croatia, declare independence 
· Yugoslav army is dominated by Serbs; take up arms to try and maintain Yugoslav state
· Ceasefire agreed upon early 1992; both Slovenia and Croatia are recognized from within and outside as independent states
· Jan 1992, Bosnia and Herzegovenia also wishes to strive for independence; 34% Eastern Orthodox 17% Catholic 44% Bosnian/ Muslim 
· Groups start fighting amongst themselves for territory etc
· Ethnic cleansing  
· Bosnian-Serbs led by Milosevic pushes ethnic cleansing against Muslim neighbours
· International community attempts to restore order
· March 1994 Croatians see what is occurring and try to ethnically cleanse the Serbian population in their own territory 
· Dayton Peace Accords 1995 – ceasefire established October 95, signed November 95
· 1998- War and conflict in Kosovo; Milosevic – NATO airstrikes on Serbia (1999) 
· lines b/w people drawn ethnically and religiously 
· B) EU expansion and the (dashed) hopes of a EU constitution
· May 1 2004, 13+ countries enter the EU (a number from the eastern bloc; Czech Republic, Poland, Slovakia etc) 
· Reformulation and expansion of the EU
· Lots of support for an ever-expanding Europe
· Attempt to pass a constitution for Europe; fails quickly
· National representatives at the European level agree in principle
· Goes to referendum across EU countries; France and Holland citizens votes against it
· In the following years there is a recalibration, a thought that things have gone too far ahead
· Treaty of Lisban (2009); details the political, economic rights of EU citizens; Greater authority granted to the EU Central Bank; Qualified majority becomes acceptable in other areas; Parliament receives more rights; co-decision; simplified the EU commission; movement towards common defense agreement/ common foreign policy
· Treaty represents the expansion of the EU initiative into a quasi-national area without emphasizing that it is a nation
· 6) Conclusions
· 1) Eastern Europe stagnates under normalization; elites in power opposed the will of people who desired for greater freedoms; left East Europeans/ governments w/o the ability to respond to crises
· Brezhnev doctrine becomes the norm 
· 2) Commonality of collapse typifies the lack of support for the Soviet Union across eastern Europe
· 3) Uncertain EU Future
· significant violence in Yugoslavia because communism recedes into the background; nationalist impulses returned in violent ways
· 4)  EU integration 
· acceleration of integration in 1990s
· aggressive strategy employed by federalists; seems to have failed
· the nation state may still remain as the principle sour of allegiance/ identity for citizens
· Course:
· Period of time where the bounds of the nation-state were negotiated 
· Period of wars where the renegotiation of the bounds of the nation-state are becoming known etc (Fascism, Communism, etc) 
· Ideology of communism in the eastern half of the continent
· In the West, European integration and an attempt to break away from the nation state
