· is not to say you cannot have high levels of human development w/o  high economic growth and vice versa
· e.g.: In US high levels of economic growth in the 90s did not change the HDI of poor African Americans
· before the civil rights movement some of the most rapid growth in health quality
· because of public investment in infrastructure
· while segregation existed then, it was not the same kind as the post civil rights movement
· whites and blacks lived on same streets or close to
· now it’s a ghetto segregation = poorer infrastructure investment in segregated areas
· nothing “trickled-down” in the 1990s or even now
· nothing in the discipline about more than poor people in poor countries
· Mahbub-ul Haque
· Worked for general Ayu Khan
· Associated with Pakistani “economic miracle” 
· By the 70s, Haque reinvented himself as a humand development practitioner 
· Development should not be measuered in terms of econ growth alone
· Have to see development in terms of capabilities
· Does economic growth make all of us capable of pursuing things that we want to pursue?
· Does it allow us to live? Etc..
· idea of development as human development is quite recent
· economic growth =/= development in the human capabilities sense
· geographical marginalization of poverty within both developed and developing countries
· development studies overwhelmingly dominated by economists

· “Chinese communist party has lost control of the narrative…”
· 2nd operational feasibility 
· is it possible on the ground to achieve economic growth
· resource curse: squandering the resources you have
· e.g.: US – gap b/w resource rich states and eastern states widened (east at the top)
· 1970s oil rich countries were not doing very well with human development
· culture was blamed for lack of economic growth
· Egypt’s revolution and the lowering of infant mortality rates challenges this view
· technical feasibility; correct kinds of policies
· Industrial revolution in Europe
· Had IR in Britain but nothing of the same magnitude in other EU countries
· Operational feasibility is more important than the technical feasibility
