Achilles(ankle is vulnerable), son of Peleus & Thetis (who was a minor goddess that lived in the sea (immortal)) 
Why did the Greeks attack Troy? Helen became the most beautiful in the world, she married Menelaus king of Sparta.

Helen

Wedding of Peleus & Thetis: Eris (trouble maker goddess, throws a golden apple into the crowd that said ‘to the fairest”’
Judgment of Paris: Aphrodite, Hera(wife of zues), Athena(goddess of war)…..they all tried to bribe paris. Proble though cause Helen was already married.

· Hector-killed by achilles
