Chapter 2

Standardize – we identify the arguments component propositions, and consider how they are related to one another

Sub arguments – used to support one of the premises of the larger argument. The conclusion of the sub argument functions as a premise in the larger argument

Linked and Convergent Premises 

If two premises are linked, they are interdependent, and work together to support the conclusion
 …if two premises are convergent, they work independent of one another to support the conclusion

Counterarguments indicator words – but, however, on the other hand

Counter-considerations – propositions that count against the conclusion (although, it is true that, on the other hand, despite)
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
