Timocracy – Government of military				“Courage”		Man of honour
Due to excessive passion on the part of the new leaders, the mix of guardians and auxiliaries becomes totality of military excellence. Whole city becomes more concerned with honour and conquering that ruling well falls by the wayside and they are merely driven by passion.


Oligarchy – Government of the Rich				“Wealth”		Man of necessary appetites
Honour code is replaced by personal wealth gain. Business tycoons begin to grow like Bill Gates and Donald Trump level types. Not just wealth, excessive extravagant personal wealth. They then stop working because they are so well taken care of that they’ve got it under control.

Democracy – Government of the poor				“Equality”		Man of unnecessary appetites

· It is an illusion to believe that the people can govern themselves.
· Why? Democracy allows for everyone’s opinion to be accepted. That means that there is no absolute truth, but that everything is relative, WHICH IT IS NOT. There must be a decision making body in place to standardize things or else everything falls apart and through the cracks rises an opportunist tyrant.
· Someone who is not born to be a leader who suddenly gets handed all this power will most certainly just go nuts with his own agenda.
· The democratic man does not follow order, he follows his own passions (animalistic)
· The political man must head the crowd and he must devote himself to the entire society’s needs because as much as the people can’t live without a leader, the leader cannot live without the people because then his rule is pointless.
