12- Tyranny is a direct result of a lack of legislation. To say that tyranny is a result of one person or organisation’s violence is incorrect because the desire to have more only comes about when there is no legislation.
13- If things are not going well, it is because law and justice has fallen, man cannot live without it.
14- If the power falls into the hands of just one man, then somewhere along the line the law that safeguards the rights of the people has fallen. Therein, no legislation.
15- For somebody to take away the rights of the people, he must be a hard man.
