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Why does the discussion turn from “love” to “Socrates”?
The discussion moves to the subject of Socrates because Alcibiades shows up drunk and says he cannot praise anyone or anything in front of Socrates without it being Socrates. Eryximachus says then that Alcibiades should do exactly that and just talk of Socrates; so he does. 
What is the connection between the two?
Alcibiades talks of Socrates as his lover, and praises the greatness of Socrates. His account for love of Socrates is very similar to previous discussions of noble love. Alcibiades no doubt has an intense love towards Socrates that he portrays in his story. 
Why does Alcibiades fail to seduce Socrates?
Alcibiades fails to seduce Socrates because Socrates claims to see through Alcibiades story as nothing more than an attempt to divide Socrates from Agathon. Socrates says,  “You think that I should be in love with you and no one else, while you, and no one else, should be in love with Agathon.”
