It’s impossible to think of “what is not” because it does not exist nor does it address anything. If something “is not” then it cannot be, therefore it cannot be talked about. 
The principal characteristics of “what is” that Parmenides sets out is that “what is” must consist of true premises with logical validity to them and therefore must create a true conclusion. These are necessities because without true premises and a valid logic, one cannot presuppose a true conclusion. Having a false conclusion with true premises and valid logic seems entirely illogical and could not possibly exist, which is why it is a necessity for “what is” to have these characteristics.
