Periclean Athens
Division of Labour:
· Men of the family was responsible for providing raw materials for the family (food, wool, etc.)
· The women were to transform these raw materials 
· Wives were responsible of the household
· They did spinning to make material, as well as weaving
· Naughty women: on pottery for men (portrayal of prostitutes and slaves
Demography:
· Average for men was 45
· Average for women was 36.2 
· Average women bore 4.3 children, only 2 would survive
· Infant/child mortality was extremely high 
· men married around 30, women at 15
Death:

· common for women to die in childbirth, men in battle
· dead warriors usually buried on home soil 
Funeral:
· dead body washed by women and dressed in white, laid on bed
· female family members tore hair, scratched cheeks and sang laments
· hired professional mourners to follow funeral procession
· dead were either cremated or inhumed 
· Kerameikos cemetery 
Trade and commerce:
· Athens had a huge empire, large and varied 
· Pirate problem had been resolved by Cimon 
· Traded its own produce, wine. Oil, pottery for hides, hemp, fish, wax, cattle, grain, timber, slaves
· Athenian pottery found throughout the Mediterranean 
Metics:
· Often wealthy, but could not own land land legally (because they were not citizens)
· Immigrants
· Many were craftspeople and entrepreneurs 
· Didn’t suffer social handicaps, well respected
· Worked alongside citizens 
· They could be drafted into military service  
· Metic women either married Metic men, or became mistresses to Athenian men 
· Some metic women became prostitutes 
· Freed slaves became part of the metic population 
Art and Architecture 5th century: 
Ceramics:
· Became common to sign ones work in the 5th
· Painters and potter produced pottery for Italian consumption specifically 
· Main workshops for pottery production in the 5th was in the kerameikos cemetery 
· Exekias, the greatest of the black figure potters
· Andokides changed pottery painting by moving to red figure (took the same motifs as black, figure, but with red figure you could add more detail) 
·  Euphronios, painted people in strange postures (contorted postures)
· Euthymides , condemned Euphronios, tried to show human bodies in even more contorted positions 
· The Berlin Painter
Ordinary humans:
· Shown doing ordinary, everyday things
· All about the individual on pottery rather than gods
Series of Kalos cups 
· Dedicated by lovers to the young men they loved
· Young athletes depicted on these cups 
Douris:
· Signed his work
· Mythological scene 
Krater and Psykter:
· Krater, to mix wine with water
· Pskter, used to cool the wine 
· Specials effects portrayed on the pskter 

Joke cups:
· Eye cups
· Sometimes put images at the bottle of the cup 
Sculpture:
· Known as classical sculptures 
· Male figure in sculpture changed
· Archaic smile disappeared, expression became grave and serious 
· Head is turned  to one side, body sculpted in a more natural way
· Muscles are not portrayed as tense or relaxed 
Kritios boy:
· Does not fully portray the human, does not properly depict how the human body moves 
Temple of Aphaia, aegina:
· Sculpted by someone working in the archaic style
Severe style:
· Pediment sculpture of the Zeus temple at Olympia 
· Metopes: 12  labours of Heracles, sculpted in the classical style 
Mourning Athena:
· Looking at a list of those who fell at the pelop. War (possibly)
· Even the gods become more human in sculpture
The High Classical period:
Characteristics:
· Small mouth
· Large eyes
· Unbroken profile line from forehead to tip of nose
· Dreamy expression
· Uncombed hair (artists takes the  time to sculpt every strand of hair)
· Simple musculature
· Deeply carved drapery
The Canon of polykleitos:
· The way sculpture are meant to be sculpted 
Doryphoros: spear carrier 
Riace warriors:
· 2 warriors part of a battle group
· Carried shields 
· Found in Italy 
Preaxiteles:
· Model like features
· Serene expression
· S curve 
· Aphrodite of Knidos:
Buildings on the Acropolis:
· Commissioned by Pericles
The Worlds most Perfect Building :
Parthenon 
· Entasis: swelling of the columns (so they look straight from a distance) 
· Many little imperfections makes the Parthenon look perfect 
· Decorated by Phidias 
· Decoration is special
· Had a master plan, but was not the only one to decorate the pantheon 
· Outside is Doric
· All columns are Doric 
· East Pediment. Shows birth of Athena (Athena daughter of Zeus and mortal)
· West Pediment (more violent scene), contest between Athena and Poseidon for Athens (they both wanted control of Athens, both had to give a gift to Athens )
The Metopes-4 myths and legends
· On south side, centauromachy 
· North, Trojan war
· East Gigantomachy (gods vs. giants, order vs. chaos)
· West Amazonomachy  (the battle against Amazon women )
The Frieze:
· The actions change as you walk around the Frieze 
· Shows ordinary Athenians doing ordinary things on a god temple 
· Panathenaic procession, them of the Frieze 
· Inside, Chryselephantine statue (made of gold and ivory)
