Part One (8 points) 50 minutes: The goal in this section is to demonstrate critical analysis, paraphrasing, and summarizing skills.

Instructions: Read the accompanying essay. Answer the following questions.

1) What is the author’s thesis? (2 ½ points)
2) What are the essay’s main points? (2 ½ points)
3) What do you make of the conclusion? (Is it reasonable, logical, a stretch?) (3 points)
Part Two (6 points) 35 minutes: The goal in this section is to demonstrate your knowledge of some of the key concepts related to writing. 

Instructions: Select four (4) terms from the list below and define each in no less than two full sentences (1/2 point each). Further, to support your statements, use examples from the texts we have read (indicating author and title) to illustrate the concept’s application (1 point each).

Part Three (6 points) 35 minutes: The goal in this section is to demonstrate your familiarity with the texts we have read throughout the semester. 

Instructions: Select three (3) of the passages cited below, all of which are excerpts from the essays we have studied. Identify your selections as follows:
1. Author’s name (if available) and essay title (1/2 point)
2. Essay purpose: in a paragraph or two, summarize the text’s main argument and explain how the cited passage relates to that argument. (1 1/2 points).

Since he cannot use marijuana in its pill form, which is legal, because he cannot swallow the pills, Pariseau must buy his on the illegal market. [Police raided his home after receiving a tip that Pariseau was growing marijuana hydroponically. — Ed.] ‘If he was incarcerated,” says Kilby, “God knows what would happen.’”

Part Four (10 points) 60 minutes: The goal in this section is to write a coherent, effective essay that demonstrates your ability to put forward a clear, persuasive argument by making connections between individual texts.

(You may refer to class discussion.) Identify your chosen topic by its topic number. The essay should be at least six paragraphs long, and will be evaluated on the basis of:

1) Your thesis statement; 2) Your argument (introduction, organization, development, logic, examples, conclusion); 3) Grammar, punctuation, spelling, style, and tone.
The final version of your essay must be written in ink and be double-spaced and legible.
