How many types of play rituals? Three
1) Tag games, ball games, skipping chants
2) Clapping games and counting rituals
3) Storytelling rituals (handed down ghost stories and limericks)
String games are an example of this type of play. Play Rituals
School age children can combine a variety of different gross motor skills.  For example, skipping with a rope or dribbling a ball while running. They learn how to combine many skills through sports. They become more proficient on skipping skills as they get older playing double-dutch and pepper.
This type of speaking can be developed during dramatic play. Public speaking is developed through improvisation, air bands, plays, and storytelling.
Rough and tumble play teaches children to read Body Language. Children do it naturally with each other, it starts in the family, and is non-competitive. This play addresses self-esteem, setting limits, becoming more aware of strength, spatial awareness, and body control.
Sibling or self care (latchkey kids) can cause stress for parents. 
An advantage of sibling or self care. FREE
Some other advantages and disadvantages to consider:
Advantages:
· Useful because parents may not be able to access other care
· Gives children independence, if parents feel their children are mature enough to stay home alone
Disadvantages:
· Creates stress for children
· Big responsibility for older children in case of emergency
· Older children are kept at home and can’t go spend time with friends if watching a sibling
School-age children have increased finger dexterity. They also have refined eye-hand control that allows development of writing, precise cutting, and detailed drawing.
 School-age children who are 7 to 11 in this stage of Piaget’s development. Concrete operational stage.
Piaget’s other stages of development include:
Sensorimotor – birth 2 years
Preoperational – 2-7 years
Formal operational – 11 years and older
School-age Vocabulary is expanding and they are also developing reading and writing. Other language skills being developed are improved conversational skills, exchange/share of ideas on a wide variety of topics, and better understanding of how word meaning is linked to jokes and riddles.
Although school-age children can be in any stage of social play, they are usually engaged in co-operative play. Other types of play include: solitary, parallel, and associative.
Typical kinds of play school-age children engage in are:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Play rituals: handed down games/play through the generations, usually in the play yard
· Collections: engaging in the process of collecting; more sophisticated process at school-age. Items can be used during play, during games, for discussions, or just to look at. Social trading or borrowing begins, and ideas are developed as to what is fair trade or unfair trade.
· Games with Rules: adherence to an external set of rules that govern play, rules are negotiated and agreed upon before play begins.
· Rough & Tumble play: play fighting, horsing around, testing of strength, king of the castle
· Dramatic Play: Writing scripts, selected roles, and creating costumes to put into play. Spontaneous play, re-enactment of movies, books, video games, and bands.
· Construction Play: Forts, lego, woodworking projects, block construction (unit blocks, wood and loose parts), sculptures
Number of types of after school care for school-age children. Four 
1. Recreation Programs
2. Family Home Daycares
3. Licensed Early Learning and Care Programs
4. Sibling/Self Care
Lack of supervision is a reason for bullying to occur in schools. The four main areas that bullying takes place are playground, busses, washrooms, and hallways where there is less supervision.
Riding the school bus may be a cause of stress for kindergarten children.

Other strategies and techniques for conflict resolution:
· Positive non-defensive communication
· Demonstrating respectful language
· Using reflective listening as a tool to gather information
· Reading non-verbal cues (body language)
· Participating in the mediation process
One type of conflict. Resources, materials, and loose parts
2. Power over the group
3. Values, culture, and family practices
Type of family diversity. Culture – Others are religion, language, family structure, socio-economic background, and disabilities (families with members whom are disabled).
Individual diversities include personality, abilities, interests, and physical build.
Reason why school-age children are able to use conflict resolution: Logical thinkers –also:
· Advanced Communication Skills
· Can take another person’s point of view into account
· Desire increased independence 
· Willing & able to accept increased responsibility
· The need to be accepted by peers is stronger
· Need to feel power and ownership over their own behaviour
One joined together in intimacy and mutual benevolence independent of sexual or family love. Friendship
Four Developmental Stages of Friendships
1) One-way assistance – play with same sex, friendship based on whether someone does what the child wants
2) Two-way assistance – give and take, and getting along come into play, but the individual interest still governs the relationship
3) Intimate – best friends formed and jealousy takes place
4) Mature Friendships – Friendship is trusting and supportive
 Peers do not intervene during bullying because of fear. The child fears becoming the next victim of a bully if he does not conform to the bully’s wishes. This type of peer pressure is called Silent Peer Pressure: the child fears to speak up if he does not agree with the group or the group’s leader.
Two other types of peer pressure are:
Direct Peer Pressure: the child is set a challenge in order to become part of the group. Ex: if you steal a book, you can become part of the group
Indirect Peer Pressure: the child is told what is and isn’t “cool” in the opinion of the group. Ex: how to dress or behave, using slang words or swearing.
Another form of bullying that teachers need to be aware of that can happen after school. Cyber
Cyber bullying: using e-mail, cell phones, pager text messages, instant messaging, and website content to support repeated, deliberate, and hostile behaviour.
Other types of Bullying:
· Physical Bullying
· Verbal Bullying
· Social & Relational Bullying
A social need for school-age children. Independence
Other social/emotional abilities for school-age children:
· Friendships are becoming very important
· Peer acceptance is important
· Ability to accept more responsibility
· More competitive
· Can see things from the perspective of someone else
· Able to play by the rules
· Able to compromise
A disadvantage of licensed care is Expensive.
Other advantages & disadvantages of licensed care:
Advantages
· Provide a variety of individual and group activities
· Required to meet health & safety standards
· Educators are more likely to be trained
· Provide care before and after school
Disadvantages
· Children may not have as much independence
· Environment can be institutional
· Activities may become teacher directed, as they are in the school system
