Rome is made up of seven hills
· Palatine
· Aventine
· Capitoline
· Quirinal
· Viminal
· Esquiline
· Caelian 
Rome has been in habited since 1000 – 1200 BC.
· Area around Rome is called Latium 
· People called Latini 
1. Site was chosen because there were lots of hill and during the iron age people wanted to settle on hills (better military advantage)
2. Rich soil from volcano
3. On the Tiber river
a. Drinking water and food
b. Tiber has a good transportation out to the sea and inland 
c. Tiber island is a good place to cross
i. Because a trading post essentially
ii. Easiest way for the North and South to trade is to go to through the Tiber river
1. To the North; Etruscans (6th century)
a. Most influential civilization for Rome
b. Seemed to have come from modern Turkey and settled there 
2. To the South; Greeks
a. Come from Greece
b. Started settling there during the 8th century
c. By the 6th century 36 cities 
4. Timber, metal, mineral, salt and fuel deposits
a. Salt was the form of salary 
1000 BC earliest graves in the Forum? Area
830 and 770 BC Rome begins to expand
· Starts to build in the cemetery
· Paved over it
· Started burying people on the Esquiline hill
Regal Period: 753BC (foundation of Rome) – 509 BC
· 7 kings of Rome (Myth) (actually 8 but doesn’t get counted) 
1. Unaccounted King - Titus Tatius: King of Sabines
a. Romulus says that criminals from anywhere can live in Rome and they will not hand them over to any other city 
b. A city populated by men and criminals 
c. The Sabines live to the North so they set up a religious festival and encourage the Sabines to bring the wives and daughters
d. Men then grab all the women and daughters and drive all the Sabines out of Rome
e. The women then fall in love with their captors
f. It takes a year but the Sabines assemble outside of Rome to have a war
g. Instead the women who love the Roman husbands try to stop the battle
h. The Sabines agree to stop and many come and settle and Titus Tatius comes along too
i. Tatius rules the Sabines, while Romulus rules the Romans 
Stone wall was built around the base of the Palatine 

700 BC Rome controls 7km of territory
550 BC Rome looks like an Etruscan or Greek city
· Stone buildings
· Market (original swamp)
· Palace 
· Drainage system 
· Central meeting hall: Curia 
· Becomes the Senate House
Begins to have a unified religion 
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2. King Numa Pompilius (Sabine)
a. Religious innovations
b. Introduced January and February, but the year started in March
3. Tullus Hositilius (Latin)
a. War and stuff
4. Ancus Marcus (Sabine)
5. Tarquinius Priscus (Estruscan)
6. Servius Tullius (Latin)
a. Created the first wall around Rome
i. The Servius wall (smaller one) 
ii. Built hundreds of years later
7. Tarquinius Superbus
a. A tyrant
b. Becomes corrupt and is alienated by the people
c. Has a son named Sextus
i. Son sets his eyes on Lucretia
ii. Rapes her and she kills herself
iii. Family drives out the family
· Roman republic is introduced after they are driven out
· Res Publica
· Two consels are introduced
· Two elected people that have the same powers that the kings used to have
· 509 the first year of the republic 
· Tarquinius goes North and gathers the Etruscans
· For the first periods of the republic the Romans have to fight them 
· Rome’s political system was the first of its kind
· Democratic competition among individuals and families for power over the state 
· The powerful were the ones who created the system so it was geared in their favour
· No women were allowed and only certain patricians could control the state
· Have private armies of clients 
· Tarquin had started a temple on the Capitoline hill for the trio
· Juno, Minerva and Jupiter
· Iuppiter Optimus Maximus (IOM)
· Finally finished on the 13 September 507 BC, beginning of the republic 
· 61x 55 m 
· Largest temple in the entire Mediterranean
· Rome becomes a target because it is so successful (while still fighting with Tarquinius) 
· Lars Porsenna king of Clusium 
· Actually the one who is leading the army of allies
· Horatius a young roman soldier
· The Romans are retreating back south from Etruria, with the only thing separating the two places is a bridge
· Horatius says he and 3 of his friends will hold off the army while the rest of the Romans go back over the bridge and then they will cut the bridge down while his 3 friends come back just in time
· Horatius then jumps into the river, while wearing his armor. He sinks down into the Tiber river
· The god of the river Father Tiber picks him up and sets him on the Roman shore
· The Romans decide that they should send someone into the Etruscan camp and kill the king (Lars Porsenna)
· Mucius volunteers to sneak into the camp 
· He swims across the Tiber and gets into the camp and hides behind the camp
· He falls asleep and wakes up to daylight and finds the kings tent 
· King and scribe are already awake and writing things down 
· Both are in their PJ’s though so he doesn’t know who the king really is 
· He stabs the guy on the right who is not the king
· They take him into the kings tent 
· Mucius then sticks his hand into a fire and burns his hand off to prove that he will not tell the king anything about the Romans
· Mucius tells the king that all romans are like him so the king realizes that he will not will
· Becomes known as Mucius Scaevola (Lefty)
· Lars Porsenna then decides to abandon the siege unfortunately for Tarquinius
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· All other Latin cities get together and create the Latin league and in 496 Rome and the Latin League have a massive Battle of Lake Reguills
· It weakens the cities
· Aequie and Volsci see it as an opportunity to attack Rome and the Latin cities
· Forces Rome and the Latin cities to seek an alliance
· 493 treaty between Rome and the Latin League
1. Eternal peace
2. Military cooperation against third party aggressors 
a. Involved half the army being Roman and half of them being Latin
3. Since they provide half the army they get half the spoils from war 
a. Slaves
b. Military equipment
c. Food
d. Whatever they take 
4. Legal force to a collection of common community rights
a. Conubium: Right of inter-marriage
b. Commercium: Free trade (no taxes and legal protection) 
c. Migratio: The ability to migrate to other states and be considered a citizen 
· While Rome continues to expand they still have many problems inside
· Struggle of the orders
· Fights between the patricians and the plebians
· Main problem is that none of the laws are published. The patricians know the laws and can read them. The plebians do not know them. It is a stuggle for them to attain rights and be considered equals.
· First thing they want is to know the laws. Many times they were arrested for and did not know what for. Many patricians would make laws specifically to have a certain plebian arrested. Eventually they get them published. They suspend the government so that they can set up a commission to write and publish theses laws. They set up a  board of ten men called decemviri (450-451). The men do not get the laws finished in 451 so they have to finish a year later. Appius Claudius is the head of the decemviri, however he starts to take over and people start to worry that he is trying to take over power. Story of Virginia: Appius Claudius sees Virgina and takes her as a sex slave. Her father tries to intervene but he can’t really do anything. The father takes his dagger and kills his daughter saying that he would rather his daughter be dead. The people rise up against the decemviri and Appius Claudius is arrested but commits suicide before his trials. The laws were eventually finished and were called the twelve tables because there were twelve categories. 
· 396 Rome has been at war with Veii for over a hundred years 
· they finally defeat Veii, her closest rival 
· They take over all of the Veii territory, nearly doubling its size
· 500BC the Gauls (France) settle in Northern Italy (Poe Valley) 500 tribes 
· They kick all the Etruscans out.
· The Senones aren’t totally happy living in Northern Italy
· They head towards Rome raping and pillaing villages
· The Romans and the Latins take a stand at the Allia river
· On July 13 386 the Senomes defeat the Romans
· 3 days later the Gauls enter a defenseless Rome
· They burn Rome
· They can’t take the Capitol so they besiege it for 7 months 
· Meanwhile back home they are being attacked because they have no army there 
· So they tell the Romans if they give them a 1000 pounds of gold the Senomes will leave
· They put a balance with a 1000 pounds so the Romans put on a 1000 pounds
· But the leader of the Senomes sees there is more gold so he puts his sword on the balance and the Romans protest 
· The leader of the Senomes says Vae Victis (tough shit) and the Senomes leave

· As Rome continues to expand it gives the conquered cities either full or part time citizenship.
· With the dissolution of the latin league there are different groups of people in Italy
· Full citizenship
· Half citizenship
· Allies
· Non- allies
· Rome says that everyone will climb up the ladder and everyone will become a Roman citizen 
· 343 – 290 the three Samnite wars
· As a result controls all of central Italy
· As Rome’s territory expands, it’s first highway (Via Appia) is built
· The consel that builds this road gets to name this road is because he paid for it himself, not the state. Built in 312 B.C. Goes to Capua. 
· Second road goes East called the Via Valeria to Corfinium
· Roads were primarily used for the army but were also used for economic purposes. 
· At this time they also began the building of the first aqueduct named after it’s builder; Aqua Appia 
· Most of the aqueducts actually run under the ground. Wanting them to be fairly level
· From 310 to the 280s Rome is able to defeat some Etruscan and Galic cities for the first time
· Greek city of Taratum is fearful or Rome expansion so it joins forces with other Greek cities.
· In 280 the Roman emabassadors came down to Taratum to speak to the Greeks in Greeks however their Greek was bad and so the Greeks thought they were making fun of them and kicked them out of the city
· The Taratums invited a guy named Pyrrhus king of  Epirus to their city. He is also a relative of Alexander the Great.
· They tell him to push the Romans back or even conquer them.
· Pyrrhus’s idea was to conquer all of Italy
· Brings 25,000 infantry, 3,000 cavalry, 20 elephants 
· Horses cannot stand elephants unless they are trained.
· Roman’s had never even seen elephants
· 280 Pyrrhus has his first battle at Heraclea
· He wins
· 279 battle at Ausculum 
· After the battle he tries to go North but he can’t because of the allies surrounding Rome 
· Pyrrhic victory
· The battle at Ausculum was fought so hard that both sides were nearly wiped out.
· King of Syracuse come to Pyrrhus and makes him an offer to come to Sicily and help the Greeks fight against the Carthaginians
· Spends the next 4 years campaigning in Sicily against Carthage, but doesn’t win that many victories.
· Goes back to Tarentum and tries to amass a bigger army. Returns in 275
· Defeated in the battle of Beneventum
· Pyrrhus is fighting in Argos 3 years later when he is hit in the head with a tile by an old lady and she killed him.
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· 272 Rome conquer Tarentum and all of Southern Italy falls into their hands
· King of Egypt Ptolemy II (Helenistic King) asks for a treaty in 273
· In 125 years goes from nothing to a massive empire with treaties and being studied by Greek philosopher
· Conquered Italy by:
· Generosity
· Treaties they made with conquered foes (half – citizens) 
· Made partners and a stake in Roman army
· If a full citizen you get land 
· Brutality
· Massacre entire populations and villages
· Enslave 100,000s of people
· Luck
· The Greeks, Etruscans and Ghals did not band together against Rome 
· The Ghals retreated because of problems in the North
· Phyrrus was weak and underestimated the Romans 
· Everyone becomes a Roman eventually with the breakdown of the barriers between the conquered states 
· Housing
· Dress
· Reading
· Speech
· 750,000 – 1,000,000 Roman citizens in all of Italy
· Only 100,000 live in the city
· First time in Mediterranean world that a city becomes a state
· In 264 a group of mercenaries hired by Syracuse and are supposed to fight Carthaginians but they don’t want to fight so they hold up in Messana
· An argument breaks out amongst the mercenaries trying to decide who to fight; call in the Carthaginians or the Romans?
· They end up calling in both groups to help them fight against Syracuse 
· Neither Rome nor Carthage wants war over a stupid fight 
· However the Romans start to think that it may not be such a bad thing after and decide to get involved. Why? To fight against Carthage 
· Protect the economic interests of the Roman allies 
· Sicily is a good base for invading Southern Italy 
· Military glory over beating the Carthaginians
· Lots of gold 
· Rome goes in and takes over all of  Scicily(the first Punic War)  
· Goes from 264 to 241
· Rome has to figure out ship design because Carthage has a massive fleet
· Find a Carthaginian battle ship and make 100 copies in 60 days. But they don’t know to fight a naval battle 
· Rome equips all they ships with planks so that they can cross over onto the other ship 
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· Rome only lost two battles during the Punic wars
· 255 and 245 
· Admiral named P. Claudius Pulcher 
· Has a fleet of 125 ships and is sailing off the cost of Drepanum and spies a Carthaginian fleet. Had to find out first if the Gods were going to favour him in his battle. Every ship has sacred chickens in a cage. If the chickens eat the grains that you spread out in front of them then the Gods favour them. The chickens didn’t eat the grains so he throws them in the water.
· Loses the battle and loses 93 ships
· He goes back to Rome and hits a storm that sinks the rest of the fleet but he survives
· Goes back to Rome and is put on trial for treason but is later aquitted
· In 247 Carthage brings in their biggest general Hamilcar Barca, but it makes no difference. Rome manages to capture all of Sicily. It becomes Romes first province 
· In 237 Rome takes Sardina and Corsica and become Romes second province
· Takes them twelve years
· 237 Hamilcar Barca starts conquering southern Spain, while Rome begins making treaties in that area

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· Rome conquered Northern Italy Illyricum 
· Romans were heading North and Carthaginans were heading South so they created a treaty in 226 saying that Ebro river was the boundary 
· Saguntum (a city in Carthage Spain) ends up being an ally of Rome 
· They start annoying the Carthaginians
· In 219 the son of Hamilcar Barca, Hannibal, who hates Rome, says let’s deal with Saguntum. So he besieges it. After a siege of 8 months, in 218 Saguntum falls.
· 218 Rome declares war on Carthage (Second Punic War)
· Second Punic War
· Rome sends his troops to Saguntum to attack Carthage
· Hannibal expects this so he invades Rome in the beginning of winter of 218 
· Nobody fights in the winter 
· Hannibal buys all the elephants at a chalet to try and get over the Alps
· He has 20,000 troops, 6,000 cavalry and 37 elephants 
· Crossing the Alps he lost 13,000 men 
· He arrives in Northern Italy where the Gauls have just been taken over by the Romans. The Gauls join in with the fight.
· He thinks that everyone will revolt on Rome as well. 
· Meanwhile the Romans have sent their troops to Massilia in Spain to prepare for an attack 
· The Roman army is sent to Ticinum to defend Rome
· But Hannibal defeats them and they move back
· He continues South but the villages stay loyal to Rome
· Hannibal ambushes the Roman army in Trebia
· 30,000 Romans are killed
· Northern Italy now goes over to the Carthaginians 
· 217 he meets the Romans at Lake Trasimene 
· Hannibal wins again and kills 40,000 men and kills the consul as well 
· 216 Hannibal meets a massive army at a place called Cannae
· The Carthaginians encircle the Romans and defeat them 
· 65,000 Romans and allies were killed 
· Southern Italy now goes over to Hannibal and Rome becomes isolated 
· Hannibal now sets up his base in Capua 
· 215 he receives support from two foreign enemies of Rome
· King Pilip the 5th, king of Macedonia 
· King of Syracuse also give his support 
· By 212 all of Southern Italy goes to Hannibal 
· Q. Fabius Maximus becomes the consul 
· Says not to fight Hannibal 
· Rome decides that they will not engage in open warfare with them
· They start using guerilla warfare
· Cut off supplies and reinforcements  
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· Begin to have a scorched earth policy so that the Cathaginains cannot get anymore supplies
· 216 Hannibal is pushed down into Southern Italy
· In 207 Hannibals brother Hasdrubal tries to get supplies to him
· Tries to go down the eastern side of Italy from the Alpys
· C. Claudius Nero, realizes Carthage would try just that and he and his army are waiting for them
· Intercept the army, defeat them and cut off Hasdrubal’s head at the Metaurus river in 207
· Sends it down to Hannibal and throws the head over the wall
· Hannibal is now completely stranded here
Second Front
· Rome is fighting the Carthaginians in Spain as well
· 211 the Roman army is wiped out, with the two generals being killed as well
· The son of one of the consuls named P. Scipio and decides to avenge his fathers death
· In 206 he drives the Carthaginians from Spain
Third Front
· Meanwhile Rome is also fighting on a third front 
· Rome sends an army to Syracuse and besieges it until 212
· Archimedes was defending Syracuse with a bunch of technological innovations
· Uses a crane to life ships out of the water 
· Romans want him, but a soldier kills him by accident 
· Only takes until 210 for the Romans to drive the Carthaginians out 
Fourth Front
· Fighting in Macedonia and Illyricum as well between 215 to 205
· Known as the first Macedonian war
· The Romans used 200 ships and 25 legions (150, 000 men) on all four fronts
Back to Hannibal
· He is stuck in Southern Italy and having to retreat further and further down because Rome is taking back its allies
· Scipio take the army from Spain and invade North Africa or Carthage in 206
· In 203 Hannibal is called back to Carthage so they can help them against the Romans 
· In 202 they meet at the battle of Zama and the Romans defeat Hannibal
· First defeat that Hannibal ever suffered
· Ends the war 
· Scipio is now known as P. Scipio Africanus 
· In 201 the treaty is signed and the war is technically over
· Carthage loses their fleet
· All of their territory outside of Africa 
· Had to pay such huge war damages that it was set up that they could pay it back over 50 years
· Hannibal fled Africa and went to the Eastern Mediterranean 
· Is on the run for year
· He knows that the Romans are coming so he drink bulls blood and kills himself 
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· Cato the elder was a consul and one of the most distinguished senators and he knew that because Carthage was an economic power house, they would come back and seek revenge on Rome
· Ended every speech with Carthago Delenda Est (Carthage must be destroyed)
· As time went on people began to realize that Carthage was actually a problem 
· 149 Rome unilateral declares war on Carthage and the third Punic War begins
· 146 they defeated Carthage 
· Not only was it defeated but the city was sacked, burned and its entire population was sold into slavery
· Africa become a province 
· 146 the Achean league revolts against Rome in an attempt to free themselves from Roman domination
· Loses pretty quickly 
· Corinth is the center of the league 
· Achea and Macedonia is turned into a single province 
· There begins a massive import of Greek culture in Rome
· Painting
· Music
· Literature etc. 
· Hidden problems for the Republic that lead to its demise 
1) Most of Rome’s ordinary supplies used to come from Southern Italy which has been wiped out by Hannibal 
2) Farmers that have been sent off to war cannot look after their farms and families. The aristocrats come in and buy up all these farms really cheaply and they turn them into giant plantations.
3) Everyone goes to the cities because the farms have now been bought. This meas the rich gets richer
4) Ager Publicus (public land) is acquired by the state via conquests, so Rome allows poor people to rent the land. The aristocrats then begin to take over the public land 
5) There is a big increase in slave labour and subsequent revolt
6) The farmers now don’t have land, which means that they cannot be soldiers anymore. 
7) Rome now has to face an inner revolution because of all the people in the cities who want better rights 
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133- Tiberius Sempronius Gracchus is a tribune of the Plebs. There were 10 tribunes altogether. They were there to uphold rights and protect them. Only plebeians were allowed to vote for tribunes, but as time went on this system lost importance, but the tribunes still existed.
-Tribunes could intercede between a police officer assaulting or arresting a pleb. Partricians are not allowed to touch the tribunes
-Sacrosanctity allowed the tribunes to do many things on behalf of the plebs
-Tiberius wanted to give the land that the aristocrats had stolen back to the poor
-King Attalus of Pergamum/-on (in Asia Minor) leaves his kingdom to the Roman people. 
-Gracchus creates a distribution system so the poorer people can be sent to Asia to work the land there. 300 of his followers are killed and he is murdered in the riot he starts. Gracchus was assassinated by the government
-A year later there is a purge of all of Gracchus' followers
-This is the first time that a political conflict had led to bloodshed
-Asia is made a province in 129
-In 123 Gracchus' brother is elected and re-elected the year after. He wants to support the people who don't have jobs so he creates a grain distribution. He gets the government to buy it and then have it sold at a much lower price so the poor people can buy it and grow it. He has roads built, a variety of military and monetary reforms, sets up new colonies, makes tax reforms, jury reforms (more equality), spreads citizenship among Italian allies. He is not as antagonistic as his brother so he is more successful because he slowly builds up substantial legislative reforms
-The senate becomes more corrupt as time goes on, and there is a rejection of Concordia. Concordia is an unwritten law. Everybody in Rome's government is supposed to work together for Rome's benefit. 
-Fasces - bundle of rods with a double headed axe in the middle of the rods. This represents the consuls power - the rods are for beating people with and the axe is for cutting people's heads off. These are more for show and people don't often use them. They have power to do these things but they do not. Consuls carry them. But at this point in Rome people are beginning to use them as the rule of law collapses and the idea is every man for himself
-Romans are defeated in Macedonia, Africa, and Gaul. 
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· Jugurtha is a man?? Declares war on him in thanks
· The war is brought to an end in 105 by Gaius Marius 
· Re-elected consul year after year, which is unusual 
· Consul for 6 times 
· Defeats Jugurtha in 105 in North Africa and is elected consul from 107 – 100 
· Recreates the Roman army to make it functional with its problems
· New training
· New tactics
· New equipment 
· Most important was dropping the property requirement 
· Since everyone was being kicked off their land, the wasn’t a lot of soldiers
· Means that the poor people can join
· Also introduced pay for the military 
· Used to only get paid from the spoils of war
· His attempts at further reform lead to riots and stuff, but the army becomes victorious again. 
· He is able to lead the legions to victories against two Germanic tribes:
· The Cimbri and Teutones 
· They had already defeated the Roman army four times prior to Marius, in 114, 109, 106, 105 
· Arausio was where the Romans were defeated in 105 by the German tribes, which was a major defeat for them 
· Marius won against the Teutones in Aquae Sextiae in 102
· While they were fighting, the Cimbri were able to pass over the Alps and they met a commander Catullus 
· He held them us until Marius arrived 
· Won against the Cimbri in 101 at Vercellae 
· In 100 he uses violence to try and get his legislation through, which doesn’t work, and riots erupt, and eventually there is a massacre of his supporters and he has to flee Rome while he is still consul. He flees to the east where there is still Roman domination
· In 96 Cyrinicae becomes the next Roman province when the king dies and leaves the province to him 
· The non – allies and allies become angry and in 91 - 87 start a “social war”, because they are pissed that they do not have citizenship 
· War of Romes Allies (Socii) 
· All adult males south of the Poe gets full citizenship, and everyone North of the Poe get ally rights 
· By 89 it was pretty much done 
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· In Asia Minor, a king named Mithridates of Pontos , takes it upon himself to rid the east of Rome, besiges a western city and slaughters 80 thousand Romans. Goes through asia and kills an Roman.
· Capture Pergamon??, the capital 
· Rome appoints Lucius Cornelius Sulla in 88 to go after Mithridates 
· Marius hears about what is going on in the East and he wants command, because he is Romes greatest general.
· Once Sulla goes and takes the army, Marius and his accomplice Cinna  set off after Sulla and massacre all of his followers in 87
· Marius is consul again in 86 as consul for the last time, but when he dies Cinna takes over.
· Sulla is coming back from Pontos when he says to his troops go ahead and ravage Greece as reward to their good work.
· Sulla returns to Rome in 83 and everyone knows that their will be trouble 
· He is met by three young individuals named:
· Marcus Licinius Crassus was the richest man in Rome
· Quintus Caecilius Metellus Pius 
· CN. Pompeius (Pompey) he is 18 years old, but has his own army 
· Army of clients 
· In 82 he besieges Rome and is quickly captured by Sulla
· Sulla proscribes his enemies ( created wanted posters)
· If you can prove that you killed one of these people, then Sulla will take the land and you will get a cut. Which means the richer you are, the bigger the target you are
· Basically a bloodbath
· 81 Sulla appoints himself dictator, which is a legit position in the Roman political system 
· Happens when both consuls die, the term is for 6 months with his job is to run things temporarily
· Master of The Horse is his subordinate who is the head of the cavalry
· Technically there still are consuls at this time though, so that way he can do all the legislation that he wants 
· Put all this political legislation through to try and fix the system and then he resigned in 80 and becomes consul
· In 79 he then retires 
· Senate doesn’t actually want to have more reforms
· As a result supreme power starts to fall into the hands of very few men
· Used the system to help the power, money and wealth 
· 81 Cis Alpine Gaul becomes a province 
· 80 there is a rebellion in Spain against Rome
· Actaully led by a Roman named Quintus Sertorius 
· Ex praetor 
· By 77 almost all of Spain has gone over to him 
· Bythinia becomes a province in 75 
· Cyrinica is a province in 74 
· Spartacus leads the rebellion between 73 and 71 
· Was a gladiator near Capua
· Lead the gladiators to rebel in the school and lead to rebellions for other school in Italy
· Other slaves (house, agricultural) also joined the revolt 
· Able to train them to fight like gladiators
· Able to defeat every army sent against them 
· Try and get out of Italy with pirates but they are betrayed 
· Have to retreat North where they are eventually defeated 
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· 70 BC Pompey and Crassus are consuls
· Crassus became wealthy by operating Romes only fire service 
· Would make fire breaks around houses by tearing down other houses to prevent the fire from spreading
· Then buys the burnt land and becomes wealthier
· Caecilius Metellus Pius is trying to defeat the pirates with no luck 
· Want to send Pompey instead 
· Send Pompey to the Eastern Mediterranean with unlimited powers to defeat the pirates and Mithridates 
· People think that this is a bad idea 
· 67 Pompey is given unlimited power and is successful against the pirates
· Create becomes a province
· Defeats Mithridates
· Goes into the Eastern Mediterranean and throws around his power to make them do what he wanted
· Known as Pompey’s Eastern Settlement
· Pompey makes Judaeh a client kingdom 
· Pompey returns in 62 and comes back with his army 
· Wants his men to retire, with the most important that the men get a plot of land 
· Get married and settled down 
· Senate doesn’t want to give them the land 
· Gets into an alliance with Crassus who has the money 
· Make a deal with a guy named Gaius Julius Caesar 
· The confident politician 
·  The first triumvirate 
· Caesar gets elected consul in 59 and he then passes the laws that Crassus and Pompey wants
· Veterans are very happy with this
· Caesar becomes proconsul in 58 and gets a five year command 
· Had to borrow a ton of money, especially while he was Aedile ( guy that puts on the games) 
· Becoming a governor is the only way to get out of debt
· Governor of Cis Alpine Gaul and Illyrica 
· Goes into Trans Alpine Gaul and takes over it to try and get the money to pay of the debt
· 58 Cyprus becomes a province 
· Pompey and Crassus begin to become worried because Caesar is now so powerful and wealthy by taking over Gaul
· Consuls again in 55
· 54 he gets the command against the Parthians  
· Gets to the city of Carrhae, where his entire convery is surrouned by Parthians 
· Parthians send in camels to get more arrows and kills all the Romans
· Crassus gets his head cut off by the king in 53
· Pompey was married to Caesars daughter but their marriage is strained 
· Warns people that Caesar will be like Sulla when he returns
· Caesar is granted another 5 years of power 
· 55 and 54 was the conquest of Britain 
· People were surprised because they view Britain as Atlantis
· Vercingetorix is leading and underground resistance 
· 52 they attack the Romans
· Caesar drives him and the remainder of the Gallic army into Alesia, a Gallic city
· He then besieges the city to prevent them from getting food
·  The remaining army then besieges Caesar
· Caesar still manages to win
· In 51 Gaul becomes a province 
· Caesar returns to his province in the winter between 50 and 49 
· On the 7th of January 49 BC, the Senate declares Marshall law and Caesar is declared a public enemy and Pompey is granted the power to prevent his return 
· Caesar has very quick spies and is able to return to him by the 11th of January 
· Then crosses from his province into Italy and crossed the Rubicon river
· Takes his army and marches South 
· Pompey runs from Caesar and starts building an army in Macedonia 
· Pompey is besieged in Daracium  but gets away
· They meet and battle in Farsallus? In 49 
· Caesar is able to defeat Pompey
· Pompey sails to Alexandria to Ptolemy and asks for help 
· Ptolemy agrees to help
· Caesar sails to Alexandria, where he wants to pardon him
· Ptolemy then gives Caesar Pompeys head in 48
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· While in Alexandria he meets Cleopatra the seventh
· Takes her as his mistress
· Cleopatra is in a war with her brother/ husband 
· Caesar takes Cleopatra’s side
· Ptolemy is drowned in the Nile
· They then get married 
· Caesar returns home via Asia Minor because there was trouble in Pontus
· Mithridates son, Pharnacase, was causing problems
· They then fight a battle in Zela
· Caesar barely does anything 
· Veni Vidi Vici 
· I came, I saw, I conquered

· Peace of Brundisium
· Triumvirate split the Area, Antony got the East
· Octavia, Octavions sister, is married to Antony 
· Antony’s base of operations against the Parthians is in Alexandria
· Cleopatra becomes his wife after he dumps Octavia 
· Octavian is trying to consolidate power in Rome
· Probles on two fronts
· Lepidus is pissed that all he has got is Africa, so he launches a revolt and Octavian easily defeats him, but doesn’t kill him
· Lepidus is Pontifax Maxiums, and Octavian leaves him as such 	
· Pompey’s son Sextus starts a war, but he is defeated in 36 
· Antony doesn’t want to fight because of Cleopatra, so as a present he gives Cleopatra some of the Roman provinces
· People are not happy because they think that he basically a foreigner 
· Octavian has been spreading rumors about Antony that means that his territory in the west turns against the East 
· Octavian is able to get an oath of allegiance to him, by the people of Italy. 
· Starts to put a campaign against Anotny and Cleopatra
· Campaign is launched in 31 BC
· Two forces meet in Epyrus at Acttium on the 2 September 31 BC
· Giant naval battle (Battle of Actium)
· Antony is defeated by Octavian and they flee back to Alexandria 
· 30 BC, Octavian follows them down to Alexandria, and that year Cleopatra commits suicide
· Antony commits suicide when she dies 
· When Octavian arrives Antony and Cleopatra are dead, so he makes Egypt his own personal property 
· Octavian is now 33
· 31 is the beginning of the Roman Empire, when Antony and Cleopatra are defeared 
· What caused the end of the republic
1. The acceptance of violence as a political tool 
a. Constant rioting 
2. Over ambitious men created by the unchecked ruthless competition for power, wealth, and prestige as a result of the break down of Concordia 
a. Caesar, Pompey, Crassus etc.
b. The senate didn’t really care unless there was something in there for them 
3. Client army’s who owed their allegiance to their commanders, not to the senate or the people
a. Octavian, Pompey etc. 
4. A weak self – serving and morally bankrupt senate, which led to the inability of the senate to control it’s commanders 
5. The granting of the extraordinary and technically illegal powers to these powers over long periods of time
a. Sulla being dictator
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]The unswerving opposition of the Senate to their commanders and magistatres when their own interests were directly threatened. Even when the magistrates were acting for the public good. 
a. Ex: the senate to give up the public land 
7. The acceptance by theses magistrates and commanders by the senate when their interests aligned. Despite their brutality, illegality or harm to the state. 
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
