By 378, had built a servian circuit wall, 4 meters thick, 10 meters high and 10 m long
By 358, rome had completely recovered all territory, restored their treaty with the latins
They start expanding to latium south and north. North wants to stop the expansion (north is the etruscans). The samnites inhabit central Italy (east to rome), they have four times the territory and two times the population, they are very powerful
In 358, they want to establish collanies on their frontiers. Centers for romanization (they canshare their history). 
The treaty for this was the same as treaty with the latins. They are going to be 50% latin. Collonies distributed most to the combination of Italy. Rome is the center of the culter, religion, legal and jusidical of Italy. (it all becomes roman, everyone looks to them for power and wanted to be involved) all this combined creates a single roman people. 
· They want latins to become romans (their allies)
In 341- latin league revolts and were defeated, near naples
In 340- they were officially defeated
In 338- they delted the latin league completely. But this actually makes things better. Rome deletes their treaty and they come up with new rules. This is when rome empire begins. It introduces three new things:
1. Complete citizenship (civitasoptimo lure)
· Full membership in the roman state
· New citizen: you become a roman and are given land, they are also taken into a tribe (35 tribes) and tribes are how they vote. As a citizen you get to vote, as long as you are male, adult and freeborn.
2. You get full political rights
· Able to vote for office, able to run for office
· Vote 4 people, and revote every year
· Legislative: making of laws, all laws are voted for
· Judisal: they are covered by roman courts, covered by the laws
3. Adopt roman relgion and their gods
· Everyone gets together and practices religion as a group (pax deorm). They were doing what the gods said to do so they must be doing well.
· They didn’t fight with jewish religion though and they were strict with Christians, Christians wanted out
Duties of Romans
· Military service
· Taxes
Full citizenship: granted to old latins, romans are picky, they make aristocates citizens so they do what they say (it’s a way to control people)
Half citizens duties (sine suffragio)
· Can’t vote
· Cannont run for office
· They keep their own laws and religion
· Free trade and the right to intermarriage are kept
· Cannont move to other palces and become citizens though (migratio)
· They lost this from the last treaty*
Civitates foedcratoe – allies
· They provide what the latin league used to provide
· Part of the army, do not pay
Two allies
Latin allies
· Same rights as the old latin league
· They only hold rights to rome (inter marriage, free trade) but not other states
Free allies
· Military involvement
· Must follow roman policy
· Limited rights of intermarriage, free trade 
The leaders- full citizenship
The conquered- latin allies or half citizenship 

Social part

Manumission (a special ceremony to free slaves)
1. Can be done by a proper by releasing slaves but cannont be a citizen but his sons can be (if born after freedom)
2. Could be given citizenship, therefore erasing slavery 
Pilleus (a hat) symbolizes freedom (is given to them) when they are freed
Majority of people doing well, “migrato” causes majority to dislike minority and taking over and making more money than their masters

Upperclass
Otium- pleasure, doing whatever they want
Negotium- when you have to work

Romans believed otium owed society a debt. Repayed through time and money spent on public service
· Political
· Military (had to serve but not for long)
Politics
· Politiciens were notpaid must use your own money, often go into debt
· (money from taxes goes to military and beaurocracy)

Rome stars as a city, becomes an empire
· Councillors
· Financial assistents
· Looking after rome, empire gets bigger, still administered as a city though
Then they expanded the government for the empire (augustus)
Republic
Level 1: head of state- senate and the people of rome run everything
Consuls: annually elected for one year on the first of January
They gave the names to the year 
A consul:
1. Military commanders and generals
2. Legislative duties: summon voting groups and introduce them to the senate
3. Administrative: one of them at a time, speaker of house
4. Supervisory: established financers and different jobs, they control it
Senate
· 600 senates, former consuls or next office down (quaster)
· Property qualitication
· * supreme decision makers of the state
· * deals with laws and elections
· [bookmark: _GoBack]* verify elections
How to get into? Censors- they are ex consuls, two of them elected every 5 years, hold position for 1 and a half years.
They determine how moral people are, can kick you out, state contracts and tax collectors
