CLCV 1003 – Terms 2 – Class of Friday, September 21
The Second Punic War: As opposed to the first Punic War, the second Punic war was largely fought on land. The new Punic war started in Spain over a territorial dispute over Saguntum. Carthage surrenders to Rome in this war and treaty is signed.
Hannibal: He is the son of Hamilcar. He famously marched a land army, including war elephants through the Alps to northern Italy. He was defeated by Scipio Africanus. He started the second Punic War by capturing Saguntum.
Ebro River: It was the border between North and South, Carthage and Rome. This river was regarded as the boundary between the two sides after the first Punic War.
Saguntum: The town which started the 2nd punic war. The town was under cathagenian territory but favoured and was under Roman protection. This town was captured by Hannibal at the beginning of the 2nd Punic war.
Trebia River: Hannibals forces first meet the romans forces and defeat them here. 
Lake Trasimene: Hannibals forces encountered the romans here again. They trapped a roman army here. Another defeat for the romans.
Quintus Fabius Maximus: The romans elect him as dictator after being continuously defeated by Hannibals forces. He used unsual tactics, such as taunting Carthaginians and stalling them. 
Publius Cornelius Scipio (consul 218, d. 211): He is the dictator chosen by the romans after quintus. He attacked Carthage directly in spain damaging their supply lines. His attack on spain caused Hannibal and Carthaginian forces to retreat back to Africa.
Publius Cornelius Scipio Africanus Major: Grandson of Cornelius Scipio. He defeats the Carthaginians in Zama. For his victory he receives the title of “Africanus Major”
Zama: this is the last pace where the second Punic war took place. The Carthaginians were defeated here by Africanus Major. After this battle the Carthaginians surrendered. 
The Third Punic War: Third Punic war started when Carthage looked to regain land from Numidia. Carthage started beef with king Masinissa. Rome was troubled because these meant Carthage broke part of their treaty and because they were growing fast.
Masinissa of Numidia: He is the king of Numidia. Carthage has beef with him over land. They attacked Carthage later during the war at which point carthage was forced to take up arms, which breached their treaty with rome.


Cato the Elder/Censor: He did a diplomatic mission between carthage and Numidia. He saw there that Carthage was growing and that it might press a threat against rome later down the road. He said “in my opinion Carthage must be destroyed”.
Carthago delenda est!:  This is the phrase uttered by Cato the elder at the senate, expressing how Carthage as it was growing, might present a threat to its roman conquerors. This phrase means Carthage must be destroyed.
Publius Cornelius Scipio Africanus Minor: Grandson to Africanus Major. He was made general, when rome declared war against Carthage.
Livy, Ab Urbe Condita
: Roman historian. He concentrated on narrative and character. He sought to offer moral lessons from rome of the past to new rome. 
Polybius, Histories
: Roman historian who wrote in greek. Polybius is also regarded ad the most reliable authority in Roman history.
The Gracchi: brothers who became spokesmen for the plebes after being elected for tribune. The reforms they tried to pass were not only to aid the poor gain land but to strengthen the roman army by giving poor land.
            Tiberius Gracchus: reform the land to help the poor. Passed reforms without the senate’s consent. Got killed in riots


Gaius Gracchus: pushes for reform in citizenship. Was also killed.
Gaius Marius: He used the poor with land to increase the army’s numbers. He lured more poor into the army with promises of riches. He was re-elected consecutively to fight the Gauls in north Italy. He disregarded the 5 year wait period between each consulship. 
Lucius Cornelius Sulla:  He took dictatorship illegally. He reorganised constitution to favour the rich. He made Mithridates leave Asia without war. He battled Marius over who would lead.
Optimates:  They are one of the new classes of citizens in Rome. They are the equivalent of the traditionalists/ conservatives.
Gnaeus Pompeius Magnus: better known as pompey. He was part of the optimates. He was part of the first triumvirate.

Populares: The other new class of citizens in rome. They are more like liberals/ progressives
Quintus Sertorius:  Pompey’s rival, when the conflict became more than political. Him and pompey fought with their personal armies.
Nobility (Nobilitas)
: governing class of late republic that wasn’t neither patrician nor plebean 
Equestrians (Equites): ex-military class has now become business class
Marcus Licinius Crassus: along with pompey and julius Caesar they formed the first triumvirate. fought against spartacus’ slave rebellion. 
Spartacus:  Leader of the slave rebellion. He was ultimately defeated by Crassus.
Mithridates of Pontus

Gaius Julius Caesar: Conquered Gaul. He was part of the first triumvirate. He was declared Dictator for life. Lots of famous quotes. 
The First Triumvirate: [Caesar, Pompey, Crassus]: Ilegal triumvirate established to rule rome, between Caesar, crassus and pompey.

Julia (daughter of Caesar):  Married to Crassus. Their marriage caused tension with her relationship with Caesar.
Rubicon: The river where Caesar waited to wage war on rome and pompey.
Alea iacta est!:  The die is cats! Caesar said this when declaring war on rome and pompey.
Pharsalus: Pompey is defeated here by Caesar.
Pharnaces of Pontus: He is the son of Mithridates. He blocks Caesars army in Zela. Caesar defeats him uttering veni vidi vici!
Zela: Pharnaces and Caesar’s forces face off here. Veni Vidi Vici!
Veni!  Vidi!  Vici!: I came, I saw, I conquered. Uttered by Julius Caesar after defeating pharnaces in zeal.

� Ab Urbe Condita = From the Foundation of the City, i.e., ‘[History of Rome beginning] From [the time of] the Foundation of the City’; see Kamm’s Index (p. 227ff.) for Livy (and other Latin historians who are mentioned from time to time in the lectures).


� Note that Polybius (c. 200- 118 B.C.) was a Greek writing his history in Greek.


� The ‘Nobility’ or ‘Governing Class’ of the late Republic, which was neither wholly patrician nor plebeian; cf. the apolitical Eqestrians, the businessmen of the late Republic.


� Distinguish between the various names of Rome’s first emperor:  Ocatavius, Octavian(us), Augustus.


� Note that the biographer Plutarch (c. A.D. 46-120) was a Greek writing in Greek.


� Caesar, Plutarch (see footnote above) and the biographer Suetonius are our key ancient sources for the history of the late Roman Republic.  Cf. Livy and Polybius as our key sources for the Punic Wars.
