MODERNIZATION THEORY
· “Developed” (core) countries/scholars wanted to explain why some countries were less developed (periphery)
· modernization theory came out of this period:
· economies of all countries could be arranged on a scale from least to most developed (look at five stages of how this development occurred)
· dualism: developing economies have both traditional sector (agricultural) which is undeveloped as it falls outside capitalist system and modern sector intertwined with world capitalist market: 
· process of development involved the modernization of traditional sector – something was distorting the proper operation of the market including cultural inferiority, political instability, etc
· BUT unilinear, only describes what happens in certain early industrialized countries, ahistorical, etc

DEPENDENCY THEORY
Dependency theory is complex and extends across different time period
beliefs range from: those who sought minimal reform and development within a capitalist dependent relation, to those who sought to exit the system altogether
but these are general shared beliefs:
· originated out of: failure to reproduce in the periphery the economic and social benefits of embedded liberalism had achieved for the core
· rejects dualism – traditional sector also part of world capitalist market i.e. during colonialism and then through dependent trade relations
· There is not a unilinear trajectory of development
· in fact present situation of underdevelopment is product of historical and developmental sequence (colonialism)
· underdevelopment cannot be explained simply in terms of internal factors but must account external factors such as colonialism, trade relations, etc
· peripheral development: extraverted (export-led), deformed (colonial legacy of feudalism), dependent (relation of unequal power of asymmetry of control)
· capitalism must be looked at as a world system and must look at historical contexts

At first periphery embarks in internal-oriented development such as ISI (import-substitution industrialization) to alleviate dependency on exports but this fails (hyperinflation, dirty wars, debt because technology must be imported and it is expensive); other branches of dependency theory examine this:
· Do not only look at nations as the unit of analysis but at classes within these peripheral nations
· asks: what is the pattern of land ownership? Who owns the means of production?
· Capitalism is not the only mode of production but co-exists alongside feudalism i.e. haciendas lord/serf relations
· Colonial extraction of resources: did not develop domestic capitalist class or expand internal market for further capitalist development – instead allowed increased concentration of land i.e. feudal latifundia
· export-oriented economy: national bourgeoisie are import-hungry and don’t invest
· these patterns of investment reproduce marginalization of masses – low wages = restricted internal market
· unequal exchange: goods from core are higher tech = more expensive, produced at higher capacity; agricultural products face sticky demand problem – leads to declining terms of trade

When globalization and neoliberalism (internationalization of capital) begin to develop in late 1970s dependency theory looks at:
· again modes of production beyond confines of nation state
· international division of labour:
· neoliberal flexibilization of labour (crushing unions)
· underdevelopment is reproduced
· finance development in periphery through debt – external vulnerability
· structural adjustment programs – Washington consensus where IFIs have their headquarters

NEOLIBERALISM
· embedded liberalism: neoliberal project was to disembedded capital from these constrains (instead it applied others)
· strategy: privatization, liberalization and deregulation
· deregulation examples: Removal of remaining capital controls; Removal of restrictions on corporations; Self-regulation; Flexibilization of the labour market
· But states are still important: normalize ideology of neoliberalism, enforce implementation of neoliberal programs, and cradles and manages financial flows, disseminates market information and creates legal certainty to support functionality
· financial firefighting - bank of international settlements and Basel framework (regulations and lender of last resort), too big to fail
· socially: changes in delivery of services, overall configuration of welfare spending (notion of public inefficiency, erosion of tax base) welfare needs change due to rising inequality
· cardinal feature of neoliberalism: assumption that individual freedoms are guaranteed by freedom of the market and of trade; rational subjects responsible for achieving own well being
· after failures of keynesianism, neoliberalism not inevitable or an obvious solution: no one really knew or understood with any certainty what kind of answer would work and how 
· capitalist world stumbled towards neoliberalization as the answer through a series of gyrations and chaotic experiments
· when neoliberal principles clash with the need to restore or sustain elite power – principles either abandoned or become so twisted as to become unrecognizable:
· contradictory freedoms:
· bad freedoms: to exploit one’s fellows, make inordinate gains without commensurable service to the community, keep technological innovations from being used for public benefit or to profit from calamities secretly engineered for private advantage
· good freedoms: conscience, speech, meeting, association, choose one’s own job – but these are eventually lost and the bad ones take over
· increasing social inequality – persistent feature as to be regarded structural
· key difference between liberals and neoliberal practice: under the former, lenders take the losses that arise from bad investment decision; under the latter the borrowers are forced by state and international powers to take on board cost of debt repayments no matter what the consequences for the livelihood and wellbeing of the local population i.e., Latin American debt crisis and structural adjustment programs
· In Latin America after ISI and commodity exports failed and led to debt crisis – IFIs imposed structural adjustment programs structural adjustment programs 
· Washington consensus where IFIs have their headquarters
· 10 policies:
· government is bad – deregulation, privatization
· protect property rights
· change labour laws
· sterilize state: prohibited from interfering
· multiple exchange rates eliminated
· pay off debt – transfer wealth to north
· globalization – low tariffs
· maquiladoras: assembly lines, gendered, low skill, low price, no taxation
· shanty towns: marginal population who provide flexible labour
· remittances: money sent home (eg western union) largest form of foreign exchange

REVOLUTIONS
· Common notions as to why revolutions occur – though not false insufficient (187-8)
· Misery breeds revolt: but falls short of making sense of the actual occurrence of revolutions
· Revolt is one of several paths
· Downtrodden may be so divided and powerless
· Opposition simply make take form of hope for a better life in the hereafter or for deliverance in a messianic future
· When a state faces unmanageable accumulation of difficulties: but also fails to explain where and how revolutions have occurred
· Empires such as Rome faced such difficulties but crumbled at the edges then feel into parts or were conquered by external enemies
· When new radical ideas shake people out of their accustomed acceptance of their lives
· Does not explain what causes such ideas to take root and to lead to revolution
· The natural history of revolutions – common stages or patterns found in famous revolutions in the west (189-192)
1. dissertation/opposition from intelligentsia
2. attemps at reform (too late)
3. weakened state i.e.
4. bankruptcy or paralysis of command of armed forces
5. divisions maons revolutionaries begin
6. first group to seize reins are moderate reformers
7. radical mobilize with new forms of organization
8. successful revolutions dependent upon when radicals succeed in supplanting moderates
9. disorder results in forced imposition of order by coercive rule
10. struggles and divisions allow military take over
11. radicalism gives way to pragmatism
· General theories of revolution: attempted to explain why transition to modernity often involved violence (192-4)
· When one expects a better life and those expectations are frustrated - dangerous feelings of aggression and resentment against the social order arise
· If one subsystem of society – the economy, the political system, the training of young people for new positions – starts to change independently the resulting imbalance will leave people disoriented and open to new values
· When imbalance becomes severe radical ideologies that challenge legitimacy of status quo will become widespread
· Discontent is unlikely to lead to a revolution if the discontented remain unorganized and lack resources
· BUT these general theories of revolution and collective violence provided no help in understanding the conditions behind the internal breakdown of states
· Led to structural theories of revolution
· Structural theories of revolution
· Revolutions are likely where the state a) plays an active centralizing role (not only economic but social and symbolic) and b) maintains relatively inaccessible, elite-monopolized institutions
· When goals of centralization and resource mobilization run counter to elite interests, the vulnerability of the state to revolution depends on the extent to which elites have leverage over bureaucratic machinery and resources that cam be used against that machinery
· Also crucial is loyalty of army – rank and file have long training and are kept isolated from civilians – reliable tool for suppressing domestic disorders
· But where troops are recently recruited and fraternize with populace, sympathy to civilians may overtake allegiance to their officers
· However, a sharp economic downturn or military setback could deprive the executive the means to continue to reward followers
· Even a limited popular uprising here would be difficult to suppress due to internal divisions - corruption of bureaucracy and armed forces
· Open, public state typical of modern democracies or an aristocratic government with no monarchy lack these vulnerabilities which makes them resistant to revolution even in times of crises
· Types of revolts: peasant and urban revolts (197-200)
· Peasants:
· potential for revolt depends more on relationships, both among peasants and between peasants and landlords
· Successful peasant revolt: peasant solidarity, peasant capacity, and landlord vulnerability
· Urban uprisings:
· level of workers’ grievances, physical factors as scale and layout of cities and size and effectiveness of urban police forces
· tend to be better educated, and long-term residents
· two grievances stand out as chief cause: cost of food and availability of employment
· need support of countryside (?)
· Frontiers of research (200-205)
· what are the outcomes of revolutions?
· What part has capitalism played?
· What is the role of ideology? (bring together diverse grievances and interests under a simple and appealing set of symbols of opposition)
· Problem of conjuncture: when do factors that lead to revolution coalesce?

POPULISM
Cammack Reading
Democratization along liberal lines requires a capacity on the part of ruling groups to accommodate new social elements
and progressively to share political rights and duties with them. Democratization along populist lines characteristically follows upon the failure of pre-existing governing groups to accommodate additional social elements
which thereupon seek the destruction of the old ruling groups and the institutional basis for their authority (154).

	As the name suggests, comparative politics compares two or more countries and attempts to draw conclusions based on those comparisons. Political scientists may compare one or several aspects, such as economic prosperity, level of education and employment.

	global south
	Global South is technologically less advanced, or developing, nations of Asia, Africa, and Latin America, generally characterized as poor, having economies distorted by their dependence on the export of primary products to the developed countries in return for finished products. 
These nations also tend to have high rates of illiteracy, disease, and population growth and unstable governments. The term Third World was originally intended to distinguish the nonaligned nations that gained independence from colonial rule beginning after World War II from the Western nations and from those that formed the former Eastern bloc, and sometimes more specifically from the United States and from the former Soviet Union (the first and second worlds, respectively).
 For the most part the term has not included China. Politically, the Third World emerged at the Bandung Conference (1955), which resulted in the establishment of the Nonaligned Movement. Numerically, the Third World dominates the United Nations, but the group is diverse culturally and increasingly economically, and its unity is only hypothetical. 
The oil-rich nations, such as Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, and Libya, and the newly emerged industrial states, such as Taiwan, South Korea, and Singapore, have little in common with desperately poor nations, such as  Haiti, Chad, and Afghanistan.


	third world
	Term first used in the Cold war to define non-aligned countries- first and second world countries competed over third world because of decolonization
Nowadays, term is used to define “undeveloped” or “poor” countries
Most of African, Latin American and Asian countries are categorized as Third World countries
According to Raul Prebisch, third world countries are associated as periphery countries who are dominated by the core countries
The definition of the word is very vague because it regroups a wide range of different countries that for some, have little or nothing in common but that historical context


	teleology – Aristotle and St. Augustine
	- Teleology – notion there is purpose, end goal
- Aristotle:
best way to understand why things are the way they are is to understand what purpose they were designed to serve.
development is a cycle:
like a seed and acorn that becomes an oak tree, there is a pattern to history
What we make of that pattern is teleology, development means that everything will progress through a cycle and develop
- St Augustine talked about history in accordance to Christianity – resurrection of Jesus changes human condition, history is cyclical process but it is progressive, makes it a forward process that gets better and better
- St Augustine’s idea stays with us tho development becomes secularized
- If we are truly developed then everyone will become us

	· Definition: The gradual diminution of the influence of religion on public affairs. Liberal secularism advocates separation of church and state, with the second power being dominant and no one religion having official priority.

	wrote about the 5 stages of development 
stages were a framework for how a country became developed
stages were: traditional society, pre-conditions for take-off, take-off, drive to maturity and age of high mass consupmption. 
Stages followed the progression from a agricultural society into a industrialised society to being fully developed and switching from production to consumption
used by many countries and theorists as the model for attempting to develop
problems: ahistorical, linear, assumes countries are undeveloped because traditional agricultural sector hasn’t been integrated to capitalist MoP

suggested that each country must go through particular stages of development. Traditional (production is solely for one’s own consumption, trade occurs only for other goods) Transition (with specialization comes surplus, creating for trade and infrastructure, leading to excess income and entrepreneurial) Take-off (industrial increase, switch from agriculture to manufacturing sector) Maturity (diversifying of economy, increase in technology and investment, causing the economy to produce a wide range of goods and services) Mass Consumption (industries flourish including service sector)

	Ascription means that status is attributed to you by things like birth, kinship, gender, age, interpersonal connections, or educational record.

	Clientelism
	Clientelism is the exchange of goods and services for political support. It is a political system at the heart of which is an asymmetric relationship between groups of political actors described as patrons and clients and political parties; leads to corruption

a. Clientelism arises in situations where class politics is inappropriate, not because class differences and exploitation are absent (quite the contrary), but because they are so entrenched that it is rational to work within them. The link between patron and client is often expressed in terms of personal obligations (such as godparenthood) or communal solidarity: ethnicity in its myriad forms provides a powerful vehicle for clientelism because it reinforces cross-class linkages as a basis for political action. Underlying it all, however, is an eminently rational struggle for control of political and economic resources that can also cut across ethnic barriers when the logic of competition requires. 
b. Clientelism nonetheless suffers crippling defects. It is inherently inefficient because it is geared to meeting particularistic rather than universal goals; jobs or development projects are allocated by patronage criteria rather than by qualification or need. It emphasizes distribution rather than production and is often parasitic on the productive economy. It erodes any appeal to common values while encouraging ethnic conflict and often leading to a pervasive cynicism. Such political stability as it provides depends more on buying the support of key groups than on establishing any basis for legitimacy. Ultimately it must be seen as a barrier to political development, even though its usefulness ensures that elements of clientelism persist even in the most sophisticated political systems.

	Fenced of land to keep sheep for wool trade, kicked farmers out who moved to cities and provided labour for industrialization; beginning of concept of property as private

	Max Weber and Protestant ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism
	Argues the religious ideals (predetermination, asceticism) of groups such as Calvinists played a role in creating the capitalistic spirit. 

The modern spirit of capitalism sees profit as an end in itself, and pursuing profit is virtuous.

Profit not be spent on luxuries (asceticism) but reinvest in business

Calvinism and predetermination worldly success determined who was saved and who was damned

To wish to be poor is similar to wishing to be sick, and they are both morally unacceptable.

	Critic of capitalism
Emphasized the importance of economic modes of production as the school for other types of thought and action – instead of ideas leading history it was material conditions
Conceptualize class analysis including class struggle, class consciousness

	Henry Ford and Fordism
	an American entrepreneur who founded the ford car company
he pioneered modern industrial manufacturing by implementing the assembly line (low skill – required little training, but had high turnover rate so he raised wages to unprecedented levels)
this assembly line was able to make cars at a price that the average middle class American could afford
Fordism - mass production led by mass consumption (pay workers enough so they can afford products they buy)

The key to taylorism was management control over worker time therefore workers became a burden so Henry Ford applied and elaborated on the system. 
-He engaged in mass production of automobiles on factory lines, standardized car models so they could be sold cheaply. 
-Introduced $5 a day wage designed to attract workers
Fordism-combined the model of mass production (the factory system) with mass consumption. Mass consumption was achieved by redistributing income from the wealthy to a broader base of citizens through progressive taxation, old age benefits and others. It contributed to the boom in Western countries in the 1950’s and 1960’s



	realization crisis
	- an inability to sell the output produced, i.e., to realize, in the form of profits, the surplus value extracted from workers’ labour
- If there are no profits and accumulation (or even if they are squeezed) then businesses close, people lose jobs, debts are not paid, banks collapse, governments run out of money–in short, there is an economic crisis.

	
	

	a-historical
	lacking historical perspective of context, the idea of ignoring historical context in trying to explain for a lack of development is relevant with regard to the affects of colonialism for example on countries. 

The term means to evaluate something without considering the historical development of a country or its tradition
Main criticism toward the modernization theory: It is A-historical and does not comply with the historical background of the countries it aims to develop

	- if you can produce something more efficiently (with less inputs) you have a comparative advantage over that i.e., if I can grow bananas better and cheaper

	Raul Prebisch
	Structuralist; born in south America, educated in the united states, worked on behalf of latin America with the blessings of US government; talked about declining terms of trade, price differences and sticky demand curve

	declining terms of trade
	The Terms of trade refer to the relative price of exports / imports.
A decline in the terms of trade means the price of exports falls relative to imports.
Typically a country will have lower living standards and less ability to import.
For example, suppose a developing country exports coffee beans and imports manufactured goods.
A decline in the terms of trade will mean a country will see the price of coffee beans falls relative to manufactured goods. This means it has to export relatively more coffee beans to get the same quantity of manufactured goods.
A prolonged fall in the terms of trade could be seen as a problem because it can lead to declining living standards and lower GDP. 
Many developing countries concentrate on producing primary products, but according to the The Prebisch-Singer hypothesis there is a likely to be a fall in the terms of trade when you concentrate on primary products. This is because:
- Low income elasticity of demand. As incomes rise, demand doesn’t rise so much.
- Increased productivity (fertilizers e.t.c.) increases supply and reduces price
Between 1961 and 2001, the average prices of agricultural commodities sold by LDCs fell by almost 70 percent relative to the price of manufactured goods purchased from developed countries.

	· Dependency theory
· Raul Prebisch
· Structural economics: the structural features of developing countries need to be taken into account when analyzing their development
· Center-periphery
· Center = north (developed, industrialized countries); periphery = south (developing countries)
· The economies of the global north are centered on the production of industrialized goods, while the economies of the global South are centered on the production of primary goods (raw materials).


	underdevelopment
	Andre Gunder Frank (second reading in coursepack)

Not to be confused with undeveloped

Characterizes the entire economy of a country, regardless of the different levels of sectoral development

Takes place in all currently developing countries – this suggests that there is an external factor that causes it rather than an internal one (although internal factors important i.e., legacies of colonialism which left behind feudal modes of production)

Ties in with Dependency Theory – these countries are underdeveloped because of their dependency, extraversion, and deformed economies

Possible security threat to developed countries as underdeveloped countries often harbor large drug rings and other illegal activities

Metropolis/satellite relationship (core/periphery) between developed and underdeveloped countries

	Metropolis and core or periphery and satellite
	The core or metropolis refers to the “First World” or developed nations that typically extract resources from the “perhipery” which is typically the Second and Third or developing worlds. This usually describes wealthier statues like the core that use the satellite states to prop up their own economies and governments, usually in an exploitative manner.

	Doesn’t contribute to domestic economy i.e., guano example

	No society is completely owned by one class – rather you get alliances
Eg land owners and industry and military and compradors – agents for international financial institutions
another “bloc” of people are supposed to come together to rise as a class against the oppression of the dominant historic bloc

	articulation and Ernesto Laclau
	the system of relations between capitalist modes of production (MoP) and the set of pre-existing noncapitalist MoP i.e., feudalism
is one MoP superior/dominant and ultimately subdue the other? Laclau says transition to capitalism is long and problematic and each case needs detailed analysis, capitalism will not necessarily overcome other MoPs
each MoP is articulated in that it develops in alongside other MoPs – they all need to be analyzed in conjunction
i.e., guano: Peruvian feudal relations were used to extract guano which was exported to England to serve their own capitalist MoPs, but Peru did not develop; indeed capitalist MoP reinforced feudalism – increased concentration of land in feudal latifundia = dependency and underdevelopment

	encomienda
	Look at potosi definition and this:
Legal system used by the Spanish while colonizing the Americas
Implemented at the beginning of the 16th century in many Latin American countries
Aimed to regulate the “Native labor”
Based on an exchange system where the Spanish are responsible for a group of Natives, teaching them the language and protecting them against other “tribes”
In exchange, native people were to pay them in labor, resources or gold
Lots of critics asserts encomienda as a form of slavery 
Many natives were submitted to harsh treatments and “belonged” to white men who were exploiting them for their own profit

	Look at potosi

	Potosi
	Capital of Bolivia
Richest province in the Spanish empire due to silver mines (basis of money in Europe and china)
Spanish exploited the natives to extract the silver – drives modernization in Europe:
funds trade with China (porcelain, tea)
Spain spends money in luxury goods and war – Dutch, french, english benefits
Mine this using labour tribute (Incas through system called mita used to build own cities, etc)
Spain takes over this mita tradition, becomes encomienda (Spanish have right to land and labour which has to pay tribute for converting to Christianity by working)
Horrible conditions, use mercury, poison land, 70% never return home


	import substitution industrialization
	- economic strategy of protecting the growth of manufacturing industry by reserving the home market for domestic producers (‘infant industries’), through introducing barriers to imports. 
- Was widely adopted in Latin America and Africa.
- Employing local labour to reduce unemployment.
- Tariffs –- to allow local industries to develop without competition.
- Eventually failed because:
Problems inherent in the policy – leads to inefficient industries, hyperinflation, expensive goods of poor quality
Countries became reliant on the import of technology, machine tools, spare parts, etc., which led to increased indebtedness (Latin American debt crisis 1980s)

	the development of institution, values, ideology that all aid in forming a political system of a country. This development with regards to politics is related to the development of a country as often these political structures affect many aspects of states’ policies that affect individuals   

Political development theory:

a. Use elements of both modernization & dependency theory
b. Looks at how a state can control and organize social elements like violence
c. Establishes power dynamic & interaction between elites
d. Development of public institutions and organizations
e. Maintenance of national security from internal & external threats
f. Guarantee political rights
g. Welfare provisions


	colonial and post-colonial regimes
	Colonial state:
a. Initially, states wanted to expand for economic reasons
b. Need to expand to access raw materials, exercise control & compete w/ other European countries rising 
c. Different types of rule: direct & indirect
d. Direct rule: form of military conquest, eliminates existing political organization in area if there is one to administer Western political culture
e. Indirect rule: colonial powers establish relationship w/ local leaders to have some control in region & surrounding territories. Exploitative purpose to gain access. Maintain use of existing political institutions 
f. Coercive: ruling by force, expanding national boundaries 
g. Extortion: rule by accessing resources
h. In colonial societies, initially there is no division in ethnicity, but w/ European colonization there comes a mixture. Being to categorize and differentiate between cultures – maintains European superiority over other cultures

Circulation of the elites is basically the idea of turnover among the elites, and that lower classes can accept the elites if there is some change, i.e., if they are lorded by the same group of people who are unchanged for years, then they will rebel. This inspired the idea of sexenio in Mexico, which had a mandatory 6 year term limit for public positions of power.

Any groups who present an alternative view are therefore marginalized
In Gramsci's view, however, there is not in any sense a single dominant class, but, rather, a shifting and unstable alliance of different social classes.
According to Gramsci's view there are on the one hand the dominant classes who seek to contain and incorporate all thought and behaviour within the terms and limits they set in accordance with their interests
the dominated or subordinate classes attempt to maintain and to further the validity and effectiveness of their own definitions of reality. There is therefore a continuing struggle for dominance between the definitions of reality (or ideologies) which serve the interests of the ruling classes and those which are held by other groups in society. 
Cultural domination arises from a complex play of negotiations, alignments and realignments within society-Hegemony is a constant struggle against a multitude of resistances to ideological domination, and any balance of forces that it achieves is always precarious, always in need of re-achievement
Hegemony's 'victories' are never final, and any society will evidence numerous points where subordinate groups have resisted the total domination that is hegemony's aim, and have withheld their consent to the system.
leading [hegemonic] class assumes a position of leadership over other classes, in return guaranteeing them certain benefits, so as to be able to secure public political power over society as a whole.


	
	

	Joseph Schumpeter
	argued that ordinary citizens should limit their participation in a democracy to electing its leaders, he was effectively arguing for polyarchy. This contrasts with the view presented in the eighteenth century by Rousseau, that the health of a polity depended on active citizen involvement in all aspects of governance. According to Schumpeter, massive political participation is regarded as undesirable and even dangerous. Schumpeter thought that the electoral masses are incapable of political participation other than voting for their leaders. He claimed most political issues are so remote from the daily lives of ordinary people, that they can not make sound judgements about opinions, policies and ideologies.

the term “creative destruction” arose from Marx school of thought and was further explored by Schumpeter meaning the way in which capitalist economic development destroys previous economic order. That capitalist economics cannot be present with another economic ordering.  

	electoral democracy
	Democracy is made up of officials elected by the population
This is seen as a step towards free market and development
Electoral democracies are stopped in global south due to dictators 
Promoted by the developed world and countries that have electoral democracy have increased trade with developed world

government is technically determined by popular sovereignty - people within that country decide who will govern them, or have the right and ability to vote
Many times, however, democracies are democratic in name only. Elections may be rigged or there may be no real political competition or opposition party.
But not sufficient, has to be combined with liberal democracy: governance by rule of law and the protection of civil liberties
widely accepted that a truly democratic system of governance must comprise both - extent to which it does so will determine its quality and durability.

He is famous for his works on democracy and build a five-criteria scheme that needs to be completed in order to reach true democracy

- Limited
Nationalists are able to imagine boundaries suggests that they recognize the existence of partition by culture, ethnicity, etc.
- Sovereign
Symbolic of the freedom from traditional religious structure.
- Community
Regardless of the dissent and inequalities within the nation, the imagined alliance among people of the same imagined nation is so strong as to drive men to heroic deaths in nationalistic sacrifice.

A concept made by Benedict Anderson. He believed that a nation is a community socially constructed & imagined by the people who perceive themselves as part of the group. This was imagined both inherently limited and sovereign. Differs from an actual community because it is not based on everyday face to face interaction between those in the community.

a. Definition of nations as fixed, sovereign communities, imagined rather than face-to-face or ancient, stressing deliberate creation of binding tradition and shared identity

imagined because the members of the smallest nation will never know most of their fellow-members, meet them or even hear of them, yet in the minds of each lives the image of their communion. A nation exists when a significant number of people in a community consider themselves (or, in other words imagine themselves as to form a nation, or behave as if they formed one

	- Loyalty to institutions (e.g. Parliament) not to ethnicity (or race, color, religion, gender, language)
Nationhood is defined by common citizenship.
- E.g. France.

In the elections of July 1988, however, Salinas won a bare 50.4 percent of the vote, according to the official tallies; the opposition parties contended that Salinas’ total share of the vote would have been even lower had the PRI not resorted to vote fraud
As president, Salinas continued Madrid’s program of economic retrenchment and privatization. He sold off hundreds of inefficient state-owned corporations to private investors and spent some of the proceeds on infrastructure and social services. He also took steps to open the protected Mexican economy to both foreign investment and foreign competition. In 1991–92 his government co-negotiated the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA), which reduced tariffs between Mexico, the United States, and Canada when it went into effect in 1994.
positive accomplishments of the administration were offset by the revelations of corruption scandals and the assassinations of high-ranking politicians. Shortly after Salinas stepped down from office, his brother Raul Salinas de Gortari was arrested and charged with complicity in one of the murders. The shame was of such magnitude that Salinas elected to go into a self-imposed exile rather than live in the country he had just governed.

	A caste system is a type of social structure which divides people on the basis of inherited social status. Although many societies could be described in this way, within a caste system, people are rigidly expected to marry and interact with people of the same social class. India has a well-known example of a caste system, although various forms of caste systems can be found in many other cultures as well.
Several characteristics distinguish a caste system. The first is the tendency toward endogamy, meaning that people marry within the same caste exclusively. Caste mobility is also extremely rare; one cannot transform from a laborer to a scholar except in very rare circumstances, for example. Higher castes traditionally hold all of the political power, and the castes may be divided further through language, culture, and economics. Within a caste system, each member generally knows his or her place, and your social status is usually apparently to others as well.
The roots of the Indian caste system can be found in the Hindu scriptures, although the caste system was adopted by other religions in India as well. According to scripture, Indian society could be broken down into a number of different groups, known as Varnas. Brahmins, the highest caste, were scholars and priests, while Kshatriya was warriors, rulers, and landlords. Vaisya were merchants, while Sudra were manual laborers. Beyond there four basis Varnas are the Untouchables or Dalit, and the system also has a space for outsiders and foreigners who do not conform with the system.
Within each Varna there are hundreds of Jati, individual endogamous groups. India's extremely refined and complex caste system began to be reformed during the push for independence, and technically discrimination on the basis of caste status is not allowed in modern India. However, the remains of the caste system can still be seen in the way that Indians move through and interact with their society. Many people of lower caste, for example, face legal barriers and difficulty when they try to enter Indian politics.

	In the Indian caste system, a dalit is someone who is without caste. There are several other terms for dalits, including untouchables,  and outcastes, lower caste.

 Dalit has largely come to replace Harijan, the name given to Untouchables by Gandhi

“Dalit” is the more socially acceptable term, adopted to express the systemic oppression which people without caste have endured over thousands of years of Indian culture

Numerous organizations have lobbied to change the way that dalits are treated in Indian society, and a number of laws have been passed in attempts to outlaw discrimination.

Because a dalit essentially lacks divinity, he or she may be assigned to menial labor which higher castes believe is polluting. Dalits have traditionally participated in animal slaughter, garbage collection, sewage handling, and dealing with cadavers. These polluting vocations only enforce the status of dalits, with upper castes forcing them to use different facilities, and to avoid handling or touching people of caste. In some parts of India, dalits were not even allowed to cast a shadow onto upper class members of Indian society.

In the twentieth century, Indian society underwent numerous reforms, including a formal rejection of the caste system. In practice, this rejection has been difficult to enforce in some regions of India, as the social roles dictated by caste are so embedded into Indian society. However, legislation against the caste system has allowed dalits more civil rights, providing access to education, healthcare, and social services. Many dalits unfortunately continue to perform menial work, and some are bonded laborers, essentially slaves who must work to pay off debts.

Many social justice organizations advocate for people with a dalit status. Their efforts have made life as a dalit much easier in modern India, and they have laid the groundwork for progressive antidiscrimination legislation. While the caste system in India is unlikely to disappear altogether, changes in Indian society allow people to move around more freely in society, pursuing personal hopes and dreams in addition to living in accordance with religious and cultural values.
