-Idea became creating biological which turn to sociological  perfect person which tun to civiliztion state 
First idea to Making humaniyt man perfect and idea make human stronger 
And what is a perfect human been?
-rise of science legitimize secular authority  i.e a state that is not run by supernatural 
 
Medical adv -cutting animal plant and animals and human because if the supernatural element 
Just to know wats inside 
Who get used? Dead from witch burnings and even Prisoners and people serving in the military and these allow medical doctors to start exploring inside  individual  and to see wat part make wat works 
 
 
 
 
 
Protestant reformation :shift in spiritual engagement with larger religious institute  in shift away from the catholic  because see a shift  towards celebration towards individualism or  humanism 
          -time of thinking and time logic reasoning 
-time of engaging with the  god doing something out of the community since yu cant eat with God  so they started working  and doing things 
-beginning to engage to  God 
 
Protestant reformation waas largly Attributed to martin luther (1483-1546)
  his ide of changing was because maybe he didn’t want to abide to those laws of his father 
He question wat was going on  in the catholic church 
 
The law and the gospel 
-conflict between wat  it was people were using the bilble for and interpretation of what god mearnt tto ruling people   and how it was tkn up to process of government ruling government .
 
His work was challenging the tension of wat resource yu evalue that the church serve to th people
In martin crtique 
        he notes the purpose of the work  of gopel or work of  jesus christ was to give forgiveness and not something that could be earned that human been was not suppose  to do stuff to gather favour from jesus instead the way it woks was giving freely
    So for the state to assume that we will forgive yu if yu pay us to go the prison .he thought that  it was extremely ,hyprowas misinterpretation of the gospel.
His critique was the first or One of the formalize account we were try to unhinched the rc from state power of ruling of people  able to unlynched  the catholic church 
 
Note that the The monarchy of that time  was runed in the name catholic church -
 
The folly of indulgence: problem s and major era with  assumption with someone to pay the church  was that humanity must do something to merit forgiveness they promulgated the notio that salvation is achieved rather than receive 
 
Wat are indulgence :like when an individual sins the person has to pay a certain amount of money to retain forgiveness 
Martin was against it and says the problem of the church was indulgence and that humanity has to do do something about it .
 
 
The role and reason
-a person who is raised  within  the roman catholic church becomes a scholar of theology and has fundamental understanding of law and have to come to terms to  bring logic, reason together with the believe with the  supernatural and discussing that with governance of people 
 
Governance  of people here means to know who is good who is bad citizen or social order 
 
What is the role of reason if the yu subscribe to the notion  God is omnipotent
 Martin says God is ominipotant but the role of reason 
-the role of reason here should be in governance   and not tear apart religion 
 he says that ,A government  purpose to maintain justice  and that’s not the gospel purpose 
-the gospel suppose to give forgiveness regardless  if they need it
and a government cannot function properly in a way by providing people with forginess
 
He says :
1. There has  been a misinterpretation  of what the  relation is   between of the people and gospel
2  -igiving this misrepresentation we cant have a state using logic and forgiveness  yu can have chaos in order to have  a good gov yu government , yu have to be a secular government  moving away from religion Being guiding principle for finding justice 
 
-who decide justice is? he argue that they should be a seperation bet current  state  and the catholic church in the understanding of the state 
 
-in 1517  martin luther  posted his 95 theses (important)know the title of the theses
-he documented it to the castle church in wittenburggermany
-he ws taken the idea of indulgence and queston the value of the church why the church has gold and great wealth and the pope dressing while they were surrounded by the poor people and suffering and he challenged why such luxury are in the church 
-he also said that the idea  that the pope gives forgiveness or confession was only to to pope was wrong tht the only person who responsible or elifgible to confession was God and this idea brought to the protestant reformation 
 
 
English reformation-here we see  henry the 8th .rejection of catholic church and this was due to political reasons 
And gives rise to protestant work ethic
 
-it was with change with spiritual and supernatural allaiances with the ruling state 
-the differnce between the  english  
-the objections were nnot apeciafiically supernaturall
It was kind of a manifestifestification
