Dark ages

The fragmentation of the myce empire, there arose an embryonic greek polis (city state) the greek kingdoms disappeared and the self sufficient and self governing township began to arise 

Arcaic age

Polis was essential for development both spirituality and mentally. It referred to a particular way of life. 

8th century (archaic age) saw the composition of homers illiad and odyssey
(saw political reform and the rise of a sort of bourgeoisie class who were challenging the greek aristocracy 

( also  saw the colonization rate increase around areas of modern italy( the greeks wanted slaves and land ( the miracle of the greeks was no miracle ( it was based on slavery. 

(Cleisthens  is seen as a founder of democracy  he had reforms that gave more power to the assembly (leaders who were seen as too powerful or too influential or too ambitious were kicked out  due to being a threat to democracy 

(431 the pelopolisian war (height of Athenian power 40,000 civilians ( aprrox 150,000 slaves 

“It was the great democracy of Athens that voted in favour of the genocide of a city town”
