Oil painting refers to the technique of mixing pigments with oil
· Oil paintings are a form of painting in its special ability to concentrate the tangibility, the texture, the lustre, the solidity of what it shows. It defines the real as that which you can put your hands on. 
Different types of oil paintings:
	Paintings using gold-leaf in their pictures, painting of food, paintings of animals (livestock; much like furniture), paintings of objects (objets d’art), paintings of buildings, history or mythological pictures (highest category in oil painting)
