Aristotle and Plato – 
They thought what it would be like rather than what it was. Eg slaves
Natural growth of natural
Empirical : you don’t accept in faith. Its based on research and facts. 
This was esp applicable after the industrial replication 
2. History of sociology:
Post enlightment, post French Rev
Academic sociology emerges in response to urbanism, capitalism
Problem of sociologists was WHERE they lived
Western world was in poverty, hardhip and violence
Early socs wrote about the problems and breakdown.

3. History of psychology: 
Adam Freguson: considered the father of sociology
Fluent in gaelic, eng, military chaplin – who wrote on the history of Rome
They are not officially sociology yet. They combine
He wrote on American independence and what sort of government we should be having
History of civil society – we mean groups like union, churches (they are not part of the govt) They are not called power in terms of legislation. THEY ARE NOT CIVIL SOCIETY (they don’t hold the power)
He focused on empathy. What stops people from killing their neighbor. Something that forces us to live right.
Humas are here to perfect gods plan
1767 – legends 
society must progress, through military might and civil strength
Free government, but laws and order [he wanted franchise, to vote everyone]

Auguste Comte
Founder of sociology
He believed that societies contained:
Social statics: forces for social order and stability
Social dynamics: forces for conflict and change
Natural science applied to society 
Positivism: DOMINANT THEORY tangible war you count or quantify. There was the truth out there, a real truth
Against positivism: Truth is subjective highly
Facts must be observed, but observation and understanding require theory
Comte’s emphasize on the interconnectedness of social elements was a forerunner of modern functionalism.
Functionalist society looks at a  problem as a whole – gender, ethnicity, etc. 

Harriet Martineau
Made Comte’s work more accessible
English sociology – 
Analyzed political economy 
No recognition until recent
She examined religion, slavery, immigration, gender, childrearing, gender etc.

Karl Marx
Emphasis on class conflict
Belief: history was with conflict
He focused on change, antagon
capitalism 
Class conflict clash between working class and capitalist class
Bourgeoise: capitalist class
Means of production, tools, machinery. Factories, money
Proletariat: working class who sell their labour
Belief:
First to analyze from empathetic to economic
Capitalist system made poverty
Capitalist class paid less to workers
Wanted complete distribution n equality
Alienation: a feel of powerlessness and estrangement from other  people and from oneself
Workers would realize their exploitation and would overthrow capitalist (classless society)

Herbert Spence (1820 – 1903)
Darwin’s natural selection – Survival of the fittest
Theory largely discarded
Known as social Darwinism – sub ideology for biology

Emile Durkheim (1858-1917)
People are product of social environment
Behaviour cannot be fully understood by biological/psych traits
Social facts: patterned way of acting thinking and feeling exist outside any one individual

Early focus on religion and society
Periods of social rapid change causes economic tenstions between classes. Produce strains in society
Anomie: loss of shared values and a sense of purpose in society
Advocated the scientific approach
Statistical study: explored relationship btn anomic social condition and suicide

Max Weber
Emphasized cultural and political factors as key influences on economic development and individual behaviour
Economic system not THE ONLY problem
Wrote “Protestant Ethic Spirit of Capitalism”
Value free sociology: should not reflect personal values. NOT SUBJECTIVE
Socs cannot be totally value free
Versthen (understand or insight) ability to se the world as others
Famous for his studies of bureaucracies and religion

George Herbert Mead
Father of school of Symbolic Interactionism in sociology and social psychology
Dev of self consciousness through lang/commu
Mind, self and society from the standpoint of a social behaviourist
Symbolic interactionism: individuals interacting with symbols. Understanding into the communication and how they reveal class, gender and race etc.

Ervin Goffinman
U of Chicago and U of Toronto
Symb Interactionism
Dramaturgical analysis: multiple acts in multiple contexts from multiple actors
The presentation of the Self in Everyday Life
Asylums
Forms of talk
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What purpose does socialization serve?
How individuals develop a sense of self?
How does socialization occur?
What happens when children are not exposed to socialization?

1) Socialization: Life long process of interaction with which we acquire self identity. Essential for survival and growth, stability of society, varies from culture to culture. What we believe about ourselves.

2) Agents of socialization: agents teach us what we need to know to participate in society
The family
Basic and fundamental. Established within household
Functionalist: source of procreation, taming excess individuality, corce of emotional support
Variations: Class / race and ethnicity
Conflict theorists: socialization reproduces parents. Contributes to a false consciousness – a lack of awareness and a distorted perception of the reality of class
Peer groups
Usually of similar age ans similar social status
Soccer team or drinking club
Contribte to sense of belongingpeer group is both a product of culture and one of its major transmitters
They teach social norms
Peer pressure: when we rebel we are punished, earn acceptance by conforming. Conformity to parents VS to peers. 
Mass media
TV, computers, 1600 hours per year in mass media, they spend 1200 hours in school
Murder, violence
Gender socialization
Saudi Arabia, women not allowed to drive
Aka fathers, best dads in world, commonly offer their nipple to their crying babies to suck
Hold or within infants’ reach
They take their family with them to the jungle
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Conflict theory:
Reflects a system of domination
If you were born in a poor family, they are limited. 
There are boundaries, which persons will be insiders or outsiders. Whether you have…
Special theory:
Social Marginality: being part insider and part outsider. Eg. Refugee, trans genders, 
Stigma: any physical or social attribute that defies the right of a person in a particular society, and disqualifies them from full social experience. Eg: some society killed twins!

Homelessness and suicide:
Absolute homelessness: no physical shelter, no food
Relative homelessness: they do have a shelter to go to, but not as much as other people. They do not meet the standardized. 
Homelessness in Canada
Many women and children in Canada that are homeless. 
Adolescence 
Aboriginal people
Status roles
Socially defined position characterized by certain expectations and rights and duties.
Independent of who are in it.
Does not mean a HIGH position. You achieve that status. You’re a doctor, lawyer. 
Another way is Ascribed. Chief passes on the position to his son is an example of unachieved status. 
Achieved: being parent, being students, being married etc. 
Ascribed: social position received without effort. Like being white, or being a female. You can’t change that. Born into the category that you cannot change or have no control over them.
Master status: You could have multiple status. You could be a father, husband, leader, artist.  Who says what’s important? 
EG Brad Pitt: celebrity could be his master status
Its society that tells you what is your master status
Being poor or rich could be  a master status
Caste system in India is an example, born into Brahman or the untouchables. It will be vital. 
Status symbols: 
Material sign that informs others of your status, eg, uniforms, wedding rings
Groups
Social Institution
Set of organized beliefs, and rules that establish how a society will attempt to meet its basic social needs.
Safety, health education, etc
Functions to provide for basic needs of people
Shelter, safety, health
Conflict theory:
Social institutions do not provide it very well. Homeless people are deprived of shelter when they are dominated by social institutions. 
Social institutions target the majority, but there are some that are neglected. 
Some cities are trying to get over this. More homeless people in Western industrialized countries. The institution of our country do not put enough effort. 
Working class would be outside 
Attention Deprivation:
Marginalized people feel this way because of the rejection they face. 
Rejection that they face by upper class people
Eg: 60% of Canadians are uncomfortable being around a homeless person
Suicide
Social changes, brought about by industrialization, are often not matched by people’s ability to attain new goals leading to high suicide rates.
Eg: in Japan as industrialization increased and they were in a high social status, outran western countries, Suicides increased greatly especially teenage suicide!
Eg: Bridge with a huge mirror in front
It’s a great sin for Catholics. They are not allowed to be buried in the graveyard. 
Buddhism: a symbol of making political statements. They kill themselves to make a statement and it is seen as an honour!
Durkheim related suicide with religion affiliation. 
Observed, Calculated, documented, and a causal link is proffered. 
Suicides, are higher in industrialized nations.

An individual act
But manifestation of a collective behavior
Explanations of crown behaviour
Conditions of collective behavior
Collective behavior:
It’s voluntary
Often spontaneous
Activity engaged by a large number of people and violates values, norms
People may cross physical boundary or something like that
It seems reactionary
Organizational behavior is different from collective
Explanations:
Contagion Theory: ppl feel vulnerable, anonymity
A feel of mass mobilization, subsume their identity. They become anonymous in the crowd.
Non-verbal communication:
Clothing
Body stance
It could be intentional or unintentional
Functions:
Established power relations
Regulates social interaction
Supplements verbal communication
Deference: the symbolic means by which subordinates give a response to those in power. 
Touching
Intimacy
Frienship
Sexual connotations
Gender differences
Who touches first may reflect rank
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What constitutes the social group?
How are groups and the members are shaped by size, age, gender, leadership style etc.
Characteristics of the social groups
What purposes do they serve?

Social group: a collection of two or more people who interact frequently with one another and share a sense of belonging and they have a feeling of interdependence. 
Aggregate: a collection of people who happen to be in the same place at the same time, but have very little else in common. 
Category: Number of people who have never met one another but share similar characteristics. 

Social Identity: Societies
Civil society who are not part of parliament or are executive power makers. 
In order to understand their social culture and society, how is the group distant from power, GROUPS formed huge component of indigenous societies. 
Mandan Indian Bull Society
They involve fertility, membership, warrior and scalping.
Iroquois False Face Society
False faces was in fact of curing society. One must suppress their 
Its primary function was to heal and not worshipping devils
Burn stuff to cure people and ward off evil
Only he exclusive members knew the location of the masks. They send warriors to get it. They go back home with drums and noises and lead away from the village as a mean of leading the devil in the village off.
These masks are sacred. 
BANGING the glasses when alcohol consumption scared of the evil/devils. 
Types of Social Groups
Primary Groups
Based on informal membership
Direct face to face relationship and communication
Eg: Friendship
Social stratification is Primary, secondary, tertiary
Secondary Groups
Based on informal/formal membership who may relate and communicate indirectly
They can be formal and distant
You may interact indirectly through internet, cell phones
Clubs and fraternities
Can serve economic and political roles
Men’s club feature male to male bonding activity, could be sports
Mistreatment of women
Work Groups (Both primary and secondary)
To perform particular tasks. That is outside of the government. We usually find them in horticulture and agricultural society. They are usually found in developing countries, and not in the industrialized societies. 
All of a men of specific age group/sets is given a job maybe bring water from a distant well or to build a fence. 
Boys or girls of the same age groups are given a specific task to help the community.
Cooperatives
surpluses are shared among the members
One person, one vote
Farmer cooperatives in western India
Craft cooperatives in Panama
Many of these communities, they are bypassed by the capitalist community, that is a response.
Involves complete sharing of all profits (something that we don’t see in industrialized communities)
also counterculture group, work groups, cooperatives, and activist group
Civil societies have hierarchies but not social groups
Types of groups
Ingroup
A group which a person belongs and with which the person feels a sense of identity
Outgroup
A group which a person may feel a sense of competitiveness or hostility
Functions: to encourage social cohesion among the members
Dysfunction: May promote racism, sexism, and ageism, sense of ethnocentrism.
Simple belonging can involve exclusion of other societies like male bonding objectifying women. 
Reference Groups
Strongly influences a person’s behaviour
Regardless of whether the person is an actual member or not. 
We have a sort of aggregate
A hockey player may see a particular team as a reference group
You could be a fan of that group
Religion: many religions in the past 50 years, may want to emulate a successful congregation
Networks
A web of social relationships that links one person with other people and through them additional people
Six degree of Separation
Israel elections 2006

Group Dynamics:
Group Conformity
The process of maintaining or changing behaviour to comply with the norms established by ta society, subculture or other group.
Theory at the base of group conformity
Group Conformity and Sexual
Harassment
Group Think:
The process by which members of a cohesive group arrive at a decision that many individual members privately believe as unwise. 
1986 tragic launch of the space shuttle that killed seven crew members.
The O-ring. We think it might get brittle. Individuals came up with this issue but later were conformed and pressured.
Bureaucracies
An organizational model by a hierarchy of authority, a clear division of labor, explicit rules and procedures and impersonality in personnel matters. 
Central element: Weber was interested in the process by which traditional methods of social organization, characterized by informality and spontaneity, are gradually replaced by efficiently administered formal rules and procedures that was accelerated during the industrial revolution. 
The very characteristics that define Weber’s idealized bureaucracy can create or worsen the problems that many people associate with this type of organization.

Feature in industrialized societies
Members desire to be identified with a special group
Youth gangs
Initialization (ritual)
Biker gangs in Canada, 
Quebec biker war – good essay topic
160 people dead.

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Sociological Question about Deviance and Crime

What is deviance?
Deviance is all about norms and normativity-deviance is simply something that is AB normal.
Deviance can be a behaviour/belief/condition that strays or differs from norm.
Deviant does not necessarily mean wrong (tattoos), perverted (sexual fetishes), or abnormal (belief in ghosts
It is a relative category. Changes with time/ place and culture
Eg. Homosexuality was once viewed in Canada as a type of deviant behaviour
Definitions of deviance often reflect social power
DSM (diagnostic and statistical Manual for Mental Illness)
DSM 1st edition (<2000) labels homosexuality as mental illness
DSM 4th edition (2000) labels homophobia as a type of phobic disorder
But definitions of deviance also reflect what many people consider reasonable and desirable, e.g. not being naked in public
Culture and social norms of behavior are necessary and desirable – they provide a model for how we should behave
Deviance is about social control and continuity – Norms of belief, behaviour etc.
Deviance is also about social change – challenging norms of belief and behaviour etc.
If there was no deviance in society then society would not charge
If there was no norms of behaviour in society then it would be impossible to have a stable and functioning society
There is seldom total agreement within a culture about what is deviant
Contested deviance is knows as conflict deviance
Conflict deviance is a disagreement among groups over whether or not something is deviant e.g. smoking marijuana, same sex marriage in the USA
Social Constructionism proposes that elements of social life – including deviance, as well as gender, race and other elements – are not natural but are established or created by society or culture
Definitions/Ideas of Deviance are socially created and not ‘naturally’ occurring/self evident.

Deviance and Sanctions
Positive and negative sanctions are the main way through which e all enforce the norms of social conduct
We are constantly reproducing our culture.
Sanctions can be verbal and non verbal.
Negatively sanctioning a person who does something wrong: Verbal: showing the finger, yelling at person, non-verbal: dirty look
When you positively sanction a person, you reinforce the norm. 
When you negatively sanction certain behaviours you also reinforce the norm.

Types of Deviance
Overt deviance – explicit and visible actions that violate some cultural/social norm.
Covert deviance – Implicit or assumed underlying characteristic age, race gender etc.
Sociologists are interested in covert deviance and how certain groups can become labeled deviant
Racial Profiling is an example of covert deviance
Racial profiling are actions undertaken supposedly for reasons of safety, security, or public protection, based on racial stereotypes, rather than on reasonable suspicion. Actions are taken due to your membership in certain groups.
Poverty can be considered a covert characteristics of deviance
The assumption that poorer people are more likely to be deviant that middle-class/wealthy people

Stigma and Deviance
A stigma is a social attribute that is seen to discredit an individual’s social identity
Many countries/cultures stigmatize sex-work/prostitution
When a person/group is stigmatized their social status and they are stained or marked. They carry it.
Erving Goffman (1963) identified three types of stigma
Body stigma: stigma that centers on the physical body e.g. disability, body shape and size
Moral stigma: ‘blemishes’ of individual character e.g. women who have casual sex with multiple partners are sometimes (and wrongly) called ‘sluts’ or ‘prostitutes’ AND people with deviant body shape are considered lazy, self-indulgent, greedy etc
People with tattoos are considered less respectable/more criminal especially in the job market
Tribal Stigma – stigmatization of an entire group of people, Jews in Nazi Germany and Muslims in Pose 9/11 USA

Crime and Deviance
Often deviant behaviour is also considered criminal behaviour
Example: drunk and drive, staling, murder
Emile Durkheim (1858-1917) argues that the law was how social norms became codifies in society
If it is deviant, it will be illegal
The law reflects the collective consciousness of society, J-walking [lots of things that we do illegal, but are not considered deviant by society]
He argues that crime actually helps to reinforce social solidarity – i.e. it served a position function in society
Eg. When you see a person break a legal norm (serious), you get angry.
Laws mark the boundaries of acceptable and unacceptable behaviour in any society, in much the same way that norms represent specific social guide-lines.
Crime has an integrating function, in that public alarm and outrage at criminal acts serves to draw the law-abiding closer together.
Vancouver/Stanley/Cup Riot
Crimes bring people closer together
This according to Durk, serves to increase levels of social solidarity
Anomie, therefore, was seen by Durk to be a very dangerous phenomenon, mainly because when people no-longer believe in their obligation to others they revert to self-interrest
One major criticism of Durkheims general work in relation to crima has been the idea that he ignores the way in which power is a significant variable in relation to the way in laws are created and maintained in any society
Robert Merton attempted to adapt Durk general ideas about anomie to specific social situation and circumstances
Social Strain Theory
P

Two big problem with Merton’s Social Strain Theory
Why do wealthy people steal?
What about non-economic crimes such as assault, murder and rape?
The concept of white collar crime was introduced by Edwin Sutherland in 1949
Prev research had focused on the poor and the crimes they committed
White collar crimes is a crime committed by a person of respectable position
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Two types of white collar
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Social stratification is the hierarchical arrangement of large social groups based on their control over basic resources. 

Social mobility: is the movement of individuals or groups from one level in a stratification system to another.
Intergenerational mobility: is the social movement experienced by family members from one generation to the next
Intragenerational mobility: is the social movement of individuals within their own lifetime
Eg: poor student getting educated and get a job and join the middle class or doing business and 
When did social stratification begin?
Mycenean shaft
Social stratification

PLUTARCH – he talked about the negative impact of social stratification on people who do not have control over resources leading to inequality.
The Mayan people shared the real stratification for a long time. This was based on climatic change and their use of environment. Religion at that point in time was very important and gave rise to classes which is an evidence of stratification. 
Social stratification and religion
Religion is the sign of the oppressed creature, the feeling of a heartless world and the soul of soulless circumstances. It is the opium of the people. 
Marx was economist but he also analyzed social stratification. In early days, temple was where they provided needs. He tells people it is okay to have little control resources in this birth but maybe next it will be okay.
Classical Perspective on Social class
According to Karl Marx, relation to means of production determines the strata. Like a pyramid. The capitalist own the means of production like land, machinery, copyright, and thus they rule.
This is why society was divided and the BASIC DIVISION.
Max Weber says it is simply the access to wealth
The Growth of the State:
Degree of class conflict. People have moved from sharing, after the industrialized movement, we have small people who own it. 
We have two classes where capitalist own everything and the rest work.
We have 2 major classes: 95% workers and 5% owners.
Marx points to ideology like religion, uneducation. The degree of class conflict will determine the stratified system will last or not.
Two major classes in the modern world:
Capitalist: consists of those who own the means of production. Land and capital
Workinga (proletariat): those who must sell their labour to the owners in order to earn enough to survive. 
Other terms
Material interest: Capitalist tend to hold on to their land and capital
ExploitaionL the bourgeouisie take from the working clas what is due them fr their own profit
At the time of Marx, there was no middle class. 
Karl Marx
Alienation: The feeling of powerlessness and estrangement from other people from oneself
The capitalist maintain position on top of the class structure termed the “superstructure”
Class struggle consists of the struggle between the two classes
Class conflict: the struggle between the capitalist and working classes. Any society that is stratified is doomed. The sheer existence of a hierarchy would bring this class conflict. The 95% would not accept and will show the capitalist that they are alienated and there will be a revolution to break this stratification.
Marx Weber
Theme: There is no one factor defines class. Culture as well as access to societal 
Approach
Prestige: the respect with which a person or status position is regarded by others.
Power: the ability of people or groups to achieve their goals despite opposition from others (From Weber’s insight, current sociologists use the term socioeconomic.
Status: to refer to a combined measure that attempts to classify individuals, families, or a household in terms of factor such as income, occupation, and education to determine class position.

Civil society:
In the 20th century; Diverse interest of groups that operate outside the government to organize aspects of life. Why socialist focus or interested in this is how this has started and why it exists. 
Comprising carious group:
Institutional supporting statuses (churches, schools)
Institutions that oppose the state (trade unions, environmental groups)
These institutions although they are not part of power making, they play a role in this stratification. 
Antonio Gramsci
1891-1937
Italian scolar, political prisoner
Son of minor civil servant (lower middle class)
“The prison Notebooks”
He criticized the educational system in Italy. 
He was sent to jail and we much stop this brain from working. When he was in prison, he wrote the prison notebooks, back of cigarette packets. In this book, he introduces the tem Hegemony.
Why does stratification exist?
Arise ya workers from ya slumbers. Why they did not arise?
Hegemony
The permeation throughout society of an entire system of values, attitudes, beliefs, and morality that has the effect of supporting the status quo in power relations. 
Systems of stratification
One example of a stratified society is slavery:
Slavery is the extreme form of stratification in which some people are owned by other where one person possess another human.
This is more likely in a closed system, where people are slaves (defined by birthright) and treated as property where they have no control over their lives. 
Caste system: In still strives in many places in India till now. Class system in India, is a prime example of social stratification. It is based on occupation, your surname. Also in south Africa, racial stratification existed. 
Inequality:
We live in one of the most stratifies society
We are one of the most stratified society
We have no racist or caste stratification, but still we are highly stratified
Riches 1% of people in the world receives as much as the bottom 57%
In 2009 top executives earned 425 times the average wage of a blue-collar worker, up from 326:1 1998
Conflict Perspectives
Core values in Canada emphasize the importance of material possessions, hard work, individual initiatives to get ahead, and behaviour that supports the existing social structure
Thesis: Culture supports the capitalist social structure.
A stratified system supported by Canadian ideology, laws, the valorization of wealth and power and discrimination.
What role does the unemployed play in the perspective of conflict perspectives. – we have a surplus of labour. He would watch outside the gates. We have to have a permanent unemployed class that threated the working class. 
Feminist perspectives:
Focus: Social inequalities WITHIN a social class
Gender is added to class to result in a  “double effect”
Evidence:
many women work in low paying positions
Their average income is less that men
Women, more than men, 
Functionalist perspectives:
Davis claimed that social inequality was not nly inevitable but necessary for the smooth functioning of society. 
Davis-Moore thesis:
All societies have important tasks that must be accomplisdhes
Some positions are more important than the others
The most important positions must be filled by the most qualified people

Where did individuals will power go
Economic determination: he saw all of the problems are rooted in the economy. Base of society is the economy and all improvement can only come from alterations of this.
Russian two revolutions 1905 (failure) and 1917, 
Leninism: party thinks for the proletariat
Axiam of Marxist analysis of society “….”

Weber Works:
He publishes protestant ethnic and the spirit of capitalism – max webers major publication
The soc of religion in 1920
Economy and soc1922
Methodology of social sci 1949
He says his works were dialogue with Marx’s ghost
Theme: no one factor defines class. Many factors like culture, access to important social and political power.
He also studied the rise of capitalism
How did it come about
Why some countries adapted capitalism readily but others did not
These are some important countries – culture, religion, ethnicity is important. Perhaps if we see the patch work of European states, he said the answer could be found in religion.
Protestantism overtook Catholicism after the Reformation os the 1500’s
He says that after Martin Luther, protestant were better?
Led to the development of capitalism
Protestant belief system encouraged people to EMBRACE CHANGE
Catholic belief – one should be happy with one’s love and not be greed for materialistics or hierarchies. 
Protestants: denounced greed but encourages hard work, saving money and investing money. Most of the successful towns were protestants.

Emile Durkheim:
Why does the class stick together?
Mechanic solidarity:
Early society and not much division of labour (primitive or  premature) 
Such society are relatively modest. They are similar
Men and women involve in similar activities
The few distinct institutions like religion, give some values and reinforce some other.
Before industrialization, the society was mechanical solidarity
They experience high social of moral integrity (Durkheim focuses so much on morality)
It is the reason that they last long.
Most behaviours are rooted on social norms.
There is a lack of judicial or legal systems
It is by the Acceptance of norms
Collective conscience of what is right and wrong
Collective conscience embraces individual embraces
There is a little sense of personal options
It is linked also to the economy (Marxist shade)
Organic:
Modern society today
A byproduct of division of labour
After industrial revolution
As it becomes more complex, individuals play specialize role and they become dissimilar
We ve lost mechanical solidarity
We have all  diff experience from wake to sleep
Collective conscience: Indivdual here have less in common. But they become more dependent on each other for survival
The growth of individualism becomes inevitable. 
The growth of individualism results from the growing division of labour
It is a pessimistic view
With the loosening of the common rules, we loose a sense of community or group identity
Social bond is therefore weakened 
Reference to moral guidance again
Loosening leads to anomie – feeling of lost
There is no longer similarities or moral barometer
They become selfish 

Anthony Giddens:
Last major contribution to the analysis of the society
He comes up with a structuration theory
Giddens analysis both
Social life is more than random individual acts
It is not a micro level activity
It is not sufficient for explaining massive and rapid social change itself
Is like wheel
The rim is the institution and the spokes are individuals
Universe of not pregiven
We are producing it
Interpretative sociology:
Focused on understanding agency and motive of individuals
Idens close to ver than Durkheim
Its not a collectivy society or individual analysis
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
