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GDP
· Gross Domestic Product  Value of goods and services produced within that country for a year in that country, per capita means its been divided by the number of people in the country, used to be the only reliable data
GNP
· Gross National Product/income Includes income from a country made beyond its borders, income made in other countries but the money ultimately ends up in Canada, if one sends money back from a country outside its boarders
· Began to be used 2 years ago
PPP
· Purchasing Power Parity  Always expressed in U.S $ currency, countries with high GFP’s might end up with low PPP’s because US dollar can buy less in other countries
· Way of making comparisons more fair
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Measuring Development

Inadequacies of DGP/GNI
· Our well being is dependent on so much more then earned income 
· Comparability across nations 
· May capture inequality between nations but tells us nothing about inequalities within nations 
· BRICS nations  Brazil, Russia, India, china, (South Africa) = classified as emerging economies
· Averages are pointless because there is such a different range of class wealth
· Captures only market activity – goods and services that are brought and sold as commodities 
· Ignores reproductive labor and care economy
· Ignores “underground economy” and underestimates “informal activities”
· Underground economy is typically illegal 
· Does not distinguish between socially and/or environmentally constructive and destructive activities 
· Things that add to GDP  school shootings in the US – people are buying more guns, but this is good for the GDP
· Inability to incorporate ethical and moral concerns 
· UNDP (united nations development program)  Is a way of comparing human development in different countries
· UNDP produced the human development index; a new tool to measure human income

Human Development Index
· The human development index (HDI) is a summary composite index that measures a country’s average achievements in three basic aspects of human development: health, knowledge, and income
· By capturing life expectancy, you include infant mortality 
· Education of people 25 and older, and the average amount of schooling for children in school
· A lot of income that a country acquires comes from outside countries and people sending home money etc… 
· First developed by economist Mahbub ul Haq
· It was introduced as an alternative to conventional measure so national development, such as level of income and the rate of economic growth

Miss Representation Film 
· Advertisements are meant to make people feel insecure
· The media is sending out a message of what they think people should like and what they deem is appropriate
· American women end up spending more money trying to conform to these myths 
· Girls learn to see themselves as objects  self objectification = leads to the likelihood of eating disorders, depression, lower GPA’s
· You are left with a whole generation of women who are less likely to run for office or to vote – effects society 
· Women make up 51% of the us population therefore it is problematic that many are being swayed by the media because then they wont stand up to make a difference or become leaders 
· Without more women in politics it question political legitimacy 
· Extreme gender bias in politics (examples of Givenchy running for youth office position)
· Politics and leadership are considering to be more men while women are discouraged to pursue their ambitions 
· Only 16% of protagonists in films are women 
· Mainstream movies are generally stories of men’s lives. “Chick flicks” still generally revolve around a male figure 
· When women are leaders (ex devil wears prada) we see them as bitchy leaders who have given up everything to get to where they are 
· Widespread exposure of women as sex products “body props”
· In g-rated movies the characters are just as likely to wear similar clothing as those in r – rated movies (little mermaid bra top, jasmines crop top, Tinkerbelle’s short dress) 
· Value women as child bearer 
· When a female reached 39 or 40 “she needs to go away”
· In TV women are considered to be bitchy, stupid, vindictive, gold-diggers, natural enemies, not to be trusted, BY OTHER WOMEN 
· In the 50’s, women’s only power was her beauty 
· In the news, many female journalists are objectives and sexualized 
· “We are living in a nation of teenage boys, we don’t know what to make of the women in front of us so we look at her legs, her boobs, and her hair, and maybe down the line we’ll get to actually listen to what she is saying”
· The scrutinization that women get far surpasses what men get
· Sarah Palin was ditzified and sexualize where as Hilary Clinton became more masculine and lost
· The media has always fit overwhelmingly in the hands of man
· As you go up in the media fewer amounts of people in colour exists up in the ladder 
· In a democracy where we talk about equality and unity…. You really only have half of the population participating 
· Media industry dominated by male. People who employ others tend to hire other people who reflect themselves therefore men will hire main and so on
· Symbolic annihilation: where do you fit in 
· See a world a certain way, don’t really challenge it, just allow it to continue to replicate “Create what you know”
· Turning women into a “thing” is the first step to justifying violence against them 
· 1 in 6 girls are survivors of rape 
· Burdens are being put on the shoulders of boys to look out and treat women right, but their role models don’t do that 
· We need to shift our focus to social responsibility

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Gender and Leadership 
· When you want to make systemic change you needs leaders who have money and acumen to make that change happen
· Of the ten largest nations in the world, five have had women leader
· Bangladesh, Brazil, India, Indonesia, and Pakistan
· The other fire countries: China, Russia, the US, Nigeria, and Japan have not elected a women leader
· Glass ceiling: When women get to the top there is a metaphorical glass ceiling which stops them from going any further then they already are; they can see the ceiling but can’t achieve it; the ceiling is very hard to smash
· Glass cliff: When women are hired as CEO’s of business, it is often in times of crisis; women leaders are brought in not always, but often, as a caretaker because they need to do something to help that organization that is in trouble. This problem is that this scandal is not known therefore it makes it seem like the women are the problem 

Gender Prejudice – Appearance
· Too much focus on appearance takes away from leadership
· Women politicians are judges far more harshly than male politicians
· Media does not take women seriously; Miss Representations

Media Prejudice
· Women’s voices are not being heard
· Men are speaking of women’s issues, birth control, abortion etc
· We are not only about men, but we are written by men 

“The media is supposed to reflect the views of everybody. How much is it really reflecting the views of women in this country? Harriet Harman, Deputy Leader, UK Labor Party”

“You can’t be what you can’t see” – Marie Wilson, Miss Representations
The White House Project  a way to try and get more women into political power (it has been shutdown) 

Leadership Diversity 
· Women lead in very different ways
· Some appeal to ideas of motherhood and traditional women’s roles 
· “For millennia, women have dedicated themselves to the task of nurturing, protecting and caring for the young and old… It is time to apply in the arena of the world the wisdom and experience that women have gained” (Adler, p. 155)  Aung San Sun Kyi, Adler won the Nobel peace price; she was before under house arrest for 20 years. 
· She won the election but was not allowed in the office because they did not want a women leader
· Since women leaders use a different approach in order to fight gender prejudice, one that is more combative in style 
· First openly gay woman to lead a country elected in Iceland in 2009
· Kathleen Wynne is the first openly gay woman leader to lead a Canadian province, 2013 (“elephant in the room”)
· Gender diversity can transform the political agenda
· For example, in Norway, policies focused on environment; employment; youth and children (Adler, Global Women Political Leaders, p 151)
· One of the biggest problems in women’s leadership is that they have to BELIEVE they can lead 

Research Findings
· Gender socialization can have a negative influence on a women’s leadership potential
· Lack of role – models major problem
· Prejudice adversely affects women’s leadership
· Ethical dilemma – speaking ones truth is constrained by institutional factors 
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Bhutto Documentary
· Benazir Bhutto was assassinated in 2007
· First female prime minister of an Islamic country
· Benazir Bhutto
· Assassinated in 2007
· She was the first female prime minister of an Islamic country 
· Returned to Pakistan after 8 years in exile
· Was killed by a bomb 
· Pakistan recognized as one of the largest mass migrations in history
· More then 60 languages spoken
· English is the official language used in business etc
· 67% male literacy 42% female
· 700,000 military troops
· Over 2 million students in religious enrolment 
· 9824 killed by terrorism
· 80-100 war heads 
· Born on June 21st 1953
· Family spent three days in mourning that a girl had been born
· Her father was the quintessential charismatic personality
· Went to USC, Berkley and Oxford
· Her father was a famous admired public figure
· Her father went to the white house and met with Kennedy
· He was a huge public figure, role model, every boy wanted to be like him
· Nicknamed the Kennedys of Pakistan
· Benazir came from a wealthy well-known family 
· Her father was trying to change Pakistan to make progress, tried to give people the opportunity to move upwards and become a middle class
· Her father didn’t make her wear a burqa because he did not believe in the gender divide that was in Pakistan
· Benazir went to Harvard
· Interested in the world and politics
· Her father went to the UN and made peace with India
· Slogan of Pakistan ‘food, clothing and shelter’
· Her father created a compromise with India which involved a return of 95,000 Pakistan prisoners from India
· She watched her father as the president and modeled after him
· When India detonated a nuclear weapon on Pakistan, Bhutto lost all of his preliminary ideologies and just wanted to fight back
· His alliances became his enemies 
· Bhutto became accused of murder, fear of attack against the family at school in the states
· Benazir would have deep conversation with her father about leadership whilst she visited him in prison, normally this type of advice is given to the eldest son however in this case it was given to the eldest child and he believed Benazir although she is a women was the best candidate
· His chief of staff General Zia is the one who turned against Ziar and got him put in jail
· General Zia knew that he couldn’t continue until Ziar was dead
· Therefore he ordered Ziar’s death
· Bhutto’s death changed the atmosphere in Pakistan
· ‘If they could kill Bhutto who can they not kill’
· Pakistan became under Islamic law which caused, public beatings, public hanging, no sex before marriage, no traveling etc
· This occurred due to Pakistan’s new dictator 
· All of the textbooks specially printed by the University of Nebraska
· Benazir’s little brother tried to create a group outside of the country that would overrun the government of Zia (the general that the father hired)
· Benazir became known as associated with her ‘terrorist’ brothers therefore she was thrown into a class C cell in the middle of the desert 
· Benazir complained about ear problems, instead of medicine they gave her tranquilizers
· The Pakistani dictator ultimately thought he could kill Benazir too
· Osama bin laden was part of the soldiers fighting against the Soviet invasion, the US at one point was supporting Bin Laden and his fellow people
· The dictator ultimately thought that in order to fight the war was to build a bomb
· Didn’t Bhutto get in trouble for wanting to build a nuclear weapon?
· Zia spoke to Pell a senate of the US, when he asked him about Benazir’s imprisonment he lied and said she was under house arrest in a gorgeous house
· Benazir was released from prison because she was in fear of dying
· 1985, Benazir’s brother dies from being poisoned
· This causes Benazir to return to Pakistan to continue the vision of a democratic Pakistan that her father envisioned
· She used her contacts in the Arab world to build an alliance against the dictatorship
· When Benazir arrived in Pakistan she was celebrated by the public
· People would hold up banners that said ‘forgive us for not coming out for your father’
· In 1987 she had a marriage arranged 
· Her husband came from a modest background
· Last person to be thought of for an arranged marriage as she was such an independent person
· Her wedding resembled a Bolly wood movie, was not elite people were allowed to come in and eat and dance
· She had such power that she could have asked the public to lynch zia but she did not because she believed in the power of the vote and that her father never wanted bloodshed
· 1988, she was pregnant however she fooled Zia because she knew he would obtain her medical record and organize the campaign right for when the baby was due so she wouldn’t be able to campaign
· She got her medical record switched
· Zia’s plane exploded in air, however his flight was handle strictly by the military, no civilian was able to contribute in it
· She was elected to become prime minister of Pakistan
· At age of 35 she became the youngest and the first women to be the prime minister of Pakistan
· First day in office she freed all political prisons, provided villages with drinking water, build primary and secondary school, created a women’s police station
· Had the power to change how Islamic men viewed Islamic women
· “I think it is important to be a women”
· “She would walk into a room and you would see this women leader with all of these men following behind”- Benazir’s daughter
· “Democracy is the greatest revenge”- Benazir 
· ISI attempts in regards to public relations to damage her, weeks before the re-election
· Her opponent who was the protégé of Zia tried to take over
· Her whole focus was on the struggle of democracy
· 1990, her government was removed by the army
· Benazir’s husband gets arrested and is held hostage under her political government 
· They offered her husband freedom in exchange for Benazir to remove herself from government forever
· Her husband never agreed
· Sacrifice is the word that describes their marriage
· The US turned its back on Pakistan when the soviets were removed, left Pakistan to fend for itself against Afghanistan
· Benazir was the one who discussed the danger posed by the Taliban and the Al Qaeda
· 1993, 19th of October Benazir was elected as the prime minister of Pakistan for the second time 
· The religious groups of Islam saw Benazir as a threat
· She dispelled the myth that a women cannot be ‘tough’
· She wasn’t a feminist 
· 1981, she has political differences with her brother
· Her brother retuned to Pakistan and was arrested at the airport
· The corruption of Benazir the second time was more intense then the first time
· Benazir’s brother was killed by gunfire
· Benazir was accused of her brother’s murder
· Niece is the one accusing Benazir 
· Benazir was again released as prime minister
· Benazir moves to Dubai to take care of her children and her mother
· Speeches she had to give were in regards to her husband being in jail and her trying to save money for children college funds, this did not show her as a rich family the way the accusations portrayed her
· Pakistan believed they needed the Islamic groups of Taliban and Al Qaeda to prevent another invasion from India
· Military is in control of Pakistan
· Benazir explains that the dictator fears her because she represents democracy and he wants to deprive Pakistan of health and of education
· Her husband was taken away from his family strictly for political reasons
· “You cannot have a functioning democracy in a country where people cannot read and write”
· The Pakistan leaders would provide Osama Bin Laden’s camps with recruited people, he was allowed to function freely
· Benazir is in Dubai and is anxious to find a way to return to clear Pakistan’s name for being the blame and the cause of 9/11 and the terrorist attacks
· 2004, Benazir’s husband is released after 11 years in jail
· 11 and a half years in prison and he has no conviction
· Benazir planned to return to Pakistan after 8 years in exile and to return to power
· She parades the street and then at night two suicide bombs went off 
· Benazir however escapes the assassination attack
· Benazir was killed in a second assassination attempt with a bomb and three gunshots
· Segal received an email from Benazir which said she will hold Mushalaf responsible for anything that happens to her
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
