Power: the capacity to shape or transform a given situation, determine outcomes and to act upon the actions of others

Nationalism: social-cultural practice concerned with forging an identity of boundedness, continuity and homogeneity encompassing diversity in relationship to a political state
Cultural Citizenship: hegemonic form of social meaning and power that provide notions of who belongs to the nation and who does not
Xenophobia: an intense dislike of those deemed to be foreigners to the polity
[bookmark: _GoBack]Diasporas: people who view themselves as members of ethnic communities who have left but maintain links with their homelands
