Sex & Gender
Feminist perspective
· Belief that men and women are equal, valued and have equal rights
· Belief that women are subordinate to men
· Male power: patriarchy, women don’t have a say at all
Sex
· Sex is biological
· Gender: is social
· Chromosomal difference
· Primary sexual differences are genitalia differences used to difference between male and female
· Secondary: generally applies to everyone but differences in males larger sizes
Gender
· Not sexual or biological
· Culture construction
· Social
· How you are socialized to be (masculine or feminine)
· How men and female are expected to behave
Gender studies
· We have a feminist perspective
· But gender don’t only look at females
· Look at males also, homosexual, transgender
· Most are dominant by feminist perspective
· Separate however from feminist perspective
Sexism
· Most societies were patriarchy 
· Dominant rule in social relation in history
· Matriarchy are very rare
· Matriarchy: when males are at war, not just that women have a say but they control
· Patriarchy lingers on
· We have been under patriarchy for so long that some things do continue even though we don’t have a patriarchy anymore
Third gender
· Two spirits
· Men who chose not to go to war or fulfill their duties as males would act and dress more like females
· Not discriminated against, and welcomed
Gender stratification
· 3 factors are important in determining the gendered division of labour in society
· whether you are agriculturer or 
· supply and demand of labour
· extent to which women’s child-rearing practices are compatible with certain kinds of labour
· most of history, women were seemed incompatible to work cus of child rearing but this is changing
Sexual Dimorphism
· means two bodies
· 40% difference
· sexual exclusivity: when they started walking with two legs, men went further to hunt or gather but come back to protect their female
· women more attracted to larger males which with natural selection explains why males are larger now
Hunting and gathering
· equitable gender relationship
· still have little stratification, little differences between males and females
Man the hunter versus women the gatherer
· started to see hunting as more important
· men who provided most 
· women gathered successfully everyday 
· whereas the males frequently came back empty handed
· Ju/wasi usually used to represent our ancestor past
Gender & Archaeology
· Men were the dominant, influenced our history
· Men were buried with gold
· Also had famous women
· Women figurines: large butt, breast and belly, seen as fertile objects, faceless 
· Used as mother godess
Horticultural and Pastoral
· Pastoral: domestication of large animals to provide food
· Herding by men
· Women: their primary value is their ability to bear children
· Goddess figure disappears from records
· When we abandon hunting, have more children because they don’t have to travel and explosion in population
· After that, women dissapear from archeological records: they become a treat because they can have a child every year, have too many children and land cant provide

· Hortical: can grow their own food
· Women have a very important imput, look after house, 
· Men clear field and go to war
· Neither sex controls a food supply
Women’s work
· Women tended the field, manufactured clothing…
· Could not become a soldier among the Iroquois 
· Voted men and dominating by men
· Only thing women could do is veto but they couldn’t become chief themselves
· Still patriarchy, although some women are high
· Women could divorce
· Men went away for long trips and women assumed men roles


· During the war
· What really leads to explosion of feminist: when men come back from work males get their jobs back and women are let off
· Second wave of feminist


· Now
· Women lead numerous nations
· Great development in feminism
· Women have excelled and shown their leadership skills
· Women fought for equality
The ‘weaker’ sex
· Physical and social weakness have made slaves of women
· Money and funding is given mostly to men for machinery 
Gender issues in the future
· Sexual harrasement has been criminalized
· Perception that men are stronger still lingers
· Pay gap should continue to decline
· More men stay at home
· Double day image likely to continue
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
