Key terms. 

1. Civilization =_from_. civitas=city. An ensemble of cultures with varying degrees of melding. Civilizations have ‘fuzzy”, ‘porous_ boundaries, that expand and contract over time and are thereby, flexible. Civilizations are in varying degrees___ tolerant, accessible, inclusive, urban and cosmopolitan_._ _

 2. Culture = L. cultus – cult. Also, associated with: worship, care, cultivation. Verb form, colere = to till, to guard, to tend, to respect. Hence agriculture. Therefore, culture is associated with the particular as opposed to the universal, to the provincial as opposed to the urban, the rustic as opposed to the sophisticated. Cultures have ‘hard’, ‘rigid’ boundaries making them difficult to cross and thereby are exclusive, often requiring perceptions and practices in the form of initiation and ritual. 

3. Material Cause=– Most fundamental element, i.e. wood 

4. Formal Cause = Necessary but not the sufficient cause i.e. door 

5. Agency = Learning the relation between #3 and #4 and bringing it into appearance (usually with tools) 

6. Final Cause = The justification of the object with either use or beauty as a measure. 

7. Public vs Private = Traditionally the private realm was that of the home, linked to biological necessity, associated with darkness and thereby the unseen. (=non-appearance) and tied to the rhythms of the body(=necessity). The function of the private is housekeeping (=G. O’Ekonomea / the Economy). What takes place here? That which is necessary for life, production, through labor and reproduction through breeding. The Private Realm(=household) consists of a man, woman and children, and, perhaps slaves. On leaving this realm one crosses the threshold (=boundary)O End enters into the public, a.k.a., ‘the bright light of appearance’, a realm that is potentially both public and political. It is a realm where work can be done and cities can be built providing a stage where free men can speak and act before others, and acting (=action) and speaking are the substance of politics. 

Dike: a Greek term that defines justice. Based on a tradition that brings moral order and fair judgment.

Natural Law: one of the four laws defined by St.Thomas Aquinas. Natural law is a human participation in eternal law through reason and will. Human will interpret eternal law of God by deciding what is good and what is evil.

Suffering Servant: A term found in the book of Isaiah. Refers to the Jewish people as “suffering servants”. They are continually suffering in the way they live, they are waiting for their master/savior to save them.

Lamb of God: Mentioned in the book of Isaiah. A sacrifice one makes to strive away from their sins and do this by providing a sacrifice to God. Abraham was to sacrifice his beloved son for God. 

Chaerephon: A friend brought up in the trial of Socrates. He is dead when spoken about in the Apology. Chaerephon accompanied Socrates to Delphi, where the Oracle stated Socrates was the wisest man of all. Socrates was searching for the wisest man, and what made a wise man.

Doxa: mentioned in Plato’s Republic. It means the opinion in Greek. The level of understanding gained by the mind when its activity is directed to things. 

Polemarchus: His name means the war ruler. Son of Kephalos. Defends his father after Socrates “disagrees” with Kephalos definition of justice. Polemarchus believes that justice is helping friends and harming enemies. 

Glaucon: His name means the gleaming one. A student of Socrates. He argues that justice is the underlying concern of human self-interest. 

Thrasymachus: his name means bold fighter. He jumps in the conversation of Polemarchus and Socrates and denies that justice has a virtue. He has no real argument to his cause though. 

Miletus: One of the three men, who accused Socrates of atheism. Miletus was a poet, so he was very respected in Athens. The only accuser to speak during Socrates trial.

Aristophanes: Another man who accused Socrates. He turned a lot of people against Socrates from the beginning. He made plays that depict the war like Clouds and Assembly of Women. Greeks needed a scapegoat because of the spiritual crisis so Socrates was targeted. 

Peloponnesian War: A war like no other that caused a spiritual crisis Athens and Greece could not get over. It’s how politics and philosophy first started, politics is war with boundaries.

Gyges: mentioned in Glaucon’s speech of justice. The term refers to the ownership of the power of becoming invisible at will. It questions the idea of how exactly would someone use this power. Would they open doors and so forth or would they use the power to their own advantage. 

Lycon: One of the three people that accused Socrates. He is a politician and Oriator a prosecutor n the trial of Socrates. 

Piraeus: The biggest port in Ancient Greece. Socrates had to go down to the port from the city. It was believed that Zeus put two evils at each end and when they met at the middle it created the center of the world. Kephalos house, the second party where the republic takes place is in the center between the city and the port. 

Time as history: Time has a direction to it. In the bible we look at our past and present in order to influence the future. You can only make sense of Genesis (the past) after reading Exodus. The past and present are reconciled by the future. 

Three Waves: Wave One- education for men and women, Socrates believes that women should have an equal education because they raise children. Wave Two- abolishing the community. In this sense Socrates means not having a private household. Everybody feeds the children together no longer links to anyone. Wave Three- the philosopher king because someone needs to regulate the city. 

O Kalokagathos: The Gentlemen. A combination of good and beautiful in a person. Greeks believe that this was present in all human beings and it is this virtue that allows for the founding of cities and the development of justice systems. Essential to being political, a citizen and participating in the community. 

Polemos pater pan ton: This translates from Heraclitus who said “War is the father of all things.”

Cyclical Time/ Uni-linear time: 

The Greeks viewed their time as cyclical time. Life-death-life-death. It can also be looked at as above them were eternity and the gods and below them was the underworld of shades. 

The Christians and Jews viewed their time as uni-linear time because it was simply past, present, future. Working towards an end. 

“Turn these stones into bread”: From the gospel of Matthew Jesus was tested three time by the Devil/Satan to use his divine powers. Satan promised Jesus if he used his powers he would receive kingdoms and lands. Christ did not break any boundaries nor did he rebel against God. 
John the Baptist: He was chosen by God to set the stage for Jesus to the people as their savior. He was part of uni linear time with a divine purpose. He also baptized Jesus.

The Creed of Nicaea: St. Augustine was one of the bishops at the conference that interpreted scriptures. The creed is the passport of membership in the Christian Community…the ten commandments.

Four virtues: The four virtues are wisdom, courage, moderation and justice. These virtues constitute appropriate actions for a man. 
Ademantus: He is the brother of Glaukon, his name means the dauntless or cool one. He believes that no one praises justice for its own sake but only for the reward it allows you to reap in both life and the after life.

Phaleas: He is a communist. He is ademantus city of sows read into reality and Plato’s second wave of abolishing the household/family life.

Hippodamus: He is a city planner, his ideas were for every street to be straight, 3 classes, lands divided in three’s and mathematical rule. Aristotle did not agree with him believing Hippodamus was far too intellectual. 

Crito: A play written by Plato, and a character friends with Socrates. The conversation between Socrates and Crito consist of Crito trying to get Socrates to run away before he is killed. Socrates argues it would be unjust if he ran away. Socrates agrees to follow the right authority and will not disobey his penalty of death.
Genesis Myth: The account of the appearances of non-human and human. In Genesis we study the creation of man, the rebellion, suffering and sacrifices.

Exodus: Gods plan is unfolded and it is what we call history. It’s about God and his chosen people. Exodus explains the suffering in Genesis. 

Political Messiah: In the Hebrew Book, the Jews believe a savior on a white horse will come save them. 

Gospel: In the Christian Bible there are four gospels; Luke, John, Marc and Matthew which consist of the life of Jesus Christ. Matthew the one we studied in class is the foundational gospel upon which the church is founded, Matthews’ written is also the most Jewish a bridge between the Hebrew and Christian Bible.

House of David: Matthew fulfills the prophesy of the King of David. The messiah/savior must come from the line of David.

Oracle of Delphi: The oracle from the Gods state that Socrates is the wisest man because he knows he isn’t the wisest man. Socrates sets out to find men who think they are wise to ask them about their ideas of virtue, love and good. This oracle in party is what leads him to be found guilty in his trial. 

8. Action = Entails a risk because you can never know for certain how it will work out. Because action is risky, it is dangerous and therefore requires courage. Action involves choice or the will, to decide, and to do. The result of action is Process. The “raging flood” of Process “sweeps” other actors in it wake and forces them upon the stage. Action begets History. 

9. Perceptions = Ways of seeing, ways of viewing (=pertains to consciousness and thought) 

10. Practices = Ways of being, ways of doing (=pertains to making and acting) 

11. Spiritual Crisis = a crisis of the spirit. ( G. krisis + thymos) a situation that is so acute that one is not able to make sense of his experience because the cognitive roots together with the vocabulary that is used to express it no longer function. A Spiritual Crisis occurs when our Over Arching Metaphor becomes up rooted from its experiential ground which disallows the identification of what in our experience concerns us most. A Spiritual Crisis is a loss of s sense of where we are going, where we have been or who we are. Crisis can mean death, but also rebirth. 

12. Over-arching metaphor = a comprehensive comparison used to explain the world around you. G. meta and phoros = to carry across, up 

13. Underlying Concern(s) – That which one focuses upon in the multi-varied ensemble of experience because it is familiar (=habit/comfort), or appears helpful (=interest) or curious( = desiring to know what it is ) or because it is utterly unknown and must be radically , hence dangerously questioned ( what it means, i.e., desiring to know why it is what it is, therefore the limit of our questioning, hence its authority) [ This is not the kind of definition we would expect. I did this for my (and your0 benefit. Do you know what I am interpreting in order to generate the definition? 

15. to Represent = to symbolize, act as an embodiment of, call up again in the mind, to reflect. X 

16. to Reflect = to reproduce an image from the actual ‘eye’ by transferring it to the ‘Mind’s Eye’, hence to move from description to meaning. Reflection is a ‘throw-back’ an ‘afterthought’, a movement from the present to the past. Reflection is the lighted path to memory. X 

17. Technology =– techne +logos, therefore a marriage of making and knowing, hence knowing and doing, thought and action, wisdom and power. Technology results in degrees of systemization of nature both human and non-human 

18. Philosophy = the love of wisdom, the desire to know 

19. Descriptive = Telling what is X 

20. Prescriptive = Telling what ought to be X 

23. Society = the co-penetration of public and private X 

24. Politics = is the art of the possible, power, friends and enemies, masters and slaves. Politics is war/War is politics 

25. Stoicism = all you need is the idea of freedom in order to be free 

26. Scepticism = the world is full of contradiction and means little to nothing 

29. Recognition = identify a thing that is already known, acknowledge the existence of something, validity or character of something, re-cognize. To recognition is to re-member (= to connect the of parts/the moments into a whole/of time)

Geist), and thus pertaining to the future in relation to the past and to the present. Therefore, because Spirit is about where we are going, where we have been and who we are, Spirit is Time. 

53. mythos= myth(s), a compact ( un-differentiated ) form of expression which cannot give an account of itself, i.e., poetry. 

54. logos)= word(s) or reason(s), a differentiated form of expression which attempts to account for itself, i.e., what it says or claims, its____truth claim____, e.g., philosophy, science or modern science(=technology) 
summary of every concept looked at (Aristotle's 6 Regimes, the Cave etc...), plus a review of each reading.

1st Dialogue 

EUPHIRO- Setting in a street in Athens

Socrates runs in to young man going to court to sue his father- impious- upsetting the natural order. 
THE APOLOGY 

Takes place at highest court in Athens,  formal settings. 

70 yr old Socrates is charged with impiety.

Times of unrest and spiritual crisis, people don’t like blasphemy, upsetting the order of things.  People looking for a scapegoat. 

Parachuted into trial, when Socrates is charged to defend himself against the charges.
Accusers- represent authority- Metilese, amyces, lython 

Their arguments persuasive but not true. 

Socrates claims accusers got to jurors in infancy with public opinion long ago set against him. Thus this is not a fair trial because of prejudice. 

-two groups- politicians and poets 
Charges- That there is a certain Socrates, A wise man, a speaker, who makes the weaker argument the stronger. 

-those that do this do not believe in Gods 

He is a Wise Man -  Wise Ass- wise man are concerned with cosmos, therefore gods. 
He is a lover and pursuer of wisdom but not a wise man. 

Impiety- Gods not concerned with Athens. Corrupting youth. Creates or changes the youth’s view of the gods .

Atheism

Denying the gods,  but brings the gods into his argument,  28-a “ My demon did not restrain me in pursuing the boundaries of the argument”

Affirms his belief in demons, are demons god? Mellitus confirms they are. 

Also believes in Achilles, compares his philosophical combat the Achilles mortal combat in war. 
Athenian view that Socrates is a wise man, so Socrates sets out to find a more wise man.    Cant do it,  goes to authorities, none know what wisdom is. 

He is not wise, but knows he is not wise which make him wiser than the rest. 

Goes to Delphi to discover wisdom, Oracle tells him he is the most wise man.  Oracle rep. of god, god would not lie. 

Socrates brings the gods into his argument, he is not atheist. 
Are an opinion, not the whole 
Socrates claims underlying concern is the whole truth. 

Audience/jurors, disturbed by Socrates defense, they had wanted to teach him a lesson, but he flipped the script on him. 

23-a

S- I have wisdom but only limited to human wisdom, compared to the gods I am nothing. 
Does not fear death, what is to fear, we don’t know what happens, so why fear it. 
Gadfly
Socrates compares himself to a gadfly sent to rouse Athens from it slumber, had been groggy, and sleepy, not anymore. 

ALTERNATE PENALTY

Socrates, instead of suggesting an alternate penalty suggest a reward for himself as Gadfly, to dine at the hall of Olympic champions, the Prytanium. 

Court outraged, wanted him to apologize, he suggests paying a fine, knowing this wont do. 

3rd Moment of trial 
Socrates accepts his destiny ( knowing yourself, limitations abilities,  different from fate- fate is acted upon from the outside; gods) 

Does this by transcending the fear of death, he is standing on a threshold between life and death and can see clearer because of it, knows he cant abandon principles for a few more measly years. 

Why fear death? Either a long sleep or you go to heaven. 

Casts and an oracle on those who condemned him, says they will be persecuted (eternal damnation) throughout history, kinda true. 
Punish and agitate my sons, as I have you, if they value anything else over virtue. 

Sentenced to death when neither side would concede to the righteousness of the others argument. 
Crito
Themes not as complex, messy structure but that’s it. 

Socrates angered everyone at the trial and hs been locked up waiting for the return of the ship, the tribute to thesius.- the story of the slain minotaur of delos, Athenians must sacrifice to Thesius.   

Killing a prisoner while the ship is a Delos is impious itself.  So S receives a stay of execution. 

Setting- Jail cell, 3 characters- S, Crito, and imaginary character embodying the constitution and laws of Athens. 
Crito- childhood friend of Socrates, friends of circumstance and not compatibility. 

Dialogue based in thought and action, what is to be done. 

C- S  how can you sleep so soundly when he is about to die. 

S- asks how he got in, turns out Crito had bribed a guard, showing his moral ambiguity. 

Crito is a crimantis- shitmaker, moneymaker, quasi criminal.  Willing to do immoral acts. 

C- ship is to arrive soon. S- says tomorrow God willing.  (singular god)

Socrates will not escape-  escaping public opinion would confirm the view of Socrates as impious, a man not to be admired.  Would harm his family too.

Democracy is what put S to death, 

Beast that acts at random,  this is the overarching device of dialogue, the randomness in the laws and constitution of Athens.

S- arguments against,  contractarianism is germ.  

46-48b, is retaliation, a wrong for a wrong, ever right? Socrates condemnation and events set in motion before was unjust and out of control. 

But S leaving would be unjust too,  two wrongs do not make a right. 

The law would lose its force if he disobeyed and ran, could descend into chaos.,
You owe much to the law, it legitimated your parents, gave you birth, citizenship, and all the benefits that come with it. A soldier does not abandon his post, like the apology in that he compares himself to a hope like soldier.
Locos parentes- natural laws, embedded, subservience to parents e.g.

Same relationship to state, so subservience to punishment is included. 

C- claims S is not only betraying himself but satisfying his enemies. 

Sees self interest as paramount.   Symbolizes the dominance in Athens of realism. 

Credo’s subtitle- what is to be done. 

Lennon stole this name for his thoughts on Marx communisms the apology. 

Philosophers become tyrants when the mix thought and action. 

 Hitler- Heidegger, Lennon- Marx 

Thought should inform action, but the two should never converge. 
*Note all arguments about the citizen’s relationship with the state.
THE REPUBLIC 
BOOKI
Metaphors are set up in first three pages to make dialogue comprehendible. 

First line- “I went down” sets up the metaphor of up and down,

To a festival to another foreign god, metaphor for new vs. old, innovative vs traditional. 

New event is a horse race passing torches,   symbolize light and darkness. 

To go home he must paragoge- turn arould, when this happens we see something different.

Cephalis- a man who both made and inhereitted his money, had his slave, pull on S cloak and turn him around. 
Tells him S never comes to see him anymore, and he is old and so it is harder to come into the city to see Socrates. (new/old)

In his younger days he was more concerned with physical pleasure, but has learned and now focuses on pleasures of the mind. Began to sacrafice to gods, Searches for a notion of justice and wisdom. 

Thrasymachus a sophist- wants to argue with Socrates and Polymarcus, and Cephalis he is a a good lyer but not a good business man,  holds the businessmans idea of justice.  That which is owed.

Socrates argues not always just, adrunk man should not be given back his weapons 

Poly- justice if doing good by friends and bad by your enemies.   Very democraric version, but who is your friend and who is your enemy, truly.  And be able to distinguish helping from harming.  

Thrasymachus is tired of being ignored and throws himself on S and Poly, says S not proposing an idea for justice, just tearing down others. 

T- says justice is might over right. Ends justify the means(order) 

Says injustice is better than justice? 

S calls T a wise man, mocking him, meaning he cannot be taught anything.  Doesn’t address Pro arguments, but exposes him as a liar, cause T blush, been exposed.  

Book I is stuck in underlying concern, justice. 

BOOK II

T exposed as pompous, lawless, no reflection, a candidate for tyranny. 

To “come in from the wilderness” must retrace your steps, and realize how you got lost, T unwilling to do that, so he is unteachable,  convinced of his own righteousness. 

S doesn’t see merits in debating T
Glaucon not satisfied with T just giving up, “Socrates do you believe your own argument. W/I? others believe like T that there is no common good. 

Pro- Example of the invisible man, Sheppard.  The limitations on the man change who he is.  Walks right past guards and into kings chambers. 

But S claims this is mythos and not logos, not productive, and must be retraced. 

Search for justice, cant be found, so must get bigger, justice at a city level. 

Microphilosophy vs macrophilosophy. Build a city in Speech.

The city in Speech 

Build a city in speech is IDEAOLISTIC. 

Base the city on nature, and what we need. 

But the natural is incomplete, city should be firmly rooted in the earth. 

City of Necessity

Adamantis- basic needs met, comparable to a hippy commune.  
Satisfies peoples daily needs, but its boring. 

Brother 

Glycon- where are the relishes.  Calls city of N, a city of sows . 

Designs a larger port city with a complex division of labor. 

Meant to satisfy wants and needs.  Continually expands, invites warfare. 
BOOK III

can be seen as a competion between S an Homer for the hearts and minds of Athenians.  Trying to replace Homers gods with philosophy.

Banishment of the Gods.

Gods had lost authority, S claims that the poets who came up with the tales should be banished.
Which leaves Philosophers to replace them as writers and to tell tales. 

Tales( lies) will be told by Philosophers,  but good lies. 

BOOK IV  character of the guardians
Gives a generic view of justice, that which provides the most happinesss to a city on the whole, not is specific sects of factions. 

These three parts of the soul correspond to the three classes in the just city. The appetite, or money-loving part, is the aspect of the soul most prominent among the producing class; the spirit or honor-loving part is most prominent among the auxiliaries; and reason, or the knowledge-loving part, is dominant in the guardians.

Socrates points out that since our just person is ruled by a love of truth, he will not be in the grips of lust, greed, or desire for honor. Because of this, Socrates claims, we can rest assured that he will never steal, betray friends or his city, commit adultery, disrespect his parents, violate an oath or agreement, neglect the gods, or commit any other acts commonly considered unjust. His strong love of truth weakens urges that might lead to vice.
Myth of the metals

Gold- the rulers, philosopher kings.  Wisest of the population, so they get all the power.   

Silver- Soldier class, at birth no difference between gold and silver until adolescence, they split between warrior class and philosophers and physical guardians. 

Brass- Artisan class, no political power, but best for them, they serve city best when they keep head down and perform their tasks. 
BOOK V

A cautionary tale, meant to remind his friends that they set out to build a city in speech, not thee ideal city. Shows that those who set out to make the perfect or ideal city end up with atrocities. 

The education of the guardians, male and female must be the same, from gymnastic to geometry.   They must mix convention with nature.  Get naked. 

First Wave

DEEROTICIZE THE CITY 

Raise children in the same commune, with nobody knowing their parents, parents don’t know children.  – Could lead to Oeddy. 

Second Wave 

EUGENICS PROGRAM

Assign classifications based on birthdays to repel incest. 

Third Wave 
PHILOSOPHER KING

-requires philosophers to be in positions of power.  All politics is philosophy, mixing thought and Acton makes sense because actions makes no sense without thought, and visa versa.

Signifies divide between classical and modern philosophy, C- message is always power and wisdom, make no sense without each other, but should never be in/conflated. M- tries to conflate and co penetrate the two, results in technology. 

S claims that a philosopher would know how to combine thought power and wisdom, thought and action, opinion and knowledge.  

But Philosophy would be impossible if all was opinion, meaning the just city is impossible. 

Book 5 is about how every intended ideal city goes to shit because of three waves.  First Wave- Men and women must be equalized. 

Second Wave- Attempt to fix this 

Third wave- Attempts to fix the problems of first two waves Technology(combining thought and action) technology pushes boundaries and replaces what we should do with what we can do. Think of the myth of the ring. 
Ends in tyranny- 
BOOK VI

Supposed to define justice, no solution has been reached.   An institutional view of justice, is implemented. For S, justice is when every person does his job efficiently without interference with or from others.  Allowing the city to function as it should.   For Plato the only injustice is when a person is not being used to the most benefit of the city. When a man with higher skills than his caste suggests is forced to remain underused.  

Harmony over unity. 

BOOK VII

Allegory of the Cave 

Plato is claiming that forms (ideas deemed absolute) and not sensational in the material world is the most fundamental type of reality. Sensation can be faked, reality can be forced but absolutes, forms unquestioned, are always reliably true.  The assent upwards is the journey of the soul in philosophy, the light is the good,  blinding at first, but helpful. 

Also explains the place of the philosopher, the one to leave the cave, in a world where no one else knows what lies beyond the cave.
The prisoners rep the lowest stage on the line of philosophy, imagination. 

At first the fire light is too bright, has to adjust, when get to the outside of cave, again eyes must adjust, shows stages n philosophy.  Can first only see shadows, then reflections, then finally the real thing, trees, flowers, houses.  And these are Plato’s forms, the truths.   The sun is the light, the capacity for sight, and the existence of all.  The sun is the form of the good.  

The goal of education should be to drag each man as far out of the cave as possible, and to focus the natures of the best men in the right direction, so that their eyes can be focused on the form of the good. 

BOOK VIII
DEGRADATION OF THE CITY

After generatonal indifference, the city’s goals and enterpretation of virtue will have changed.  The ruler is no longer based on who is the best philosopher, but who can subdue the higher classes who want more money and private property.  He will be a simple mediator, and the city wll take its first decent from ideal. 

Timocracy- Honor driven, ruled by the most honorable man.

Oligarchy-  The rich shall rule the many poor.

Democracy-  similar to anarchy, the people hold the power and are free to do what they want. 

Tyranny- When a ruler tries to fix the problems of the city by conflating thought and action, it will decend into tyranny, ruled by a man for his own unlawful gain.

BOOK IX 

The Tyrannical Man 

Allows the urges that come only at night, to murder, to sleep with another’s wife, to surface durng waking hours.  – note the allegory and importance of the sun/light for good. 

-The Tyrannical man becomes indulgent, much more so than his democratic father who at least had the restrains of oligarchy.  He spends all his money, racks up bad credit, then takes by force what is no longer available to him because of his bad credit. 

- though plato says the tyrannical man should be pittied because he lives in perpetual fear of retaliation of his tyranny. 

BOOK X

BANISHING POETS and THE DESTRUCTION OF THE SOUL

In a surprise move, Socrates banishes poets from the city, for 3 reason.  The first is that they pretend to know about what they write, but in apology cant explain what it is that they write. By presenting SENSE so far away from truth, poets-perverted soul, chase attentions from the most real to the least. 

Poets imitate the worst, and not the best of the soul,   what makes characters colorful and accessible. 

Poetry corrupts even the best souls. It deceives us into sympathizing with those who grieve excessively, who lust inappropriately, who laugh at base things. It even goads us into feeling these base emotions vicariously.

People descend into the helpless characters that the poets write of.  When they face the same challenges they shrink to their fictional point of reference.
ARISTOTLE 

Stresses biology over geometry. Since both natural metaphors, just rooted n different place. 
Poli Sci directly related to political life. 
A city is a partnership/contract for the sake of some good end. 
WHATS NEEDED FOR A CITY

People- make up the polis

City is a whole, has a boundary, the cause is the people.

Household management(Economia) is not the same as managing a city.  A household is only a rudimentary piece of a city. 

 Only when a successful household manager has enough good slaves to work up a surplus, and allow him to step out into the bright light of the public. But if theres nowhere to debate then these masters have their slaves build a city. 
AGENCY

Efficent cause- the desire to lay something on a flat surface. 

Material cause- Wood 

Formal Cause- the table taking shape

Final Cause- extent to which the table fulfills its purpose. Tableness.

Apply to politcs- desire for recognition of political action, people to recognize you, make up of the city, politics or statesmanship. 

Aristotle claims and emphasizes an ability to know the base characteristics of an object is contrary to coming out of the cave for plato and our ability to completely understand something. 

For idea’s exposure is key 

A household’s collective view is an opinion, the competition of opinions brings about knowledge.  
Problem with opinion is not that it is false but that it is incomplete. 

Aristotelian Philosophy- happy medium between oligarchs and democracies. 

A JS Millian  view of forms, rise from debated opinion, it doesn’t just explain the system, it looks to improve it. 

Politics is not for the young.  A good statesman is an older cultured gentleman who has raised enough money and has good enough slaves to be able to enter public life. Through prudence, studying and exposure, the cultured gentleman knows how to respond.  Aristotelian Poli Sci yields slow, moderate, prudent wisdom. 

Bold is not a political virtue, young people illsuited because too old, too much energy, revolutionary spirit. 
The Regime- the fundemental or base unit of analysis in politcs,  e.g, a constitution.

The form of a political community that determines its character. 
4 Dealings of Political Science 

1. What physical features would make up “the best” system.

2. What is “the best” achievable under existing circumstances 

3. What is usually or typically possible in the community. 

Aristotle sees importance in avoiding factions, usually a split along rich and poor.  Sees middle class a indicative of the health of a society. 

4. What is in line with the legislators’ interests

How are laws geared towards the ends (goals) of the regime?

How do laws work towards or against the character of the regime. 

Political Rulership

 Master-Slave 

Household Management-  Household and slaves(maybe)

Expert and Kingly rule of a city

Master Slave is not the same as Political rule

Household management (economia) is not the same as Political rule. 

Book I mostly about household management and master-slave relations. 
Distinguishes b/w conventional and natural slaves. 

Conventional, which Aristotle is against are those won in war and conquest. 

Natural are those who simply are incapable of governing themselves while still being productive to the city. 

Conventional slaves are unjust because they could have the capacity to live and work for themselves, according to their own accord. They could be successful and useful citizens if not a slave. 
City- Partnership of living well amongst other rulers(household rulers).  
Not just a defensive alliance/unit

Not just an economic alliance/unit

^necessary for a political community that allows a city to develop.  Grows out of lesser communities to better it. 
The Good Life- A common view of justice-  political good.

Political Animal

Voice- allows animals to express pleasures/pains

Speech- Allows the political animal (humans) to express and debate perceptions of right and wrong-> known as standards. 

Where standards right and wrong are debated, this is the good life. 

Moral Economy- redistribution

Market Economy- regulated by supply and demand. 

Trade, wealth, and commerce are important, but only to a limit. 

One should vigorously pursue wealth to the point that they can attain the good life. 
BOOK II

The Best Regime

Compares Socrates, Philius, Hippodromes with 3 well regulated communities. 

Sparta, Cree, Carthage.

The city of necessity, he criticizes S eugenics program, communism, and uncommon property. 

Says that destroying family will not unify a political community, they’ve taken away all loyalties and will to fight. 

The end of this regime is no good because unity is not the end goal of the community. 

Unifying the pluralities of a community strips it of the title- city. 

Neither what is their own and what is dear is available in Socrates city,  these are what build bonds of affection, and the city is destroying them. 

People need to develop a stake in their community, private property achieves that. 
Next Phileus

-faction is created by unequal property- equalizing property will get rid of faction. 

A- wont solve problem, may reduce petty crime,  but tyrants don’t become tyrants to stay out of the cold.
