Things to focus on for the test:
Even though you will not be asked specific questions on the original texts, reading the original texts will help you firm up your understanding of each philosopher’s theory and put things into context. 

Plato: 
· Plato’s notion of justice (how Plato defines justice, from the point of view of the state and from the point of view of the individual).
· Plato’s notion of the ruler (philosopher-king): what qualities he has to have, etc. Do not worry about the specifics concerning how he got to be philosopher-king. 
· Plato’s notion of knowledge: what he calls knowledge, what knowledge versus opinion (belief) is. 

· Plato’s theory of the forms: what a form is, what the world of forms, compared to the physical world is.

· The myth/allegory of the cave: the symbolism, the details of the journey of the soul (you can go over the other two allegories, the allegory of the sun and the allegory of the divided line to aid your understanding of the allegory of the cave and Plato’s theory of the world of forms).

Aristotle: 
· Aristotle’s notion of happiness: what the definition of happiness is (happiness understood as an activity which is enjoyable and which is in accordance with excellences of the character). 
· Aristotle’s arguments that a happy life is a complete life and that a happy life outside the state is not possible. 
St. Augustine:

· The concept of time; what time is and how it makes us understand that we are created by a perfect, omnipotent and omnipresent being (God); how we measure time and what role time plays in the foundation of the free will.

· Augustine’s response to the Manichean concept of the soul and the body (how they are both good because they are from God).
· The concept and mechanism of sin (moral evil): not from the body but from the soul and the will working together.
Thomas Aquinas: 
· Aquinas’s definition of a lawful/just war.

· Three conditions that need to be met for a war to be pronounced lawful/just. 

NB! You are not responsible for the modern just war theory.
