Behaviour geneticists: study the relative power and limits of genetic and environmental influences on behaviour
Genes: Our Codes for Life
· Chapters = chromosomes (composed of a coiled chain of the molecule DNA)
· Words = genes (small segments of the giant DNA molecules)
· Genes can be active or inactive
· Genes provide code for creating protein molecules, the building blocks of physical development
· Genome: the complete instructions for making an organism, consisting of all the genetic material in that organism’s chromosomes
· Geneticists and psychologists interested in occasional variations found at particular gene sites in human DNA
