History 

· Lollard beliefs are quite interesting. They were opposed to traditional church thinking. 
· There is serious plotting against Henry IV at the time. Sir John Oldcastle was an army man and he had fought in the wars alongside a young Henry V in Whales. They became buddies. 
· They found him a bride who was a noble lady. Joan De la Pole was her original name but she was Lady Cobham. Sir John Oldcastle became Lord Cobham automatically after marrying this woman. They were very close. Oldcastle was Prince Hal’s back up. 
· Cowlleng castle in Kent. Oldcastle became a convinced Lollard somewhere along the road. Some people think they are already in Prince Howell’s circle. 
· Scribbner was a copier in those days. There was no printing press. He was informed on all these Lollard writings that he had, had been reported to the authorities. The famous anti Lollard Aarondel was leading the church at this point. Naturally, he is very interested and as soon as he gets told this he wants to have Oldcastle arrested even though he is a known buddy of the king. He orders the trial for harassing of John Oldcastle. 
· Henry V is just about to come to the throne. His dad is dying in 1413 and he steps in and tells the archibishop that he doesn’t want Oldcastle burnt at the stake. Leave him in prison and I’ll go around and see him in prison and talk him out of being a Lollard. He has become much more extremist since the threat of death. He escapes from the tower of London and starts plotting a rebellion known as the old castle rebellion. Henry has just come to the throne and it will take place just after Christmas in New Year 1414. There was a plotted rebellion plotted by Sir John Oldcastle who is lying low in the suburbs of London (Bishopsgate). He was staying at a pub called Sign of the Axe. 
· He was taking Lollards from Liecestcire. He knew the lollards would come down and sneak into London, take over government of London and the government of England as well. With his lleadership, Lollards would take control of England. 
· The plan was to kill all the nobles in England. Watyler shared that plan with him at the Battle of Smithfield. Then he was going to set up a government where he plus Thomas Tollbert plus Roger Acton were to run England as regents. These guys are setting themselves up to rule England. 
· Historians are very nervous about giving an exact number. It could have been just over a thousand. Most say only about 700 or 800 came so it’s not a vast number of lollards that came. A few hundred of them were arrested on the spot and the rebellion was over in a flash. How did the authorities in the form of Henry V manage to do this and the answer is he must have had an advanced warning. He had a spy service and he started counter espionage. He had 1 or 2 lollards who were telling him what was happening. 
· He escarped from London and hid in his original stomping grounds North of London so he wasn’t arrested until 1417. For at least three years he went from hideout to hideout. His horse was unable to move and he was arrested, brought in, tried for heracy and burnt at the stake. 
· The church could be reformed without any radical new doctrines. He encouraged a new system of monasticism. They were not your normal monks. 
· Henry was sympathetic to the church and wouldn’t give a thought to executing heretics. He thought the church could be reformed by this new brand of monks. He’s a very religious guy. His big interest was reopening the war with France. 
· You don’t go into a war until you have the tools to make it a success. He had the first real mechanized army Europe had ever seen. The French start getting nervous. Henry has military experience. The French in 1414 sent over to Henry an embassy saying “here’s a deal for you. You can marry the French King’s daughter and then you’ll have a strong claim for the French throne” 
· They offered a tremendous dowry with her as well. They threw in a chunk of Western France. They made a very good offer. 
· He recruited men for the upcoming war by sending judges up to the counties who had supported the Lollards. He sent them to Warwickshire and leceister. He says he could penalize them or they could join the army. 
· He discovered a plot against the Earl 
· Henry then tried to Anglicize people. He and invited anyone into but then the idea was to turn it into an English town.  He also invited English gentry to start acting as administrators. He has a longer term plan and plans to turn Normandy into an English colony. He hoped the French would come out and fight him and the only way to provoke him was to march across Normandy hoping the French would come out of the walls of Paris and intercept you. Eventually he was intercepted at Agencourt. This is not far from Crescent. 
· He was going to fight the French on a very narrow front. The French couldn’t out flank him because the wood is both sides. It was a very smart picking of the battlefield. He lined up his troops facing the French and his policy was to wait for them to attack. 
· The pile of French dead was said to be so high, you couldn’t see over the top of it. The French suffered some 20,000 casualties. French villagers nearby attacked Henry’s wagon train and they took a bunch of his stuff. 
· The greater half of the population became lollards. The lollards were very thorough. The were ones for teaching young Lollards how to behave and what doctrines to listen to. They have schools, the have conventions. They are great articles. No one could stand the pace of continuous arguing. 
· Agnes Young and Hawise Moon are two women who were great arguers and leaders of the congregation. This is the first time we come across women who are running any type of religious organization. 
· The Bishop of Norwich discovered these people had come up from London and he wa told to do something about it. His name was Bishop Alnwick. 
· They are organized and they have Lollard schools. The first of the Lollard beliefs that is questioned is baptism. Baptism and Confirmation is superfluous. Chastity isn’t important, there’s no value in it. It is no sin to make a rude gesture at the church. It is not lawful to put anyone to death for any cause. 
· When the French cavalry come at them they’re going to have a hard time because they are all in trees. Henry ordered to kill all the prisoners. 
· Henry needs to find an ally and he got really lucky. The Armagnac faction assassinated the current Duke of Burgundy and his son Philip became Henry V very ready and willing ally because his dad had been murdered. 
· Montereaux Bridge: The Duke of Burgundy (Philip) allied himself with Henry V and basically the dfrench King holds up his hands and surrenders and we have the treaty of Troyes coming out of this. The French King is Charles VI. He didn’t play a part in these negotiations because of family dramz. Isabeau Queen of France is the one doing the negotiating. He should get married to Charles VI daughter Catherine. As long as he outlives him, he will inherit the French Kingdom. Charles VI also had a son the dauphin. He is totally cut out of the succession and he lives in the South of France. Henry V inherits the crown as long as he survives the old King Charles VI. Henry V goes on with the war (the dauphin is still putting in a fight) so he goes to the town of Meux and besieges the town and picks op disintry. 
· Chinon in the South of River Loire, the English war effort: the leader is dead, the war is still on because of the dauphin. Who will be in charge of England? It turns out Henry V brothers are going to run England and France temporary. Humphrey Duke of Gloucester would run England and John Duke of Bedford would run France. The Earl of Salisbury 
· There’s another battle at Crovant in 1423. Bedford and Salisbury got victory at Verneuil. 
· The Earl of Salisbury gets himself killed by a stray canon ball. There was a French canon posted opposite where the Earl of Salisbury was and the gunner in charge went off for his break. The canon went off and killed him. 
· The French would be saved by a virgin and there is a girl claiming she is the savior of France. She is iknown as Joan of Arc. She’s going to be put in charge of the French army. She comes from a wealthy peasant family. She looked after the animals but she was famous in her locality (domremy) for her devotion to religion. She goes to church every spare minute of her time. She claims she hears religious voices. She says the saints are talking to her. Saint Margaret, Saint Catherine, Saint Michael, The Arch angel Gabriel. They are telling her she is the virgin that will save France. There are magic fountains, magic trees, fairies and when you look into the history it turns out to be an old pagan cult center that had happened to not be purged of pagan ritual. 
· She was thought to be incredibly well versed in country (holistic) medicine. The Duke of Lorraine made her his doctor. 
· Robert of Boudricourt Joan of Arc went to him and said she was here to save France. She kept coming back and he eventually listened to her. He took her to see the dauphin. They decided to test to see if she has any powers. Joan comes in and walks up to the dauphin even though he is in disguise. She tells them that she wants command of the French army. 
· Rheims, crowned dauphin is looking like the king of France. She had to march across a lot of English held territory to get there which was difficult, she was dressed all in white. 
· 1430 the famous battle called Patay took place. 
· Falstaff turns up in a lot of Shakespeare plays. He’s been sent by the Duke of Bedford. They are going to catch this new French general out. They are going to lie and ambush in this place called Patay. English army was miniscule right now. They are going to get Joan when she comes down this road. 
· Either a stag or a fox broke out of the wood and they all yelled yahoo, broke out and fired away chasing this animal but they come out and give the game away. They are all in disarray. Joan wins. 
· She was shot by an English arrow. The French soldiers thought she could do no wrong. The next year at Compieene was a disaster for Joan.
· The Bishop of Beauvais is put in charge of the trial and they charge her for herecy. They accuse her of having the nerve to say that she has heavenly voices speaking to her. She says they speak to her when she calls on them. In other words, she can dial them up. 
· The convicted her of herecy and the punishment of prison for life. 
· When she gets to prison she does something totally disastrous. Because of the conditions in prison, she goes back to wearing male dress. 
· This is not done and had been one of the original charges against her. She didn’t start it, when they took her to the dauphin, she was in male dress. She was told she ahd relapsed and she was burned at the stake at the end of May 1431. The dauphin did nothing to save her. He owed his kingdom to her and he didn’t do anything. She wasn’t canonized until 1920. 
· 1435 when the English allies of Duke of Burgundy. Duke wanted a conference between himself, the English and the French to talk about the war and when it could be finished because he was getting fed up with fighting it. 
· There were subsidies for the English allies so Burgundy was getting short of funds. This meeting was called the Cogress of Arras. They would not give up their claim to the French throne. They weren’t giving any ground up at all so the Duke of Burgundy wanted out. The English have got to go it alone. 
· The Peace policy in England is being developed by Cardinal Beaufort reckoned to be the richest man in England. The Duke of York is leader of war party and the Earl od Warwick was as well. 
· The Duke of York and Warwick had a few local successes in 1440. Then we notice politics start to get dirty. 
· Eleanor Cobham apparently went to consult a soothsayer/magician. In the 1440’s they decide the best thing to do is to make peace with the French. The idea came to mind when the peace party wanted to get Henry the 6th of England to marry the niece of the French King, Margaret of Onjoo. 
· Every village has to equip and pay for a crossbow man.

· They capture Normandy successfully. When you look at how many soldiers the English put on the battlefield it is a joke. The English army was defeated and Ruon was lost. It was a total disaster. 
· The year is 1453 at Castillon. He finds the French in a fortification. They had a large number of canons. He ordered the archers to storm the part where the Frnehc were in Large numbers. Naturally this lead to disaster. The English archers were shot to pieces. 
· Several educational establishments were set up courtesy of the normans. The thing that upset the French seems to have been that English soldiers tended to get out of hand. They would go on looting expeditions especially if their pay was late. The discipline of the troops was to blame on French animosity. A lot of property had gone to the English at this time. The English gentry had acquired a lot of property in France and when it came to defending it, they’re not very good. It’s a bit of a mystery and the best explanation is that the trade between Normandy and England was not enough to gloss over other issues between the two. The English felt at home in Gaskany.
