Chapter 9 – Parole 

National Parole Board (Certain types of parole and when you will be able to take them)
· Decisions relating to conditional release
· Temporary absences: first type of release an offender will be granted (unescorted or escorted) 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Day parole (serve 1/6 sentence): specific amount of time into the community return back to institution at the end of the day, un assorted
· Full parole (serve 1/3 sentence): serve the rest of his sentence under supervision in the community. Must complete unescorted temporary, absence, and day parole first.
· Statutory release (must be released after 2/3 sentence)
· Detention

Confident that NPB makes the right release decisions (graph)
· Shows that the community and students thinks NPB is making moderate decisions. 

What is the likelihood an offender released on full parole will commit a nonviolent offence?
· 7% 
· Most people who are released on parole DO NOT commit a nonviolent offence. 

What is the likelihood an offender released on full parole will commit a violent offence?
· 1%

Public’s Knowledge: Parole
· Public beliefs
· Parole is automatically granted
· 60% of cases when you are first eligible for parole are denied (6/10)
· Most offenders released on parole are convicted of new crimes
· Most do not go on to commit new crimes
· Express remorse get parole
· Is not the case, yes they look at that element but it is not the only thing which is looked at.

Principles of Effective  Treatment (Don Andrews):
· Risk principle (WHO)
· Match risk level to treatment services level
· E.g., If I am a high risk offender then I should be put into a high risk treatment category. 
· Need principle (WHAT)
· Target criminogenic needs rather than non-criminogenic needs
· Criminogenic needs = certain factors that increase are likelihood to commit criminal acts.
· E.g., substance abuse, housing, anti social attitudes, beliefs, values, criminal peers
· Responsivity principle (HOW)
· Match style and mode of treatment delivery to offender’s ability and learning style 
· If you do all 3 of these, will reduce rates 

Treatment: Nothing Works (Martinson, 1974):  This started the movement to help offenders.
“Education at its best, or psychoptherapy at its best, cannot overcome or even appreciably reduce, the powerful tendency for offenders to continue criminal behavior.” (p. 47)

Confident that CSC can rehabilitate offenders (graph)
· Both psyc 2400 student and community found it moderate. 

Treatment: Does Work:
· Principles of effective treatment are adhered to  28% reduction in recidivism (Smith et al., 2009)
· Treatment works for female offenders, violent offenders, young offenders, and sexual offenders (Andrews & Bonta, 2010)
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
