Roman Culture
Entire system was based on Slavery, dependant
Fascination with death

Brackets mean other names, often greek
Wedding of Peleus and Thetis (Gods)
All of the gods were invited to their wedding, except the goddess Discordia(Eris)
Her revenge was to make a golden apple with the word fairest inscribed on it
She Throws the apple into the party
All the gods think the apple is for them so Juno(Hera), Minerva (Athena) and Venus (Aphrodite) get into a fight over who is fairest
They get a 3rd party human to decide
Paris is the human chosen. (At the time he was a “Sheppard” actually a prince)
All try to bribe him
Juno offers him a kingdom of Europe and Asia
Minerva offers to make him a great general
Venus offers him the most beautiful women in the world (Helen of Sparta)
But Helen is married to Menelaus(King of Sparta)
He takes Venus’s offer and makes Helen fall in love with him
She falls in love and they go to Troy
But Menelaus is angry about is wife leaving so he goes to troy with all of the armies of Greece go to get her back
Trojan war last 10 years
Aeneas is a hero of Troy. He escapes and after wandering for 10 years before settling in Italy
He settles near the Tiber river. He founds the city Lavinium
He escaped with his son Iulus (Ascanius)
Iulus grows up and decides to found his own city Alba Longa
13/14 generations of Kings later are Numitor(Good) and Aemulius(Bad. However they are also twins. One is evil and one is good. Numitor was born first and therefore was king. However Aemulius has him driven out.
Rhea Silvia is Numitors daughter and Aemulius makes her a vestal virgin.
However she is very beautiful and mars falls in love with her
Mars rapes her and they have 2 kids, twins Romulus and Remus
Numitor is angry so he orders a guard to drown them in the river
He couldn’t so he sent them down the river in a basket
Romulus and Remus float down and get found by a shepard Faustulus
He found them being suckled by a she-wolf, so he brings them home and raises them
They learn of the heritage go back to Alba Longa and return to Numitor to the throne. Kicking Aemulius off
Now they decide to start their own city where there basket was found. 
Two hills were there, Palatine(Romulus prefers, and he saw 12 vultures but after Remus saw his) and Aventine(Remus prefers, because he saw 6 vultures are on the top of the hill) and the brother don’t agree
They cant agree so they each found their own cities on different hills
The sacred boundary around a city is the Pomerium
Remus is angry since Romulus is getting help and working faster, so he decides to violate the sacred boundary by jumping over it
Now Romulus can only restore the Pomerium by killing Remus so he does this
And Rome is formed (21 April 753 BC)

7 Kings of Rome. (Really 8)
1st is Romulus 
In order to attract people to his city is he makes foreign laws not apply in his city
people are safe from persecution
As a result the city is all guys and no women
Solution was to steal women by have a religious festival, 
They invite the Sabine from northwest 
1-2 years later the Sabine men attack 
However the Sabine Women are happy and stop the men from attacking the Romans
So instead the Sabine men come and live in Rome
In doing this Titus Tatius is also a King of Rome, along with Romulus however he never really counts as a king.
They alternate Kings Latin Sabine and vice versa
The King is in charge of both state and military
Line of Kings
1st king is Romulus
2nd king is Numa Pompilius. Sabine
3rd king is Tullus Hostilius. Roman
4th is Ancus Marcius. Sabine
5th is Tarquinius Priscus. Etruscian
6th is Servius Tullius. 
7th Tarquinius Superbus.
Targuinius Superbus is the last king
It is because he became corrupt. 
He and his son Sextus are kicked out and the republic is established 509 BC
Democratic Competition is created where people compete against one another

Temple of iUPPITER oPTIMUS mACIMUS (iom)
Built on capital hill
Dedicated to Jupiter, Juno and Minerva
Largest temple in the entire Mediterranean
After Targuinius is kicked out, Rome is in constant war for years as they are expanding their territory
Lar Porsenna Leader of the Etruscans 
The Romans begin to be pushed back
Worried because if they pass the bridge the Estruscans will be in Rome
So Horatio and 3 friends volunteer to stay on the other side of the bridge while the Romans tear it down
Horatio Sends his friends back and they make it
He jumps in the water and the water god of the tiber saves him
But now Rome is besieged
Solution is to have Mucius assassinate Lars Porsenna
But when the King comes out there are 2 guys, the king and his scribe. He kills the scribe and is captured
They plan to torture him until, so Mucius sticks his hand in fire and burns it off
Scared of the Romans strength they send Mucius back with gifts and ask for peace
In 496 BCE
 Rome fights its biggest battle. The battle of lake basilus 
They choose not to fight the Etruscans but the greeks
But the Greek cities are united and end up fighting all the Greek Cities known as the Latin league
It’s a tie and both sides are very weak
The Aequi and the Volsci see this as an opportunity to invade and take both
But this ends up in the Romans and Latins uniting and fighting together
By 493 BCE they are aligned
Their Treaty
Internal Peace
military cooperation against 3rd party invaders ½ roman ½ Latin
Shared loot from military endeavors  ½ rome ½ latin
Community Rights get legal force 3 of them
Right of Intermarriage  (Conubium)
Free Trade (Commercium)
Also means you are protected by there laws
Able to become the citizen of another city just by moving and buying a house there (Migratio)
Plebians and Patrician conflict 450BC
Plebians were not told the laws
They get angry
As a result they angry and have laws posted on a wall and have 10 men who run the state and create laws
After a year they had 10 columns of law
After the year another group was elected to finish the 12 columns of law
Appius Claudius became power hungry and taking powers of a king
One day Appius Claudius sees Virginia and she is beautiful
He goes to one of his clients
Tells him to claim that she is a run away slave who was sold to her father
They go to trial and Appius Claudius is the judge
He loses and his father in order to save her from being a sex slave kills her with a knife
Then he claims Appius is a tyrant and he runs him out and the Decemviri(10 men) are dissolve

396 BC
Rome has been fighting for almost 100 years against the Veii
They finally conquer it and double their territory
500BC
The Gauls are moving down over the Alps and settling in the Poe valley of northern Italy
By 400 BC there were at least 5 Gaulic Tribes
1 tribe heads south
They were known as the Senones
They are heading for rome
Rome sends their armies to meet the Gauls on July 386 at the River Allia. 
They are defeated, including the greeks
The Senones enter a defenseless Rome and sack it. Except for the capital hill where the people hid and kept their gold safe
They are besieged for 7 months
The Senones’ home is attacked and they are forced to leave so they accept gold from the Romans in exchange for them to leave
He ends up taking more “Woe to the Vanquished” Vae Victis
The conquest doesn’t end up slowing down Rome
By 378 they had build a new massive wall
Known as the Servian wall although it was not actually built by serveus the 6th king
Although Rome loses all its territories, it takes them all back in 20 years and reform alliance with Latin League
Scares the Etruscans
The Etruscans decide to fight Rome to stop the Roman advance
The Samnites who control central Italy (east of Rome) They also fight rome and they are much bigger than Rome
In 385 the Romans begin to create colonies within their territory
The colonies were given same rights as the treaty with the Latin League
Formed as Romans cities (Look like Rome, same religion and dress)
These are centers of Romanization
These cities spread Rome to the surrounding area and will eventually convert Italy to Roman culture and language
Very important in how Rome takes over Italy
340
Defeat of the Latin League at Naples
338
Rome dissolves the Latin League  
Has a new arrangement
Full citizenship (Civitas Optimo Iure)
Means full members ship in Roman state
Only adult free born men
New citizens are given a grant of land
Groupings called tribes are where the land is (voting district)
Full judicial and legislative rights
Can hold Office
People who live in cities that are granted citizenship and the surrounding communities will adopt Roman religion, learn Latin
Must serve in the Army
Pay taxes
Made sure certain people were made citizens such as powerful people so they would be kept in line
Half Citizenship (Suffragio Civitates Foederatae)
Cant vote
Cant run for office
Did not need to take roman law or religion
Rights of free trade and right of intermarriage
Some cities started at one level and if they served well they could move up
3rd class Allied States (Civitates Foederatae)
States that have entered a voluntary agreement with Rome as allies
2 groups
Latin allies
Don’t need to be a latin city
Have the same old rights as the latin league
Free Trade
Can move (But cant become a Roman citizen by moving to Rome
Intermarriage
But only with Rome
Free States
Various Treaties
Completely independent
Need to supply troops
Need to follow Roman foreign policy
Limited rights of free trade and ability to move
Samnites
3 wars with Rome
343-290  Beginning of 1st war and the end of the 3rd
At the end of the Samnite war Rome had conquered all of central Italy
Rome needed better communication was need to control the empire so Rome built Roads (Via) There roads were paved and better than out roads and were huge highways
The Via Appia was one of the first great Roads that went to Capua built in 312
In 306 Valerius built built Via Valeria to Corfinium  
As Rome grows it needs more water
Appius builds the Aqua Aqueduct to bring more water
Fearful of Rome’s expansion Tarentum to the south begins to resist Rome
Rome attempts to sort it out through diplomacy
They try to impress them by speaking Greek
Fail at speaking it
People riot and Tarentum asks a local king (Epirus)
They ask Epirus to protect the Greeks
He is related to Alexander and wants to step up
Comes with a vast army and a secret weapon (elephants)
Elephants are great to deter cavalry
Romans find out and send armies to destroy Epirus
280 But there army is defeated
At Ausculum there is a massive battle that last all day and night and both armies are almost wiped out.
Technically Epirus won, but he had nothing left
Considered a Pyrrhic victory
The Greeks in Sicily then offer him more money to give up on Rome and go to Carthage
Fails fighting them
Goes back to Rome
Fails and goes home
Rome is now put on the map after defeating a Greek
Ptolemy a pharaoh makes a peace treaty with them to be safe
Philosophers begin studying the Roman political system
Angry with Tarentum, Rome conquers is and all f Southern Italy, and at the same time it captures the North
It took 125 years, for Rome to conquer all of Italy


Real founding of Rome

Important (Palatine, Aventine, Capitoline, Quirnal, Viminal, Esquiline and Caielian) Seven hills around ancient Rome

The plain around this area was called Latium which is why they are called Latin
This site of Rome was chosen for 7 reasons
1)Landscape
 Defensible (7HILLS)
Good Soil, (Volcanic soil)
Good water supply as its on a river
2)Tiber offered good transportation and is easily crossed as the island
Has an island that offers easy transportation 
3)People tend to cross here from 2 major civilizations.
 Greeks in the South and Etrusians to the North. They both want to communicate with each other so Rome is right there in the middle. Great trade(Crossroads)
4)Many natural resources in the area.
