	Clay and wax tablets are no longer used. 

	4. Identify 1 way in which the Phaistos Disk differs from a Linear A tablet.
	The Phaistos disk uses a circular writing style, whereas the Linear A tablet Is written in familiar, horizontal style. 

	5. What writing material is made from a plant? 
	Papyrus was made from the plant Cyperus papyrus
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
