V. Analyze each of the following causal arguments. (1) Identify the conclusion (it may be implied) and (2) say whether the argument appeals to the method of agreement, the method of difference, the joint method of agreement and difference, or the method of concomitant variation. (3) Briefly explain whether the argument is strong or weak.  Each is worth three marks.

1. Recently in the city, a salmonella outbreak has put sixteen young children in the hospital in the past few days. The children had been attending various daycares and schools. 
Salmonella is a gastrointestinal illness that can cause serious diarrhea, fevers and dehydration: symptoms, which the sixteen children are currently exhibiting. 
Yesterday, the city's top public-health official said that the cases have been isolated to three elementary schools and one daycare. The top public-health official informed that the investigation saw public health staff carry out interviews with the children and parents to see what food sources they might have in common. It was discovered that all sixteen children had lunch from the same caterer that delivers hot meals for kids. Upon further inspection, it was discovered that all sixteen children had tacos made by the caterer which contained ground beef.

1. Conclusion: The ground beef (or tacos) caused the children to become sick.
2. The method of agreement.
3. This is a strong argument as the common element in the children that became sick is that they ate the tacos which contained the ground beef.










2. At the end of the semester, a professor was in the process of submitting the final marks for a course he had been giving during the winter term. Once the marks were compiled, he looked at the rate of attendance (as he had been taking attendance during every class of the term) in comparison to the final mark of the students. As per usual, he wasn’t surprised to observe an association he had seen many times before. The higher the rate of attendance for those students who attended class, the better the grade they received. He noted that the vast majority of those students who attended 85-100% of the classes received final letter grades in the realm of B+ to A+.  On the other hand, he observed that the great majority of students who attended 50% or less of classes during the semester typically received a letter grade in the range of C to F.
  
1. Conclusion: If you attend 85-100% of the classes, then it is likely you’ll receive a final mark in the range of B+ to A+, and if you attend 50% or less of classes, then you will receive a letter grade in the range of C to F.
2. The method of concomitant variation.
3. This is a strong argument as the evidence suggests that the more one attends class, the better one will do, while the less one attends class, the poorer one will do. 


VI. Evaluate each of the following arguments by analogy indicating (1) the things (instances) being compared, (2) the relevant similarities mentioned or implied, (3) and a brief explanation for whether the argument is strong or weak. Each is worth three marks.
1. Iced tea is like whiskey: Both taste great. Also, drinking iced tea doesn’t impair my ability to operate a motorized vehicle. So, by analogy, I can knock back a pint of Jameson Irish whiskey and get behind the wheel to drive my car. 
1. Iced tea and whiskey.
2.  Both taste great.
3. This argument is weak as the most obvious difference between iced tea and whiskey is that the latter has alcohol in it, which will obviously impair one’s ability to operate a motorized vehicle.








2. Several new, modern manufacturing plants in the Toronto area have brought jobs to the area as well as improving the city’s tax base, without causing significant amounts of pollution or noise or disrupting traffic. The same can be said of two new plants that have opened up on the outskirts of Montreal, as well as plants in Edmonton and Calgary. A plant built in Halifax will likely provide all the same benefits, also without the disadvantages.

1. The building of manufacturing plants in different geographic locations.
2. Plants opened in Toronto, Montreal, Edmonton and Calgary brought jobs and improved those cities’ tax base without significant amounts of pollution, noise, or disruptions in traffic.
3. This argument is strong since the comparison with multiple manufacturing plants leads one to believe that it is likely that the plant built in Halifax will provide all the same benefits, without the disadvantages.
