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P.Scippio came from the son of 2 brothers who were generals in spain

Rome ends up fighting 5 fronts
Italy
Hannibal is forced to the toe of Italy as Rome regains its allys
Spain
Scippio conquers it
Syracuse  (defended by Archimedes)
212 the defeat of Syracuse
Archimedes uses inventions to fight the Romans
Took until 2010 to fight the last of resistance in Sicily
Macedonia
Know as the first Macedonian War
This occurs during the Second Punic War
Carthage in 204
Hannibal is recalled to Africa to defend Carthage from Scippio
In 202 Hannibal and Scippio meet at Zama
Hannibal is for the first time defeated in 202 and this leads to the surrender of Carthage
Then Scippio takes the name Africanus to celebrate his victory
201 the 2nd punic war ends as that is when the treaty is signed
Carthage loses it entire fleet
Lose all their territories outside of Africa
Pay a huge war indemnity for all of Rome’s expenses
The ending of the Second Punic War also ends the Early Republic
The events of the second punic war is the poison that leads to Rome’s fall
Rome is left with a military industrial complex
Constant warfare
Conquest 
Spain is set up as 2 provinces in 197
Took almost 200 years to conquer the locals of spain
200-196 2nd Macedonian war
Cynoscephalae is a big battle
196 Proclamation of the freedom of the Greeks
Antiochus 3rd
Syria
Seleucid
Asia minor
Roman’s Superior Army
Rome could call an inexhaustible amount of free manpower
3rd Macedonian war end i
4th 149-148

3rd Punic War 149-146
After the war the destroyed the city

After crushing Carthage the Achaean league revolts against Rome
The Greek States, they had formerly been protected by Rome
The rebellion is crushed
Corinth leads the Greek cities and as a result Rome targets it and destroys it
146 Rome makes a new province of Macedonia including Greek States
At the same time rome also makes the new province of Africa

Greek culture becomes a new fad for Romans
They took and copied Greek art


Problems With Rome
1) Gorilla Warfare
Scorched Earth Policy against hannible
He’s gone now but the land has been destroyed and the people living in Southern Italy are screwed
2)Most Soldiers Were Free (conscripts)
They were actually farmers
Now their land has been destroyed
And soldiers supplied their own gear
Needed to be able to afford their gear
Wars were no longer just close to home, people would be gone for years fighting and many were killed. These people were farmers and their families were left poor and rich aristocrats bought their land cheap
This allowed them to enter the senate now they have land
Aristocrats would grow only 1 crop as it is the easiest way to make money
Called land plots Latifundia
3)Slave Wealth
Too many slaves
These Wars are bringing in massive wealth
The Rich kept getting richer  
Slave Revolts occur
4) Buying up and stealing Ager Publicus
Land leased by the government to give to people who have no land 
Rich Kicked them off this land

5)Few Farmers mean few soldiers
People who are poor are not able to to afford to join the army
6) slave revolts

Bestiarii are the people who fight wild animals
Gladiators were trained at Ludi
Lanista’s trained everyone
Troup of gladiators is a Famila
Gladiator Combat is outlined by Constantine
Honorius shut down the Ludi
In 523 Justinian shut down the Bestarii

First Amphitheater is built in Rome
The Colosseum was called that is beside it was a giant golden sun made of gold called Colussus Solis. The name of the Statue became the name of the theater. So instead of the Flavian Amphitheater is became the Colusseum

The Late Republic

Tiberius Gracchus
Tribune of the Plebs
Designed to protect the Plebs
10 People who protected the Plebians
133
Tiberius Gracchus is a Tribune of the Plebs 
He wants to solve all the problems but only has 1 year
Tries to solve all of the problems by giving poor people land
Causes conflict because the rich don’t want to give their land and poor who want their land
Then King Attalus dies and leaves his kingdom to Rome
Gracchus thinks he means the Roman people, aristocrats think its meant for them
The consuls then lead a mob to kill Gracchus and 300 of his followers
Not only is he killed, but he is dragged through the streets with hooks, take him to the tiber, cut him up in little pieces and throw him in.
The following year a purge occurred kills all his supporters
First time political conflict led to bloodshed
123/122
Tiberius has a brother Gaius 
Become tribune of the plebs
He works the problems slowly
Solves the little problems as to not get resistance
Gets subsidized grain for the poor
Creates new colonies
Strengthened the Tribune position
Sacrosanctity
No one was allowed to touch a person if the Tribune protected them. To touch the Tribune was death
Also gave other powers
The minute he is not elected the consuls send a possy after him. Commits suicide having a slave kill him instead of capture
121
Gallia Narbonensis 
That southern part of France is finally captured. It came to be known as the province not just another province since it is so nice
Enter a period of the Senate becoming corrupt. 
When you enter the Senate everyone takes an oath of Concordia to best serve Rome
Everyone also agrees to work together
Prevents powerful people from using all of their legal powers in order to benefit themselves
Roman armies are being defeated due to the lack of armies

88  L. Cornelius Sulla comes and is the better commander and takes command by order of the senate to fight Mithridates

When Marius he comes home and his made fun of
Him and his accomplice Cinna take over Rome and kill all of Sculla’s supporters. He then proclaims himself Consul for the year 86
He dies of natural causes that year as well

Meanwhile Sulla is successful in his victory over Mithridates he takes his time coming home stalling in Greece
83 he returns and he finds Cinna in charge. On his return he is met by 3 people (supporters who are alive)
1st Marcus Licinius Crassus
Very Rich
He offers Sulla his money for service
2nd Quintus Caecililus Metellus Pius
Up incoming general
3rd Pompey 
Has an army
82 These guys march on and besiege Rome
First civil war
They are successful 
Sulla then decides not to kill all his enemies
He makes a wanted list of people he wants dead, and offers a reward for their death
Known as a Proscription
The list
81 Sulla appoints himself dictator
(dictator is an official Roman position, used when both the consuls have been killed in times of war)
80 Sulla elected as Consul
When his time is done he retires and moves to the countries
However although he reties, the legislation that he put in place facilitates the power of a few individuals who gain both supreme political and military power. They use the system to further their own ends
81 Sis alpine gaul is made a province
80-77 Q. Sertorius revolts in spain against Rome
Meanwhile,
Pirates in the east
Problems in asia minor
70 Pompy and Crassus are Consuls
64 Pompus province created / Judea is made a client Kingdom.
Client Kingdoms are not conquered, but they agree to follow Roman policy and protect their interest
62 Syria created
Pompy wanted to retire his army. However the Senate refuses since the soldiers would be entitled to land and they did not want to give it up
So when he returns he wants to get his way
There is an up incoming Politician Gaius Julius Caesar
Pompy, Crassus and Caesar became know as the first Triumvirate 
59 Caesar is elected Consul
He then acts as mouth piece for Pompy and Crassus
1st act is getting Pompys men their land
58 Caesar rigs the lottery for Provinces and becomes Pro-Consul of cisalpine Gaul
Uses it as a basis to attack Gaul
Claims he was attacked
Takes 2 5 years commands to conquer Gaul
At the same time Rome is breaking into factions
55 Pompy and Crassus become Consuls and try to fix everything
Pompy tries to make people forget Caesar and remember him
56 Caesar decides to conquer Britannia
He doesn’t make it a province but he does conquer it.
This adds to his reputation in Rome as he writes a letter every year of his exploits
He means to go home but he doesn’t count on Vercingetorix who rallies the Gauls against Caesar
Caesar is laying siege to Alesia, and while he is doing this the Gauls lay siege to his army
Caesar is victorius and makes Gaul a province
People are scared of when Caesar comes back as he has a huge army and so does Pompy
54 Crassus becomes pro-consul and heads off to fight the Parthians
He fails. Crassus’ army is surrounded and the Parthians drop arrows on them
3 Romans Legions were defeated in 53 at Cara
Gap


End of the Republic
In 7 points
1. The acceptance of violence as a politic tool
2. Over ambitious men created by the unchecked ruthless competition for power, wealth and prestige
3. Client army who owe their allegiances to their commanders and not the senate or the people
4.Weak, self-serving, and morally bankrupt senate which led to the inability for the senate to control its commanders
5. Granting of extraordinary and illegal powers to commanders over long periods of time
6. The unswerving opposition to these commanders magistrates by the senate when their own interest were threatened even when these commanders and magistrates were acting for the peoples good
7.Acceptance by the senate of actions that could be potentially harmful to the state when the interest of the commanders and senate coincide. These actions were often brutal and illegal 
Augustus gradually gave up his powers over time to his triumvirate 
Runs for consul 31-23 BC successfully
13 Jan 27 BC
Augustus gives up the remainder of his powers and retires
At this point the senate panic
Since he has been in charge things have gotten much better
Senate tries to make him stay by giving him special powers
He had powers of Consul, Senator, and Censor, Pro-consul, power of the plebs
He now has almost every power available
He ends up being the ultimate military, legislative and administrative power
After receiving these powers he receives his name Augustus (which is simply an honorary title)
Auctoritas (Authority) 
He ruled by authority
Golden age of Rome
Augustus Created 12 provinces
Palestine is broken into 4 client kingdoms after king herod dies and leaves his land to his 4 sons
1 son is brutal and the people petition Augustus
Julio Claudiums
Created dynasty
Augustus to Nero
Quintus Varus was a general up near the rhine fighting the Germanic tribes.
He lost 3 legions
More importantly 3 eagles
This hurt Augustus 
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
