Established modern American anthropology as the study of the sum total of human phenomena.

	Evolution & the associated issues
– Similar customs are found throughout the world and at the same time all have key aspects that differ from one another. Those differences are what you study (example: most cultures have marriage of sorts, it is the different customs and traditions that are studied)
· Thought it was false that all societies progress through the same stages in the same order. Structures were not created consciously in society but out of need.
	Dynamic phenomenon of cultural change
– Because of migration new cultural structures are added to society. Both internal and external aspects can change the society as it develops over time. This leads to this dynamic phenomenon of cultural change.
- Culture could not be reduced to biology or other expressions of symbolic thought, such as language. Boas and his students understood culture inclusively and resisted developing a general definition of culture. Indeed, they resisted identifying "culture" as a thing, instead using culture as an adjective rather than a noun. Boas argued that cultural "types" or "forms" are always in a state of flux

	How is Western culture and the English language limiting to anthropologists in the field?

Eastern cultures are beginning to adapt Western culture as their own, which causes them to lose aspects of their own culture, making it difficult for anthropologists to study the aforementioned culture. Many non-western cultures around the world are beginning to adopt the English language as their own, which removes a great individual aspect of the different culture. The West also has a history of forcing their culture on others, dating back to Christopher Columbus.  People of western culture often compare cultures to their own, generally being disappointed upon viewing a primitive culture and labelling them as savages.

That people are objects for observation. People are considered objects for experimentation, manipulation, and for eventual extinction.
	How does Deloria suggest relations could be improved between Anthropologists and Aboriginals?
Indian tribes could improve relations with anthropologists if they follow policies. These Indian tribes must accept the Anthropologist into their culture. 	Four modes of Power

-Power as the attribute of the person (Basically the power one person has, ex. An anthropologist)
-Power can be understood as the ability of an ego to impose its will (People can enforce their will onto a group depending on their power status)
-Tactical and Organizational power, (makes sure there is control in different settings where people interact with each other)
-Structural Power, operates within settings or domains but that also organizes and orchestrates settings

Must move beyond Geertz’s “experience-near “understandings to analytical concepts that allow us to set what we know about X against what we know about Y, in pursuit of explanation.

Discussing processes on macro scales as well as in micro settings.
Using micro settings like a village or maybe an online forum (something smallish) to speak to larger, macro issues. But you have to be careful with taking this smaller setting and saying it represents a wider one. Like an anthropologist studying one town in Brazil and then saying it represents all Brazilian culture and society. That's a problem, but you have to understand that the Brazilian town does not exist in isolation, it is always relating to other forces and this is why you can use your study of it to speak to macro issues.
