Did a concept of childhood exist in other times and places?
Phillipe Aries (1914-1984): Centuries of Childhood (1962), it was in the 1960’s where people began to think of childhood a different way. He looks into medieval childhood into his present day childhood. Children existed in the middle ages but there was no childhood (Main argument). The evidence he used was mostly art.  He was criticized because a lot of his art was from a more modern era. He noticed children were rarely represented in art, and when they were they often looked like little adults, not children. Aries’ thought that there was not a real concept of childhood because they were not portrayed in art. Chronology of art with children: Absence, Putti, Coddling, Moralizing, and Sentimentalization. Aries’ perspective: as children became more important more pressure has been put on them to be the future of society, modern society begins to place their anxieties on children. Critique: there is a distinction between representation and reality, art was made to show the nobility and the privileged children. He misunderstood the lack of information in the art, when is absence just oversight or just absence. Aries’ took the absence in children in art as an absence in childhood. He also chose a very narrow section of art, he followed the art of Peter Brugel who depicted everyday life in his art. Why is this text important: This is worth studying, he got us to think as childhood as not a universal, he asked us to pose the questions of the conceptions of childhood and how they change across time and space. This was very influential for others in social sciences. Historians have made in his influence, is that he polarized the field. People were trying to prove or disprove what he was saying, he instituted a focus on parent and childhood relations. 

How did parents in other times and places…
Aries: “This is not to suggest that children were neglected, forsake or despised”.
Edward Shorter: The making of the modern family (1976), good mothering was an invention of modernization
Lawrence Stone: The family: Sex, and Marriage in England, said parents were strict and products were corporate punishment, loveless marriage, swaddling was a cruel practice and showed a lack of affection for their child, more lack of affection was getting someone else to feed your child. (1977)
General Assumptions of childhood in medieval era: there was different conceptions, they existed in a  sense of children’s distinctiveness, a diverse range of parental feelings, they were not segregated from the adult worlds (point of contention).

The Invention of Modern Childhood:
Late 19th century to present: generally the ways in which we think about children. Since then we have seen a great difference in parents and children due to schools, economy, it is no longer an industrial economy, there is also a sense that not only do they live in two different worlds there is an opposition between adults and children. Children now cost money instead of earning it, the intensification of child rearing (an adults sole responsibility is to raise this child), children’s culture becomes much more commercial and mass produced, sexuality -  the concern for sexuality in children. 
Erasmus (1466-1536): He emphasized the importance of education for children, he came along at the same time as the reformation. People were being taught to read the bible for themselves rather than someone reading it to them. Schooling and education is important to the development of the child. 
John Locke (1632-1704): Some thoughts concerning education (1693). Influential enlightenment thinker. If a child died as an infant, since they have yet to confess their sins and repent they would be sent to purgatory that children are born into the world as sinful, John Locke argued against this Tabula Rasa (blank slate). He also believed in the importance of education, that with guidance they would turn into rational good human beings.  
Rousseau (1712-1778): The child is innocent and full of wonder, closely connected to nature and all things good. First, he says we need to have the concept of childhood, we need to recognize them as children. Second, he says we need to think about children in a certain way, innocent and moral. The world is what corrupt children so they need to be raised correctly and in nature, they need to have the space to be creative and free to play.  ROMANTIASICM: 18th and 19th century ideology, nature and innocence. Puritan Discourse: children are innately sinful, and only discipline will bring them up right (17th and 18th century). 
Industrialization: Life was primarily agricultural, later mechanization became more popular. This creates changes in how society is organized, before people tended to work and live in the same spot (more or less), this changes with industrialization with factories because people go away to work. Public spheres are formed, work, home, public life etc. Changes social relations, children also go to work. Families change, the rise of the nuclear family. Cities become over populated, housing is inadequate, pollution is increasing, and this results in the reform movement in the late 19th century. They were concerned with the organization of cities, creating green spaces, playgrounds for children, but two dominant ones for children were anti child labor and schooling. 
Reform Efforts: Child Labour legislation introduced (Nova Scotia: 1873, BC: 1877, 1930 is when most child labour is abolished). They also wanted to make school mandatory for children (ON: 1891). 1921 schooling was in creased from 8-14 to 8-16. 
How might compulsory schooling change the experience of childhood?
The changing family: emotional ties, childrearing, material changes, author: Viviana A. Zelizer, the shift of children to work, the sacralization of the child, “children become economically worthless but emotionally priceless”. This is an ideal, not a reality and is directed at the middle class. 
The Science of Childhood: about applying science to different aspects of life. In the late 19th century James Sully releases a book ‘Studies of Childhood (1895)’. A lot of this psychological thinking has been influenced by Darwinian thinking and evolutionary theory. Biogenetic Law/recapitulation theory: is embodied by ontogeny is the development of the person and phylogeny is the development of the race. So basically children are little savages - and then develop into more civil people - had to go through all the stages of civilization in order to become adults. Developmental Psychology: children are understood as becoming (a stage) rather than being (a state). A problem with development psychology is that it is deterministic. Compare it to Tabula Rasa, children develop different ways based oin different influences, 
Stanley Hall (1844-1924): Created the term adolescence. Adolescence: its psychology and it’s relations to physiology. ‘Anthropology, Sociology, Sex, Crime, Religion and Education (1904). He believes in the recapitulation theory. 
The child as a consumer, children are now targeted in marketing and advertising. 
The rights of the child: Declaration of the Rights of the Child (1924). The idea of having child rights came out of the enlightenment. UN Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948). 
Eroding Childhood: debate goes to the 1950’s. It renewed again in the 80’s. 
Studying Children and Childhood:
Emerges in the late 19th century with things like psychology and the development in sciences. Childhood Studies really emerged in the 1980’s, uses age as an analytical category, it draws on a wide range of social sciences, history, developmental studies etc. It is often linked to applied research or activism. 
Biological materialism, radical social constructionism.

Theories:

There are two, and only, two genders
One’s gender is invariant

The male/female dichotomy is a natural one.
Membership in one gender or the other is natural. 
Second wave feminism – tended to think of gender in clear cut ways (sex was your physical body, biological. And gender was cultural).
Simone de Beauvoir: “One is not born, but rather becomes a woman”.

Binary sex
Binary gender
Sex and gender are stable
Judith Butler, Gender Trouble (1990)
Gender constitutes sex
Our ideas about gender inform how we think about the body and how we understand it.
Materiality of gender
Basically our assumptions about men and women and what they should be able to do become embedded into the body. Bodies physically change. 
DOMINANT WAY OF THINKING: heterosexual matrix
Sex -> gender -> sexuality
Biological sex -> cultural gender -> heterosexual desire
Female body -> feminine gender performance -> desire male body or gender
Mae body -> masculine gender performance -> desire femae body or gender
ATERNATE WAY OF THINKING:
Sex -> gender -> desire
Butler:
Think about gender, as not something that is rooted in side the self but rather as a series of performances or acts. She thought of gender not as something that we are but s something that we do. 
Fausto-Sterling:
Five sex model
Male, female, herms, ferms, and merms. 
One sex ( there are just more perfect forms of that sex), what determined this was heat, which cause your genitals to fall out and if you were cold your genitals stayed inside your body. This recognizes a continuum. We have latched onto the two sex system, but according to Fausto-Sterling we should think of it more as a continuum with male on one side and female on the other with almost everyone falling between the two. 
Intersex 101:
Def: variations in congenital sex anatomy that are considered atypical for female or males (Dreger and Herndon 2009:200)
No single category or body type – there are lots of different manifestations. People may say it’s a third sex but there are so many different manifestations for it to only be classified as one sex.
Medicalization.
Frequency – One to four percent births. 
Typical sexual development – chromosomes (46 XX girl, 46 XY boy).
XX and XY zygotes have…
Mullerian ducts (ovaries, uterus, fallopian tubes)
Wolffian ducts (testicles)
Genital tubercle (external sex organs, penis or clitoris)
XY development on WebCT
Female fetus’s have more exposure to estrogen and progestin. 
Medical categorization of intersex
Theodore Klebs (1876): 
Male
Female
True hermaphroditic 
Female pseudohermaphroditism – they have ambiguous genitalia but internally they have ovarian tissue
Male pseudohermaphroditism  - they have ambiguous genitalia but internally they have testicular tissue
Female Pseudohermaphroditism:
Congenital adrenal hyperplasia (CAH)
46 XX karyotypes
produce excess androgens
life long hormone therapy
still have reproductive capabilities because they have the internal reproductive organs
Male Pseudohermaphroditism:
Androgen intersensitivity syndrome (AIS)
46 XY
lack receptor for androgen
Complete AIS (CAIS) – 100% cannot respond to androgens
Partial AIS (PAIS) – you can respond to a degree of testosterone but never a full masculinization
5-Alpha-Reductase-Deficiency (5-ARD)
46, XY
can’t convert testosterone into DHT
external genitalia doesn’t develop
when puberty hits external sex does not develop but secondary sex characteristics will occur such as descended testicles.

Kleinfelter’s Syndrome
XXY
Turner’s Syndrome
45 XO karyotypes
Defining intersex
Hypospadias – when the urethral opening isn’t at the tip of the penis but along the shaft or the base. 
The Medicalization of Intersex bodies:
Most cases, people who have this do not need an intervention. There are a couple of exceptions such as difficulty expelling waste then that is an instance when a person needs medical intervention. Hyper active adrenal glands need no be regulated with hormones. But for the most part most of these surgeries are not necessary but rather changing them so they look like what we think bodies should look like. 
Surgical normalization
Assumptions:
Two sexes
Heterosexuality is normal
Psychological health is dependent on binary gender roles – for us to be normal well adjusted adults a female has to fall under the female gender role in order to be an adjusted adult.
Humanitarianism? – a lot of physicians thought they would make a child’s life easier, so it’s hard to know if this is humanitarianism or something else so it is problematic. 
New technologies 
Treating the intersex child:
The child arrives…
The surgery has to be done right away and it is often made by the doctors rather then the parents. 
Parents were often told that there child has a true sex but the development didn’t finish and that now the doctors are going to finish it for them. 
How do they decide the sex? For boys, if a child is to be decided male…
Function (pee standing up and participate in vaiginal intercourse)
Size (Penis has to be about 2cm at birth, biggern than .5cm and smaller than 1cm surgery!, and then if the penis is smaller than a.5cm then it is a girl)
Physicians capabilities (size rule in place because it makes it easier for the surgeon because they cannot make a penis but they can make a vagina). “Easier to dig a hole then make a pole”.
The concerns are aesthetic and social
For girls…
It is based on the sole purpose if they can reproduce or not or if the male penis is too small.
The Phall-O-Meter – penis genital measurement joke. Meaning that the surgery should be based on the individuals capabilities too feel pleasure rather then how it looks.

Learning Gender:
Socialization: the ways in which we learn to become the member of a group. It’s also how we learn to accommodate the changing norms of a group, and how to become a member of new groups.
Gender Socialization: The process through which individuals learn the gender norms of their society and come to develop an intern gender identity.
Gender norms: the sets of rules for what is appropriate masc. and fem. Behavior in a given culture.
Gender identity: the way in which being fem. Or masc. a woman or a man, becomes an internalized part of the way we think about ourselves.
Judith Butler:
Gender is performative
As one does femininity, they become a women.
‘Fake it till you make it’ - Constantly trying to be this person until you become them.
Gender association: is a complex, fragile, always incomplete, and less than perfect process.
Gender socialization takes place at three levels:
1. The individual
2. The interaction
3. The institution
Gender is a coercive system:
Policing.
As we do gender our performances are either rewarded or punished. We learn what the gender norms are and tend to stay within those boundaries.
Gender may be coercive but children have agency. 
Gender Role Socialization:
Is a lifelong process of learning to be masc. or fem.
Happens through many agents such as…
Families:
In utero
Society
Ultra sound
Gender preference – usually want one or the other. language can change when they speak about the baby after they know the ‘gender’, even the way in which they touch their belly (caress or pat).
Gendered practices
Preparations
Cultural rituals – ie - baby showers are a gender socialization for the parents and the world they are about to take on. It reinforces the female character in the family while the male stands to the side.
Birth:
Sex assignment:
Performative utterance – when we say something it makes it true (ie – it’s a girl,it reiterates those gender nroms)
Constantive Utterance – descriptive utterances (ie – it’s warm in here, or I went to Cuba yesterday)
Naming:
Girls names tend to be softer sounding and names that are flowery and feminine (usually end in vowels). Boys names tend to sound strong and reliable (Usually ends in consonants). 
Early Days:
Gendered interactions with infants – gender specific language (boys – strong, big! Girls – little, delicate). The ways in which parents treat their children as they age reinforces this (mothers tend to be more attentive to female babies and speak to them, father are more attentive to male babies and touch them). 
Rubin, Provezano, and Luria (1874)
Clothing? What is the relationship between gender and children’s clothing?
Pink and blue?
Pink used to be a boys colour and blue a girls. 
In the 80’s was when you could learn the gender of a baby which is what started up the whole blue for boy and pink for girl. 

Language – firefighter vs fireman, msil carrier vs mail man.
Gendered spaces – how we paint a room pink or purple, or blue or green. We gender a childs life before it even begins by using things like gendered spaces.
Parents tend to be harder on boys who transgress normative gender roles than girls. (gender transgression). 
In our world it is hard to imagine a child that is not a gender.
Schools:
Schools have a normative and socializing function.
Segregation – when asked to line up ( boys and girls), when making seating, when playing games saying boys will do this and girls will do this.
Language used – ie. Boys and girls listen up!
Teacher behavior – girls – feminine ideal, and boys – masculine ideal (boys can get away with more, or be more aggressive or rambunctious because boys will be boys!).
RESISTING THE BINARY: Melissa Tempel pushed against the gender binary by talking about stereotypes, also stopped using boys and girls and said children instead.
Peers:
Overlooked, but important, aspect of socialization. 
Peer cultures:
“a stable set of activities or routines, artifacts, values, and concepts that children produce and share in interaction with peers” – Corsaro 1992
researching children and gender play. 
Ethnography
Children ages 5-10
Two working class American schools
Findings:
Gender segregation
Cross gender interaction
Reaffirming boundaries (cooties)
Enacting heterosexuality
Ignored gender (they tended to work cooperatively and gender just didn’t really apply when assigned to do something)
Children are active shapers in gender socialization.
McGuffery and Rich 1999
Participant observation and interviews
Children 5-12
Day camp
Gender Transgression Zone
Phillip:
‘fem.’ Activities, in response to his gender transgressions he was punished by being excluded by the boys and made fun of.
“African American” girls:
they could play like a boy, yet interacted like a girls. Boys thought they were weird.
Patricia:
Super athletic, often excelled in sports like basketball. The boys declared her a man and she was accepted into their social group. 
Conclusions that can be drawn:
The relative power that boys had over the gender transgressions. 
Girls never policed the way boys did.
It takes place away from the adults and it gives us a better sense in how children are involved in gender socialization.
Children challenge and enforce gender norms.
Social world
Boys:
Athletic ability, competition, detachment
Hegemonic masculinity (R.W Connell)
Girls:
No single hierarchy
Small group dynamics

Ie – brad and Angelina’s Shiloh has a ‘boys’ hair cut and people are criticizing her saying why is Angelina making Shiloh a boy?

Play is central to how we understand children and childhood.
Play is often regarded as one of the most distinctive features of childhood and this is something that adults do not have.
Childhood is associated with…
PLAY
Non-economic
Enjoyable
Less serious
Adulthood is associated with…
WORK
Productive
Important
Serious
Canadian Child Labour Legislation:
Children under 17 may by employed if the work is ‘unlikely’ to endanger their health or safety.
Not permitted to work from 11:00pm-6:00am
The Myth of the Non-working Child:
Children work in different contexts (ie – a child doing house hold chores or a child doing work at their parents store.)
Play is central o our ideal of the child. 
Making Sense of Play:
Play is serious
For example, in the ways of gender roles. If a little boy is playing with pink dolls then he is playing ‘wrong’.
Play and development
Cognitive
Emotional
Physical
Play and social learning
Play and power
Sport:
Sport is structured play. 
The master narrative in our culture is that sport is good.
There are assumptions that sports makes people more fit, or keep better grades, or have a lower percent chance of teenage pregnancy but there is not actual proof of this.
Eric Anderson – he suggested its important that we think of sports this way because lots of money is being transferred from health or education plans and being put into sports programs. 
Anderson:
Sport and the reproduction of patriarchy
Sports is very much a gender segregated world.
Sports themselves are gender coded. Girls and boys have different equipment, different rules, different change rooms, etc… this is based on the assumption that boys are more physically able to participate in sports than girls. And if we continue to separate boys and girls we are continuing to support these gender rules. It gives men a language that belongs to them that women can not be a part of.
Team sports and the reproduction of classism
The assumption in sports culture is that if you work hard than you will succeed. What it does is ignore all of the things that structure things in sports, such as expenses. Only certain people can actually afford all of the stuff for sports. Quality training is also expensive. Creates a cultural narrative that you just need to work hard to succeed, so what young people will do from bad backgrounds will work hard and expect to succeed so their attention will be taken away from their education and life prospects. In celebrating those people who use sports as a way out, suggests that a lot of people find a way out when in fact their rarely is one when it just comes to sports. 
Othering
The construction of teams and opponents as enemies and then encourages people to see their opponents as OTHER. Not as someone who is just doing the sport for fun. It celebrates all of these unsavory behaviours such as trash talk. It can reproduce inequality.
Masculinity hierarchies
In our day and age athleticisms has little baring on peoples work life, yet sport is still an important thing inn the relationships of men to one another. It creates social prestige and then marginalization for those who do not participate. Says there is something wrong with not being athletically capable.
Sport and Overherence to authority.
Children how to follow the rules, it does so in an unqualified way. Many coaches do not have the training to be coaches, they have an undue amount of power over children. 
Coaches kind of play on their power, they are able to guilt children. 
Accepting and Inflicting Violence and Injury in Sport
We have totally sanctioned violence and injury, like it’s okay to push your body to it’s limits and then past it to injury in the name of sports. 
I9 Sports in the USA
This is for profit sporting organization. You have to pay to play, it serves approx.. 350,000 kids, there are no tryouts and you are just put on a team. There is not gender segregation. Parents have to sign a pledge that this is this is for fun and that they just cheer and be supportive! Coaches are trained to eliminate excessive competitiveness. No Body contact, learning how to play multiple positions in the same sport. They distance these sports from a lot of commercial sports, removing playoffs and championships, and disentangling the sport and the child’s school. 
Conclusions:
Play is important to how we imagine childhood, but there is a difference between what childhoods is and what we think it should be.

Children and Cultures of Capitalism:
The Child Consumer
A consumer society is a social system dominated by the production and consumption of commodities.
Relationship to capitalism?
In the late 18th century is when mass marketed children consumer culture developed. It was solidified in the 19th century and in the 20th century children were targeted by producers.
19th century solidified children in consumer society – in two aspects…
1. commodification of images of children for adults consumption.
2. Marketing of goods to preserve the unique character of childhood. 
Children are a symbol of purity so it was easy for parents to but into it, children were used to sell adult things, we also see the emergence of goods that are meant to celebrate and preserve childhood. Childhood is very much tied to having the right kinds of goods. Consumption was a demonstration of love to their child. The ads are still directed towards parents even if they use children in the ads. 
20th Century…
we see the emergence of allowance. Now the child itself can be a direct consumer.
We start to see advertisements target children. 
We see the segmentation of the market into smaller and smaller chunks which means dividing children into age groups and then figuring out what those age groups want then to advertise it. 
Parents are now in the sidelines of advertising.
The other thing that we start to see happening, is that toys were itched to parents as having an educational value, and now toys are marketed to children for the joy of the product. 
Gender and Toys
Roller coaster of gender segregation
Elizabeth Sweet – Sear’s catalogues
She says that gender was relatively absent, but around WWII we see more gender segregation when it comes to toys. 1995 began the gendering of toys. She says it’s not just the fact the toys are coded for boys and girls but now they are making gendered colours. If you create a product for both boys and girls then the parent has to buy two instead of one.

Greece – banned all war related games and toys ads

The child as a consumer is not new but the aggressiveness of the advertisement is and they reinforce gender roles more. 
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PART I: Remembering Childhood
Generic Memory
This is basically things for broad details. (ie – the colour of your grandmothers kitchen, or something from an old bedroom). If you go somewhere more than five times it is most likely going to create a generic memory, they are very much general and not about Specific events
Episodic
This is specific memories of a specific event. 
Autobiographical Memory
 The kind of memory that has a significance of you that develops over time. Doesn’t develop until you’re about 3.5. Otherwise known as infantile amnesia. 
Autobiographical Writing
Autobiography – tends to tell an entire life story, up until the individual is writing. More of a life history.
Memoir – is about memories, not about history but about how you remember the past. Usually just a potion of your life (ie – your childhood, university life, etc.). 19th and 20th century you usually wrote relationships that you had with people so it is essentially about them, but not until now did people start writing them about themselves. 
Changing Attitudes Towards Life Writing
Current popularity
Amongst non-fiction readers, the most popular type of writing was (31%) history, 29% was biographical writing.
Past Perceptions
Freud, he refused to write a memoir because of  the ‘mendacity’ of memoirs, in other words, lies. Memories are unreliable so he said no. It raises questions of what is true, should memoirs be emotionally true or physically true. 
So what is truth in the relationship to the memoir?
Rousseau wrote one of the first modern memoirs, Confessions. He quite openly and honestly said that he would speak the truth, the good and the bad. So he saw that as a good thing, but that is a very critical point of memoirs. Some people say that some things should just stay silent (ie – Rousseau’s masturbating habits and masochism). 
The Confessional Age
Like Total Recall by Arnold or Life by Keith Richards.
Autobiographical Writing and Childhood
“Triviality is the essence of childhood experience”
some people argue that children are terrible narrators, are they from their memories or someone elses, are they reliable, did they actually happen, etc. 
Traumatic Childhood: Flynn 2002
The emergence of traumatic childhood, it has become something that is a sort of model that peoples lot their experiences into. 
Frames the child as a victim, usually of adult neglect, violence or adult something. The child as the victim is central to this model.
In centering the child as the victim enforces that the child is passive and cannot make meaning, things just happen to them. 
It reinscribes the notion of the ‘innocent’ child.
It reinforces the notion that the victimization of children exists in the private sphere, and within families. It focuses on individuals and individual families instead of on the whole picture.
