Culture:
· Look at patterns of behaviour
· Associated with the discipline of Anthropology
· The complex way of life shared by a people, including both the material and non-material elements (quiz)

Anthropology:
· Study of cultural differences and similarities among the world’s people
· Different cultures have their own distinctive characteristics

Culture Consists Of:
· Values
· Languages
· Norms
· Material goods

Process of Socialization:
· Each generation learns the cultural beliefs and patterns of those who preceded them

Non-Material Elements:
· Knowledge and beliefs
· Symbolic
· Normative: values, etc.
· Values and beliefs are abstract ideals
· Norms are agreed-upon principles
· Material goods are the physical objects

Culture is…
· Learned
· Rooted in symbols
· Shared
· Is integrated

Culture and Cultural Objects:
· Have an impact on the food we eat, the clothes we wear, the cars we drive, the spaces we live in, the tools and technologies that we use

Culture Connects:
· A society is a system of interrelationships
· Culture serves as a society’s glue

Early Human Culture:
· Adaptation to the physical environment
· Culture varied in different environments

Studying Culture:
· Avoid ethnocentrism; judging other cultures by one’s own standards
· Endeavor to see ways of life of different peoples in a non-judgmental fashion: cultural relativism
· Examine practices in their own context 

Dominant North American Culture:
· Related to mode of production
