Relations of Power

Power is associated with the control of resources. 

Proximal power:
· Personal relationships (i.e. the relationship between a student and their professor, in families)
· We have face to face interactions with this authority

Distal Relations of Power:
· More abstract forms of power (i.e. Facebook, the media corporation, religion)
· Governments of corporations 
· These people have the power to make decisions affecting our lives; however, we will never meet them or have face to face interactions with one another 

Expected Patterns of Behaviour:
· Social norms
· Govern our behavior (i.e. fear of shame and repugnance)
· Social norms are context specific

Dialectics:
· Concept: highlights the significance of change
· Change is the result of the unity and struggle of opposites 
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
