It has to be long enough to give the meaning of the term and its importance in this class/course. Shoot for CORE components of each definition/term/concept.

e.g., “Latent Functions of Prostitution”: Robert K.Merton, Meaning of latent function, what is function, what is manifest, Kingslay Davis, his book “ Sociology of Prostitution”, then talk about major functions of prostitution.
e.g., “Medicalization of Deviance”:  Erving Goffman, labeling theory, medical condition, sick vs well, clinical diagnosis, help not punishment, no morality, good vs bad. See page 95 of the book

e.g,. “Dramaturgical Analysis”:  Goffman, theatrical performance, impression management, presentation of self, elements of performance ( dress, objects, language, set up etc). also an example, page 169
