· Phonograph- Thomas invented it
· Rotating drum covered in tin foil 
· Entrepreneurs would buy to exhibit these things
· Shows were focused on education and entertainment 
· Phonograph created exact record of sound that produced them
· Sound good be recorded, much more permanent 
· Certain things could be captured
· Uses:
· Letter writing and dictation 
· Books for the blind
· Reproduction of music 
· Family records
· Music boxes
· Toys
· Music – still popular today
· Inefficiencies 
· Foil wax could only be used once (only record something once, cannot rerecord)
· Only sounds could be recorded, the quality sucked
· Emile burginer- disk, much more permamnent
· Consumerisation of phonoegram
Gramophone:
· Whole idea of parlour- sign of luxury 
· Base of mass use of this technology
· Not family centered anymore
Early motion pictures:
· Kineteschope- black and white – individualized experience lasted 15 secs
· Nickelodean – early movie way, temporary, cheap movies, aimed at the working class
Mass media and star system:
· Attraction of stars was due to industrial revolution
· First star were the baseball players- they were super popular
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
