What are norms? – Things are socially accepted, expected, they are guideline, behavioural expectations, they are rules that groups use to designate what’s appropriate and inappropriate. (not limited to behaviour and actions, can entail beliefs, values and attitude.)
Explicit Norms: (eg. Priority Seating), (No shirt, no shoes, no service!)
Implicit Norms: (unspoken mutual understanding between people)
What is deviance? – Anything that strays from the norm, changes with time (eg. Tattoos are now accepted)
Formal Deviance – Against the law, such as robbery, assault ect.
Informal Deviance – Cheating, Swearing in public, Public Urination, Extended eye-contact, PDA
Corporate crime causes more damage, costs more money than common crimes.
· Death in the workplace ranks third (companies fail to provide a safe work environment)
· More people die in the workplace than they do on the street. 
· Makes up 80% of all crimes

Key ingredients of a crime:
· Actus Reus (action) 
· Mens Rea (Guilty mind / Intent)
· Intent – Highest, purposely causing harm
· Knowledge – Accuse possessed an awareness of particular circumstances 
· Recklessness – Violates a law through not caring about your actions
· Blameworthy 
· No legal defence (Mental illness, Self-defence, Entrapment) 
· Mistake of Fact is not excuse
· Due Diligence  
Moral Panic (Social Constructionism) 
· Moral panic is the intensity of feeling expressed in a population about an issue that appears to threaten the social order. Those who start the panic are the Moral Entrepreneurs. 
· Moral Entrepreneurs attempt to convince society of their beliefs.
· Can be rational or irrational
Folk Devils
· If moral panic is about an individual or a group than that person or group is known as a folk devil (Al-Qaida)
Sexting
· Philip fucked up and sent photos of his underage girlfriend, in turn he got charged for child pornography, and he’s now on the sex registry. Is this just?  
Social Control
· Various types of organized reactions to behaviours reviewed as problematic 
· Police, Courts, Corrections

Costs of Operating the CJS
· In Canada 11 billion, Police uses 7 billion, 3 billion to correctional facilities, Incarcerating a person a day costs 259 dollars   
· In the US 100 
· Alternatives cost (probation, supervision)  - 5 – 25 / day
· Incarcerating a male / year 94, 533
· Incarcerating a female / 150,000 – 250,000
Substantive Justice
· Accuracy of Outcome – Most concerned with making sure there is no doubt in your mind that the prisoner is guilty
Procedural Justice
· Fairness of procedure – Were things done properly, in order
Punishment should fit the crime, like cases should be treated alike

Dark figure crimes:  Crimes that aren’t reported, Victim Experience survey.


The Triple D’s

· Discretion: The use of individual decision making and choice to influence the operations of the CJS (at the officers discretion) 
· Disparity: Inconsistency as a result of the authorities using illegitimate factors in making decisions (using gender, race, bra size – catch my drift?)
· Discrimination: Differential treatment based on negative judgments relating to group membership
· Systemic – Head tax with the Chinese, Japanese camps in WW2 
· Institutional – Aboriginals and Reserves
· Contextual – Low income neighbourhood, you’re more likely to get stopped.
· Individual – One person’s prejudice 
Purpose of the CJS
· Punishment
· To attain justice
· Rehabilitation
· Deterrence, control, protection, denunciation, maintain order, prevent crime

General Deterrence: Having criminal to discourage public from committing crime.
Specific Deterrence: Individual punishment (eg. 10 years in jail)

Where does Canadian criminal law come from?
· Derived from british law
· Originated during reign of Henry II (1154 – 1189)
· Re-defined private wrongs as crimes against the state
· Circuit judges -> laws based on local customs replaced
· Stare decisis
· “based on situations of similar facts”
· Leads to stability and predictability

THE CONSTITUTION
· Fundamental principles that guide the application and enactment of laws
· Division of responsibilities b/w governments

CASE LAW
· Application and interpretation of laws as they apply in any case 

STATUTE LAW
· Prohibits/mandates certain acts 
· Through these that criminal law is created, changed or eliminated
· Only Parliament has power to enact criminal law

ADMINISTRATIVE LAW
· Laws written by regulatory agencies

THE RIGHT TO SILENCE
· Use of undercover agents, jailhouse informants
THE RIGHT TO DISCLOSURE
· Crown must make evidence available to defence
THE RIGHT TO MAKE FULL ANSWER AND DEFENCE
· The right of defendant to question the complainant
THE DETENTION OF THOSE FOUND NCR
· Renewed every 12 months

Rule of the Law
· Scope of the law
· Applies to everyone
· Character of the law
· Clearly written, and easily accessible, understandable
· Institution of the law
· Certain rules must exist for the law to be fair and just




Excuse Defences
· Under 12 – No Criminal responsibility
· 12 – 17 – Limited criminal responsibility
· 18 + - Full responsibility
· Mental disorder
· Automatism 
· Mistake of fact
· Mistake of law
· PMS? Intoxication?
Duress
· Imminent threat of bodily harm, caused someone to engage in an act they would not have committed – Cannot be used for section 17 defences (murder, sexual assault) 
Necessity
· Prevents greater harm (Wife is in labour, speed to the hospital)
Self Defence
· Defending yourself or others or property, reasonable force
· Battered woman’s syndrome

Offences
· Summary conviction offences - these are minor (trail by provincial court judge, incarceration not exceeding 6 months, max fine of 2000 dollars, charges must be laid between 6 months of crime committed) 
· Indictable Offences – Absolute jurisdiction indictable offences (tried by provincial, theft under 5 grand) – Supreme Court exclusive indictable offences (serious offences tried by the Federal court, murder) – Election indictable offences (trial by provincial judge, with or without jury) make up majority of offences. 
· Hybrid Offences – Prosecutors can choose between summary or indictable offense, based on aggravating (repeat offender, vulnerable victims) and mitigating (anything that makes your sentence lower eg. First time offender, student, ties with community). Max length of sentence for summary conviction is 18 months, and indictable is 10 year.

Homicide
· Directly or indirectly causes the death of a human being
· First degree murder, pre-mitigated, life sentence, eligible for parole after 25 years, robbing and killing someone would get bumped into first degree.
· Second degree murder, not pre- meditated but you have an intent, 10 – 25 years before parole, could receive a life sentence. 
· Manslaughter, caused by assault and negligence, maximum is life, eligible for parole after you serve 1/3rd of your sentence
· Infanticide, only applicable to biological mothers, death of child under 1 year, max is 5 years 

 Characteristics of the most serious Offenders
· An earlier conviction for the same offence
· - improsnment for more thatn one half of the 2 years prior to current date
· - a conviction before 16 years
· - use of heroin during juviline or the past 2 years.
· Un employment

Selective Incapacitation model
· No plea bargaining, little discretion, no praole, few prison programs
· Correctional insution = holding facility
· Criticisms include- no rehab, cost money, false accuations

ReHabilitation Model – 20th century
· Crime is the result of factors outside the control of the indivual – punishment is wrong – indivualize treatment fof offenders
· -focues on actor not act
oPerations of a rehabilitation Model
· An increase of discretion
· - No restrcing for plea bargaining
·  Probation and parole would be more
· More money for training experts and therapy
· Prison would be for treatment
· Evaluation of success – recividsm rates
· Criticisms – Include – time consuming – losts of money – to weak on criminals, - maybe everyone can’t be cured – people may not want to get cured – not taking responsibility for actions.
3 types of shaming
· Public expourse sanctions – be little the crime.
· Apology Penalities
· - wirrtten or public statement
· Debasement penalities
· - encourages empathy

· Most commonly occurring violent crime in Canada – Level 1 Assault
What violent crime has been increasing over the past three decades – forcible confinement.
· Most commonly occruing property crime – theft under 5
· Adults tend to get priosn terms for property crimes because they are recidivists
· Violent crimes are more likely to be solved because between 2 people and usually know the criminal where as property crimes are more a fluke and based on opputurtunity.
· Most common other crime – mischief
· Prostution has been decling
· And fraud/counterfitting has been increasing.
Crime has decreased while fear of being victimized has increased.
Avoidance Behavoiurs – life style changes
Defensive behaviour – Groups, talking on cellphone, not to much on you
Public Perception of CJS

Patrol Model
3- Rs – Reaction, Rapid respone, Random Patrols.
Criticisms, reactive not proactive, doesn’t addres root cause or dark figure of crime.
Patrol doesn’t affect rates of crime. – Maynoaise effect, people commit criems regardless, crime happens between close doors, and criminals will see a pattern.
Community Polcing 
1970- replaced car patrols with foot patrols
3 types of fear
· Intense – victim
· Concrete – idivuals
· Formless – society

4 Policing Styles
· Social Agent - Problem solvers who work with the community
· The Watchman – emphazizes public order, tolerant of private matters and minor offences
· The Law Enforcer – Enofrces all alaws, discretion limited
· The Crime Fighter – Detection and aprresion of serious criminials.

Police have 2 criteria how they use there power
· Passion – force is legitmate for means for resolving
· Perspective – ability to emptahize and use force both ethically and morally

Four Styles of polcing
· Professionals Have both passion and a perseceptive
· - Enforces Have passions ; comfortable with using force
· Reciprocators – lack passion; difficulty using force
