· Qualitative information: information/data that have classes varying in type
· What different thing exist

Qualitative Information
· Pont feature information – 0 dimensional
· Line feature information – 1 dimensional
· Area feature information – 2 dimensional

Qualitative Information: Point Feature Information
· Point feature information types:
· Zero-dimensional entity (defined by its geographic location)
· Two-dimensional feature that is conceived of as a point for mapping purposes
· One-dimensional features with length and direction but no width (political and administrative boundaries) 
· Two-dimensional feature conceived as lines (roads)
· What could be different categories for roads? Roads, water lines, sewer lines.

Single Theme Maps
· Qualitative Maps that emphasize a single theme
· Cartographers use point, line and area graphic marks on the map to represent geographical features

Mapping Qualitative Change
· Change in attribute over time
· Change in location over time
· Spatial data – has spatial component, also has non-spatial component. (ex: tree somewhere, it’s a spatial entity…when we talk about change..we might talk, nature of change and location change. So is it the spatial (attribute) component that’s changing or non-spatial (Location) component changing. Ex: think of AIR MASS > its both. Cause it changes properties and location as it moves)

· Change in attribute over time methods:

a. Small multiples
i. Same base map is used, data is changed
b. Change maps
i. Show the locations that attributes have change
c. Superimposed maps
