Andrea Pozzo - The Glorification of Saint Ignatius (1691-94)

Gianlorenzo Bernini
-Figures in the Cornaro Chapel

Jose de Riberya – Martyrdom of St Philip (c.1639)
-Spain was conservative. Catholic Church plays to people’s expectations; religion is serious and grim. 
-Baroque is unpredictable, full of diagonal lines
-Philip the 4th important Spanish King. He introduces portraits into Baroque Era.
-loved dwarfs

Europe in 1648 (after signing of the Treaty of Westphalia)
Peter Paul Rubens 

Baroque in Holland extremely different from rest of world, this is because:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Strengths of the “Dutch Golden Age”
-Amsterdam founded in 1609 and became the financial centre of Europe
-By 1650, Dutch trading ships were regularly traveling to North and South America, west coast of Africa, China, etc. Netherlands was centre of vast international trading economy
-In 17th century, Netherlands had the highest per capita income in Europe
