Have Women Become More Like Men?
W have become more like M in education and careers.  In areas such as aggression and the experience (but not the expression) of emotion, the two were always similar.
W and M continue to differ in some areas of sexuality, which may have implications for heterosexual relationships.
Most of the increased similarity is the result of W’s (and M’s) changes. Despite media publicity about W’s dissatisfaction  with their new roles, research shows that both W and M believe that their lives are better because of the changes that have occurred in gender roles. 
However ,change is disconcerting and M are less enthusiastic than W about these changes.
