· WHY the social,  political and economic would is the way it is
· War, poverty, ethnic tension, peace, prosperity
· Making sense of world events 
Evaluation
· Why social & political phenomena are good/bad
· Widespread disagreement about how to evaluate: need to give reasons
Orientation
· How do you fit into the social world
· Provides individuals with an identity
· Provides a political compass
Political Program
· Says what should be done, and how to do it
· Explanation is a diagnosis; program is a prescription for a sick patient
· Conception of a good society as goal
What are NOT Ideologies
· Anything ending in “ism”
· Terrorism  a strategy
· Democracy  An ideal
· Religion  Emphasizes God and afterlife
Human Nature
· What human beings are like
· Competitive, cooperative, adaptive

Freedom

Adam Smith on Capitalism
· 1776: Smith’s Wealth of Nations
· Competition is fair and efficient 
· Invisible Hand  from self-interest to public good
· Free trade benefits everyone
· Benefits the worst off
· Promotes international peace
· Conducive to order and good government 
· Fosters self-reliance 
Smith on Government’s Role
· Defend the country against attack
· Protect private property rights

Spencer on Distributive Justice
· Why no state aids to the poor?
1. They are unfit to survive
2. Society is too complex to be controlled in the way governments want
3. Shouldn’t override property rights
Greens Welfare Liberalism
· Government is not merely a necessary evil
· The state can advance individual liberty by promoting equal opportunities for all
· Two Concepts of Freedom
1. Negative Freedom: Absence of Restraint
2. Positive Freedom: Actual ability to do something worth doing 
· Main obstacles to freedom: POVERTY, IGNORANCE, PREJUDICE, SICKNESS
· Government can promote freedom through poor relief, public schools, and hospitals, and regulation of working conditions
Liberal Justice
· Rawls:
· Equal Basic Liberties
· Fair equality of opportunity
· Wealth inequality only if it benefits the worst off
· Nozick: 
· Minimal state
· A rights-protection agency permitting only capitalistic acts between consenting adults
· On good lives
· We all have our own conception of the good human life
· The state should allow individuals to design their own lives

Conservatism and Burke
Conservatism in General
· Traditional
· Change is sometimes necessary, but be sceptical of it
· Suspicious of radical revolutionary change
· Sceptical about political knowledge
· Organic conception of society and the state
· Should think of ourselves as part of an organism (society) rather than individuals
· Classical conservatives: flawed human beings, hierarchy, tradition, anti-revolution
· Contemporary conservatives: small government, free markets, strong military
· Modern liberals: rational justification
· Modern liberals: need for transparency (clarity in laws), therefore against appeals to tradition and superstition
· Conservatism: suspicious of reason, favour sentiment over scrutiny
· Edmund Burke: Career
· An Irishman in the British Parliament
· Critic of the French Revolution of 1789
· Against the revolutionaries’ views of human nature, society, freedom and government
· Human nature and society
· Creatures of habit, custom, tradition
· Humans are not perfectible or changeable by social engineering
· Against the idea of atomistic, isolated individuals
· Complicated fabric of society
· Organic conception of society
· Against the liberal, legalistic, business-like social contract
· Society is not created by our consent
· Sacred intergenerational covenant
· Society is a partnership between the living, the dead, and the yet to be born

· Freedom
· Freedom is not necessarily good
· Rights are concrete, not abstract and universal (no such thing as the ‘rights of man’)
· Ordered liberty to act in accordance with society’s laws and traditions

· Revolution and reform
· Revolution, radicalism, innovation are all mistaken
· Reform: careful, gradual, recognizes complexity of society
· Change could occur but should only be through reform
· Prefer ‘prejudice’ (common view) to abstract reason

· Everything is defined by men (e.g., jobs)
· Women had no role in creating the rules of the game

· Is justice a gendered concept?
· Male biased?
· Women value connectedness
