495.1 Arrest without a warrant by peace officer 
· Defining an arrest:
· Legally arrested: occurs when an individual is deprived of his/ her luiberty by legal authority and is placed under arrest or simply taken into custody. A police offiver must have the intent to arrest, must communicate that intent to the person, and must actually take the person into custody
· Behaviourally arrested: occurs when taling a suspect into custody involves a number of different actions such as a stop (in which the officer tells the individual not to leave) A Verbal statement that the person is “under arrest” or a physical restraint of this person
· Subjectively arrested: occurs when someone having an encounter with the police believes he or she is not free to go, leading to the perception of having been arrested
· Officially arrested: occurs only once the police make an official arrest report
· Under charter freedom of movement  polic officer needs to tell you why they have stopped you (traffic) [behaviourally arrested]

The Citizens Arrest 494(1) and 491 (2)

· Don’t have to wait for private security( can just run) once in a public space cant do anything without dealing with a bunch of legalities.We the citizens give them power on our own most of the time. 
Bouncers  gatekeepers to the club; how is it some bars can enforce a dress code? It’s a club club has certain rules ( age, clothing, gender, pat you down and etc). Stratling the line of human rights abuses; only certain people get admitted to certain clubs. Give up right to privacy (pat down) any where else it would be an assault but we allow it and then pay them to enter the club
Custodial Interrogation
· The suspect must be informes of right to  remain silent and retain counsel

· Rare in Canada, only 2 or 3 per year
· Much publicity is given to those that do occur
· As of late summit held in Ottawa at the economics of policing; society is asking the cost

· American rates are much higher
· Even when taking into account the larger size of the population

Militarization
· In the 1990’s there was an issue of militarization and police forces, peter krazka (tactical units)  the entire cjs has become militarized, all of the US Cjs became militirazed. What is the concern of militarization?  Notion goes back to Julius ceasar of the rubicon, don’t use the military to police its own citizens. Greater issue taking place though is from 1776, and 1864 these 2 eras become important to the US in regards to militirization. 1776 still a colony under Great Britian, and are defended and policed by the British army during this the British soldiers were quartered with local families (until they were done), enengared them. “The military is a broad sword not a scapel”?. American Revolutionaries were the terrorists during this time. 2nd issue in 1864  American Civil war, union controlled the South and policed them for the most part. Caused problems so much that the Congress enacted a new law called possi compotatus (1 does not apply to the marine core, 2 does not effect the national guard: while we don’t advocate using the military to police its own citizens, we do not exclude doing it)that the American army, and navy could not be used to police its own citizens. There was a general hatred of south by north, and north took control of everything in the south, and woul take what they felt belonged to them form the southerners. The American legislation put a law saying that would not use military to police citizens. 
· Civil right movement Arkansas would not desegregate schools, military was deployed to enforce equality
· In Canada we have a law that under certain circumstances should the military be required for attorney general of province has to contact etc. Last time that happened was during a national disaster, the FLQ Crisis
· The whole notion of militarization is also a force issue, tyrannical issue, repressive issue. But on the other hand can be used for good army goes to dig out the snow, does research into fishstocks (can we sustain this? ), .

SWAT 1967 two things bring this to the forefront the Bell Tower incident university of Texas, shot nursing students, and the second the Watts Riots race relations was an issue rumour 2 white officers stop a black female that was pregnant and assaulted her and several individuals brought out riffles and started shooting at people. Civil rights movement causing social unrest causing protest and riots on top of that, police officers learn drill at the depot (how to march) how old armies learned how to mobilize on the battlefield.  This notion of Drill carries over today in policing important for today when they are dealing with crowds of people they know how to form and mobilize in a group.  In the 60’s public order policing was still in its infancy (very disorganized) in need for a specialized police unit to deal with certain situations. At camp pedleton went down and trained with the marines and swat was born. Increased development across the US. Why is SWAT taking hold here in Canada?
Paparmilitary culture in the US have to go back to manifest destiny, (one of the reasons why the mounties wehere created to ensure soverignty). 1867 have the American civil war American military goes to the west to police it against the native americans, we see this entrenchment of the 2nd amendment the right to bear arms, this sets the seeds for the paramilitary culture in the US. In 1945, start of the nuclear era. 
Zombie literature in this era, in the 80’s the fiction was about nuclear Armageddon. This hysteria comes out of 1945, 1961 Cuba crisis, dropping the bomb became [art of their culture and part of the paramilitary culture (bomb shelters) The paramilitary culture is important in 1973 (Vietnam War end of)  not a popular war soldiers were not received very well (known as baby killers), one of the guys that comes back created a magazine called soldier of fortune, we see a frequency of gun shows or ewthralled with the war, where we get things like Rambo and Comando in the 80s both Vietnam vets. 	The whole notion of paramilitarism and survivalism 
The war metaphor becomes extremely important for us as in 1945 when the cold war ends, Eisenhower is at the vanguard at that and becomes the President of the US. In the 50s is the favorite era, start to see a rise in the crime rate Eisenhower comes out and says “war on crime”  (beat the Nazis) so people believe it. Since then presidents have declared “war on drugs”(predominantly) “war on cancer”. Theres a theory out there that says word that succeeds policies that fail, the drug war is one of these policies. 
What does the drug war mean? 
Opens up doors in terms of global policing, 1989 day berlin wall broke down for the last 40 odd years we have built up a massive military industrial compex, in eisenhowers farewell address to the nation he says “beware of the military industrial complex” aka the prison industrial complex( accoding to crim). War is money, cant reuse a bomb, however much moneyu it costs puts money back into the economy. A nations best employer is itself. The Vietnam war was the 1st time the americans had suiffered a massive defeat, a lot of soldiers came back were not welcomed and searched fpr meaning in their lives, many of the took a job in law enforcement. In the 70’s the crime rate is still pretty high, these guys join the force and will fight thwe war on crime to make up for the war that they lost in vietnma. Kraska in his research ties the notion of masculinity in it, police force and especially tactical tema, military skill set to use. At this time policing was seen as corrupt and crime, feeds into the notion of survivalism. Another film that was popular in the 70’s was the vigilanty films, people going out and cleaning up neighbourhoods. This all feeds into the war metaphors. 
We use this to devote police use forces towards this, back in the 60’s the crime rate was rising. We start to see the seeds for community base policing and more militiraed policing, military tactics and weapons and using them in a law enforcement setting. 1989 becomes a demarcation point, what do you do with a military that was su[pposeed to fight the cold war but didn’t? We start to demobilize them(Cant do it all at once) and in doing so we have to reorient the American military and Canada NORAD. We reorient it and start looking for drug shipments. NORAD is the zenith of surveillance. 1989 we see NORAD, we also start dismantelling NATO, the coast gurd starts to become heavily involved in the drug war. We do no think of the Canadain forces of doing something like this. Retasking the Canadian military for the fisheries to protect the canadina industry. 
Two things become important for Canada the FLQ, 3 bombing campaigns in the 60’s culminating in the October crisis, people were kidnapped and one was later killed. First time a Prime Mineiset invokes the war measures act when there is no war. When the war measures act is invoked in parliament, it effects everyone. Some of the sections in the legislation provided for the detention of individauls without habeus corpus, some officers took advantage of that (such in BC). Trudeau puts soldiers in the streets, FLQ move to Cuba. What percipitates the rise of tactical units in Canada? Not swat, metaphor, or flw --? It’s the Olympics of 1972. Israllei team took hostages in Munich? German police tried to recover them, but the hostages and terrorist all died. In 1972 we see the munich games and the first truly international form of terrorism. The 1960s and 70s were punctuated by air craft high jackings. In the advent of 1972, the next set of Olympics were taking place in Montreal in 1976.

Mythos that has been created around the tactical unit, criminals more likely to adhere to them then regular cops
Rise of creation of units during the Olympics, yearly frequency, and the amount of times they get called out shows that the rise of miliirization .Span of 20 years doubled their output
Majority time are in a proactive stance (trained to be reactive). 20.2% barricaded situation, 2.8% hostage situation, 22% dangerous warrants, 1.6% civil disturbances, 27.3% drug warrants, 3.1% VIP security, 7.7% surveillance, 15.3% other. 
Differences between Canadians and Americans massice change is that americans are more proactive in drug raids
